Commotion in Church
Chsriet. ■ pious churchgoer, had 

an odd habit. He would pul such 
enthusiasm into his singing that, at 
the end of a hymn, his voice would 
linger on after everyone else had 
fallen silent.

This habit became so irksome tn

certain members of the congrega­
tion that they finally had Charlea 
arrested on a charge of “disturb­
ing a religious meeting.“

But the c o u r t  d i smi ssed the 
charge. The judge said he had no 
right to interfere with C harles’ 
method of worshipping God.

The case illustrates the rule that, 
whenever possible in religious mat. 
ters. the courts will keep hands 
off. This applies not only to the 
method of worship but also to mat­
ters of religious doctrine. Thus;

A woman haled a priest into 
court, complaining that he had re­
fused to administer communion to 
her. But here too the court declined 
to take any action. The judge said:

“Her religious rights as a com­
municant are not enforceable in 
(he civil courts."

Nevertheless, there are times 
when the law must and will step 
in. A church is not altogether “off 
limits.” Crime is no less a crime 
merely because it takes place in­
side a church building.

For example, a court held it a 
punishable t^ense for a man to 
deliberately—and noisily—crack 
pecan nuts during a service. Even 
a minister was found guilty of pub­
lic indecency for using profane lan­
guage in the couiae of hit sermon.

Furthermore, the law will take 
a hand if there it merely a queation 
of property righu to be settled.

Suppose a church organizatioa 
splits into two warring faetkma, 
each of which claims ownership of 
church property. A court will ordi­
narily take the responaibility of da- 
ciding which faction is right, to  
long as it can do ao without getting 
involved in doctrinal iatuea.

“ Much a t such distensions 
among the members of a religiouB 
society should be regretted,” said 
the United States Suprems Court,
