Small Business Loans 
Advance In 69 Over 68

The Small Business Administration made more 
loans in 1969 to aid small businesses than it did in 
1968 and nearly doubled its volume of loans to 
minorities, SBA Administrator Hilary Sandoval, J r. 
said today.

Sandoval also said that small business, in gen* 
eral, performed quite satisfactorily during most of

1969, but the full effect of inflationary pressures 
srrwll firms in the closing months of the year is yet 
unknown. Further, a slowing or reversal of eco­
nomic growth could have a disturbing impact on 
small concerns. Historically, these concerns have 
suffered more under these circumstances than their 
large competitors.

Total lending under SBA's four major programs 
reached 14,000 loans totaling $679 million in 1969  ̂
Sandoval said. This compares with 13,592 loans 
amounting to $675.7 millions approved in 1968.

Despite the continuance of "tight money" SBA 
has shown a large increase In loans to minorities, 
he said. By December 31 more than 5 , 300 loans 
amounting to $128 million had been approved in 
this category, compared with 2,739 loans totaling 
$54 million in 1968.

Woolenc ami wante«b are 
f a i b i o n  f a  vorites for both 
warmth and good looks. To 
be well-groomed, choose your 
woolen wardrobe with an eye 
for good q u a i l  ty --and  then 
give these garments a little 
care and kindness. Always 
bang garments up im m ediate­
ly after wearing. Wool fibers 
are elastic and light wrinkles 
will usually stretch out over­
night. Youcanquickly steam 
away more fbm ly set wrinkles 
from packing or wearing by 
banging the garment up in the 
bathroom while you lather up 
In a hot shower. P r o p e r l y  
shaped hangers arc a must for 
maintaining s h o u l d e r  line. 
Pants should be bung by the 
cuffs, skirts by the wabtband. 
It b  wbc to close all buttons 
tippers, snaps and boolo .T hb 
helps retain shape and there 
b  less need for pressing.

A clothes brush or an e -  
Icctric clothes brush b  a handy 
eld in removing lint and sur­
face soil before it becomes 
embedded in the fiben . Or 
use the vacuum cleaner with 
the soft brush attachm ent. If 
the brush isn't c lean , give it 
a thorough washing In w a r m  
suds and rinse and let dry b«- 
for vacuuming your clothes.

Spoo should be treated 
as soon as (possible. Im m edi­
ate action when something b 
to Llot up the m obtixe. Of­
ten a cloth or sponge wrung 
from warm sudsy water will 
prevent damage. Never rub 
wool. Consult a stain chart 
for removing different types 
of stains.

Some woven wooU may 
be washed. Justgivethem  the ‘ 
care and kindness fine fabric 
need and y o u ' l l  be pleased 
with the resulting beauty and 
econom y, but be sure that the 
lining, Inter-llnlng, fa c in g  
and trim of a garment are a l­
to  washable. When buying yard 
goods or ready-to-w ear, check 
the hangtag for ease instruct­
ions.

For woven woob that are 
tagged machine washable. fol> 
low manufaettaer's dlrectlone. 
G enerally, a short wash cy cle , 
gentle agitation will cool to 
lukewarm water and detergent 
b  advbed. Wash woolens be­
fore they are heavily-soiled 
end to pre-treat stains Im m e­
diate Iv.

If hasulwashing, us* soap 
or detergent and cool to luke­
warm water. Swbh up the sudi 
before putting the gerroent In.

Thensqueeze the suds through 
several tim es. Always tU|>pori 
the fabric with your hands b e­
cause wool fibers are weaker 
when wet. The A m e r i c a n  
Wool Council recommends a 
gently first wash for two m in­
utes, a change to fresh s u ds  
for an additional one minute 
s q u e e z e  washing. R i n s e  
thoroughly. Roll in a thick 
towel to absorb excess m o b - 
turc before laying flat to  dry.

When pressing w o o l ,  
steam and a )>ress cloth  are 
im[H>rtant. A nd instead of 
sliding the iron back and forth, 
move It up and down. In co m ­
bination with the steam , thU 
technique lifts and renews the 
t e x t u r e .  The exception U 
woolens which itKlude mohair 
or all-m ohair garments with

And i n c r e a s e d  production 
which a ll means more profit 
in your farming operttioru 

Many f a r m e r s  that have 
land with relatively flatslopes 
an d  can see no visible ev i­

dence o f  e r o s i o n ,  usually 
t h i n k  they have no erosion 
problems and can derive no 
b e n e f i t s  from parallel te r­
races. Nothing could be fur­
ther from the truth as this type 
of l a n d  looses many tons of 
topsoil through sheet erosion 
each tim e a runoff producing 
rainoccurs.
