Discusses The
New Farm Bill

Mahon says that a permanent
type bill is widely favored by
farmers and that he prefers
this course but that at this time
it appears that a program of
three years duration is most
likily,

e trend is toward a prg-
gram financed at about the same
general level as the present
program, Many technical pro-
visions of the bill which none-
theless affect the producers in
a very direct way arebeing de-
bale® in the House Committee
but there is no way to predict
the fimal outcome of the legis-
lation,

First, there must be action
by the House AgricultureCom-
mittee, then by the House it-
self,ithen by the Senate Agri-
culture Comm ittee and the Sen-
ate itself. Thereafter differ-
ences Yetween the House and
Senate bills must be resolved
in conference,

*“There is along road ahead,*
Mahon said, ‘“but action within
the next few weeks on the House

version of the bill should shed
some light on what the final

version of the new farm .aw
will be like.'*

Mahon states that the new
farm program will continue
to be top priority with him, He
says that the Committee which
he heads plans to present to the
House in late May the annual
appropriation bill for the finan-
cing of the USDA and all farm
programs,

sirable that the bill for the new
program pass the House before

the appropriation measure is
considered,
