UNUSUAL SHRIM P SALAD IS A DIETER'S DREAM
It Is not often one tlim-down 

dish offers so much for so few 
calories, but It u sll here— 
protein, vegetables, starch, 
great flavor, and servings so 
generous they can take s lung, 
beautiful lime to eat!

Shrimp and rice are at the 
heart of it. Shrimp, of course, 
are all lean and low-calorie 
(about 150 to the 4t4-ounce 
can), but they contribute the 
high quality protein needed to 
hold back hunger between 
meala. In modest quantities, 
rice adds only its wallop of fuel 
and energy. As the saying goes, 
it Is not the starch that fatteru 
but srhat la spooned over it 
And a trick way of cooking the 
rice gives the whole salad a 
very salufying but deceptively 
rich flavor.

This is a pretty salad—all 
shrimp-pink and greens—with a 
slightly Oriental look, particu 
larly when vegetables are rut 
on the slant.
