Tha Texas average for this 
year was pegged at $ 8 , 32S, 
up from $7 ,277  la 1969-70.

Twenty-eight state* are a -
head of Texas in the amount 
they pay teachc.e. Including 
neighboring Louisiana, which 
ranks 28th.

she said.
