Kent County Bollweevil 
Control Progroin Starts

The first Insecticide treat­
ment In the 1971 diapause boll 
weevil control program should 
be completed during the first 
few d a y s  of  September, ac­
cording to County Agent Mark 
G ee  si In. Spray operations 
will be conducted on a selec­
tive b a s i s  during the current 
program. On 1 y fields which 
show significant evidence of 
weexll i n f e s t a t i o n  will be 
t r e a t e d .  Survey teams ar* 
working in the control lone in 
order toleIcct fieldswhich re­
quire treatment.

Special attention w i l l  be 
given to  fields treated during 
the early phase of the program 
since insecticide applications 
made during late August and  
early September might cause 
an Increase in b o l l  w o r m  in­
festations. Due to the poten­
tial b o l l w o r m  threat, only 
fields having large numbers of 
yveevllswlll be treated during 
the early portion o f  th e  pro­

gram. Survey teams arc mak­
ing bollworm counts as well as 
weevil inspections. In gcn<- 
oral, b o l l w o r m  infestatioiu 
have decreased during the past 
two weeks and the possiblility 
of heavy Infestations now ap­
pear less 11 ke  1 y. However, 
program officials lUtcd t h a t  
wide scale weevil s p r a y i n g  
w o u l d  be avoided until after 
the th reatofa  bollworm build­
up subsided.

Overall, bollweevil infes­
tations have been very light up 
to this tim e. According to the 
latest survey re  p o r t s  only a 
small number of fields In Hall, 
Dickens, and K e n t  Counties 
will require treatment during 
the first application. However 
very heavy weevil Infestations 
have developed In a few fields. 
It it important that treatment 
be Initiated in these fields soon 
to (vcvent damage and to pre- 
went weevils from spreading to 
other fields.

The aherlff and the 
County Clerk both carry 
tha key to the wheel. 
To open the hopper the 
judge, sheriff and the 
County Clerk must all 
be present.

All the cards are plac­
ed in the hopper and the 
handle la turned, mixing 
the cards up. Tha cards 
are then drawn and the 
names drawn are sent 
a card informing them 
they are to be there for 
poaaibie jury service.

To be exempt, one must 
be 6S years old or older 
or a woman witlichlldron
under 10 yeera of age, 
but these can serve. If 
they so desire. There 
will be BO economic ex­
cuses that will exempt
one from jury duty. To 
be cxcue^ , one must 
have the consent of both 
aitomeya and tha presid­
ing judge.

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LEGAL NOTICE 
ON REFILING  
OF BRANDS

All b r a n d s  and mark* on 
T t  X a * Kvettock must b« r«- 
recorded w i t h  County Clerks 
after August 30,1971, accord­
ing to a new law pasted during 
the last session of the T e x a s  
Legislature. ft«duccrs will be 
g i v e n  a six -m onth  p e r i o d  
(August 30, 1971 through Feb­
ruary 29, 1972) in which to re­
gister these brands and marks 
and the location on the animal 
which they are currently utingf 
after which tim e any unrecord­
ed brand will be available for 
use on a "ftret-com e’* basis.

The law further states that 
all such brands and marks must 
be rerecorded every 10 years. 
Each County Clerk records i»r 
his given county only, to many 
producers may need to record 
their brands in additional coun­
ties if their operations are ed - 
tenslve.

The owner shall ha  ̂ e the 
right d u r i n g  this t i x-month 
p e r i o d  to file the mark and 
b r a n d  now r e c o r d e d  in his 
name, fci the event It cannot 
be d e t e r m i n e d  from the re­
c o r d s  who first recorded the 
brand and mark in the county, 
then the person who has been 
using such mark and hcaorf the 
longest shall have the right to 
have th e  brand and mark re­
corded in hh name.

ft should be noted that It Is 
illegal to brand livestock with­
out first properly recording the 
brand w i t h  the County Clerk 
In the c o u n t y  in w h i c h  the 
livestock are held.

Wh e n  the brand or brands 
are recorded, the tocation on 
the anim al on which the brand 
It to be applied m u t t  bo de­
signated. If the brnnd Is to  be 
applied to more than one loca­
tion on the anim al, It muat be 
s o recorded a n d  e a c h  addi­
tional location fo r  the brand 
on the animal shall constitute 
a teparau  recording o f  t h a t  
brand.

T b e r a 11 no lim it to t h e 
number of brands and/er marks 
which m a y b e  reooided In a 
county b y a person as long at 
re tire m e n ts  of this law gov­
erning th e  recording and re - 
reooNiinc o f  llvesOock brands 
are m et. M i n o r s  nmy have 
marhs or brands separate from 
tko te fth e  Ikthor or guardian, 
which mutt be recorded o r te -  
reoOTded a t  (tevided by  the 
new law.

ft Is th e  obligation of the 
C o u n t y  O erk  to assure that 
no more than o n e  brand of a 
kind be reooided on the tame 
location On the anim al in each 
c o u n t y .  Therefore, no two 
people in a county may sneosd 
the same b ra  nd In the tame 
location. It i t  a l t o  the re­
s p o n s i b i l i t y  of the County 
C lerhto make certain that in 
reoordlng any brand tel a per- 

, too, that the part of the ani­
mal on  which the brand la to 
be plaood bn designated.

Tha rains h a v e  c o m e  to 

K e n t  C o u n t y !  Much more 
than we ever dreamed of get­
ting back in June when cvery- 
thingwat so dry the r a b b i t s  
were carrying canteens. Soma 
got too much and some got too 
little  rain but la ganeral moet 
peopla are he ppy. The county 
looks much better than It hat 
In soma iim a. Soma parts of 
tha county hat hat at much at 
20 Inchat of rain whila other 
parts have had as little  a t S Pr 
6 inchat but this it still more 
than n o r m a l .  Soma o f  tha 
feed hat gotten to far along to 
be cut for e n s i l a g e  but can 
still be harvested by grexlng. 
F o r a  ge sorghums and malic 
arc looking good and prospects 
for a b u m p e r  crop arc very 
good. Some alfafa has gotten 
**ftemmy** since ltcouldn*tbe 
cut due to the wet weather and 
I understand soma hay hat been 
lost due to being cut and wet 
w e a t h e r  prevented baling  

Cotton In general looks very- 
good e x c e p t  ia some cases 
w h e r e  a good stand was not 
gotten and surprisingly tha in­
sects are not nearly as bad as 
some cxpectad. A few isolat­
ed cates of high Infettatloo of 
weevils have been raportsd but 
moet fields are relatively free 
ofw eev lla . Buck Tbompgtia 
has a flald or two of c o t t o n  
that had a very high Infestation 
of wacvllt butBuckwat spray­
ing a n d  had hopes of getting 
them under control. Barring 
uaforeeaa difficulties the pro­
spect for tome very good vieldt 
of cotton are g o o d  this (alL

Careless weeds are growing to 
record sites due the ftalds be­
ing too wet to plow and are be­
coming a real problam. One 
farroar reportad ha had some 
careless **t r e c s" to big they 
would h a v e  to be cut with a 
chain saw.

Rangtland it looking better 
than it hat in several years and 
ranchers c a n  look forward to 
going i n t o  the w I n t a r  with 
some grass on the land Instead 
of bare ground. Ik e  range- 
land is  making a remarkable 
recovery but after a drouth it 
is whan native grass re«)ulret 
t o m e  very careful m anage­
ment. Tha range has baen in 
vary bad th a  pc for approxi­
mately three years and light 
stocking and dc forma at until
