And The Rains Came

On the weekend of the 
Sch and 6th of August every* 
one agreed that we needed 
a good rain, and rain wc 
fou On StSKlay night rtia 
6th of August moat parts 
of the county got I Inch or 
better. Then Thursday 
morning lOih of August, we

ft any where from 2 to 
Inches of rain. But on 
Saturday night of the I2th 

of August it staned to rain 
again and this time It near­
ly forgot to stop. By Sun- 
diiy night, Kent County had 
gotten from 6 to 10 iiKhea 
of rain depending on where 
you lived. One wit In the 
south pan of the county 
reponed he had a "tow 
sack" hanging on the fence 
that ran over with water, 
all in all Kent County had 
from 10 to 14 Inches at 
rain and that la a lot of 
rain. How wonderful It 
would be If we could juat 
spread that amount out over 
the year a couple of Inches 
at a time Juat when we 
need It.

Kent County rangeland 
will receive much benefit 
from the rain as grata will 
make much growth between 
now and froat and will 
give ranchera and stock- 
men plenty of winter grass, 
the rain also filled stock 
tanks with much needed 
water as most tanka were 
low and some were dry. 
Feed that waa beginning 
to suffer should now make 
good yields. Cotton crops 
shouldn't suffer too much 
If we can get tome gtiod 
hot weather for a month 
or so. But Insects will 
become a problem If it 
continues to rain. So far 
the cotton la In the beat 
•hape It has been many 
yeara with the poaslN- 
llty of a bumper crop In 
• l^ t .

Conalderable dam age 
was done to lerracea, 
ponda, county roads and 
biidgea throughout the 
county wiin a major part 
being done In the south 
pan of Kant Couniy.

iA.lcatlens with the end 
closure when the runoff 
exceeds the terrace ca­
pacity. Replacing terrace 
end closures la a much 
easier Job than repair­
ing breaks In the middle 
of the terrace. Although 
•ome damage was done 
to parallel terrace sys­
tems that were several 
years old and had not had 
the proper maintenance 
most parallel terraces had 
little or no damage. This 
la due mostly to their de­
sign and much larger hold­
ing capacity.
