Alex Torres, Job Corps
recruiter for the area,
feels the program is a suc-
cess. ‘'Of those who com-
plete the training we place
almost 100 per cenmt iIn
Jobs,”” he said. “They
are trained in fieldswhere
there is a demand for the
skills they are learning."'’

The Job Corps is for
young men and women be-
tween the ages of 16 and
21 who want to secure a
good job, but don’t have
the background or train-
ing, he said.

Most youth in the pro-
gram are high school drop-
outs and come from low-
income families.

Those who qualify for
the program receive from
six months or two years
of educational and voca-
tional training at residen-
tial training centers
throughout the United
States.

“Each applicant can
merit free room and board,
clothing, and medical ex-
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penses, and earn spending

money while they are
learni a meaningful
trade,’’ Torres explained.

The men train to be
welders, mechanics, heavy
equipment operators and
in several other skills
while women receive train-
ing as office clerks, beauty
operators, or nurses.
