White Warns 
Of Possible 
Food Deficit

A U S T IN »C a llin g  the 
United Stetee “one gigantic 
food production machine,” 
Agriculture CommiieioneT 
John C. White recently 
warned that food ehortaget 
similar to the oil shortage 
can develop if farmere are 
unable to produce at a 
reasonable profit.

“ If we run our own 
producers out of butineu, 
we are going to become more 
dependent on imports for 
fo o d ,"  White stated in 
remarks to a state meeting of 
Texas Soil and Water 
C o n s e rv a t io n  District 
officials in San Antonio.

White said between 
1972-73 unports increased 
29 percent to a record SS.52 
billion, lowering wholesale 
pneet of American-grown 
p r o d u c t s  w i t h o u t  
comparable decreases to 
consumers.

In 1974 imports rose 
another 30 percent to S9.S 
billion. “ Meet and dairy 
products are especially hard 
hit at present,” White uid.

T  he c o m m is s io n e r  
cautioned that a faltering 
agricultural machine will lose 
the country its position of 
world leadenhip.

“When our food supplies 
become a tool of foreign 
political units, we can have a 
disaster that will make the 
fuel shortage look minor,” 
he said. “ We are setting our 
feet on that very ume road 
in food production that we 
did in oil."
