AUSTIN-During the recent legislative session, a
new Texas Mobile Home Sundartfa“/\ct was passed to
upgrade the industry, and to provide more protection
for the large number of Texans who are turning to
mobile homes for their housing.

The new law, which will go into effect on Sept. 2,
will lessen the chance of deception in manufacturing,
sales, distribution, setting up and tying down of

Problems about mobile homes have been so
numerous in the past that our Attorney General's
Office set up a Labor Division, which handles mobile
home complaints. In the first 10 months of its
operation, the Labor Division received 1,200
complaints about mobile homes.

The new law has several important features that
should help to reduce consumer dissatisfaction. First,

l'exas Department of Health Resources.

Where ambulances once were directed toward
speed, they now put emphasis on trained persgnnel
ad life-sustaining services whfle enroute to a
hospital.

A move to further assist communities in setting ur
ambulance service, complete with trained personnel,
has prompted the Division to place its training

rsonnel at strategic locations in regional settings in

exas.

No Jonger will it be necessary to call Austin for
assistance, says Charles E. King, director of the
Emergency Medical Seryices Division.

"‘Supervisors are stationed in the Regions,'' says
King, "‘and they are enthusiastic about being close to
those in need of assistance. All are knowledgeable in
all phases of the program--which includes Emergency
Medical Services, Medical Advisory Board, Ciwvil
Defense and Radiological Defense."’

The EMS Program has had a tremendous effect on
upgrading ambulance services, and cities th hout
the state have gone to highly trained personnel and
sophisticated life-sustaining equipment which goes
far beyond that required for certification. In some
cities, medical colleges have entered into training of
ambulance attendants to assure the finest use of

ipment.

n the beginning, those in the Health Resources
Department’'s emergency medical program had to
knock on doors to interest cities and towns in
attendant training. And, the Division provided
training, with help of local medical society members.
But the life-saving program now has developed on
such a broad scale that there's not enough personnel
to provide training

Among the reiorms the bill would make are:

~Use of federal government indices to set cut-off poiny
for food stamp eligibility;

—Elimination of the present complicated system of is
come deductions which makes it possible for families mak:
ing as much as $20,000 a year to be eligible for food
stamps;

~—Denial of food stamp eligibility to able bodied pen
sons without small children who are not willing to work,
and

—Establishment of accurate monthly reviews to deten
mine whether a food stamp recipient should retain b§
eligibility.

At the same time, the National Food Stamp Reférm Ad
would significantly expand nutritional assistance. Milliom
of poor people would benefit directly. The food stamp &
lotment of each recipient would be immediately increased
by 29 percent, and the elderly, who are least able to do
fend their pocketbooks from the ravages of inflation, would
be given special consideration.
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
