says Or. Gary Nelson, agricult va l safely anginav f v  tha 
Taxaa AgrIcult va l Extension Sarvloa.

Texas haa an awaga of 103 tvnadoaa a yav, with 
moat of them occurring In April and May whan thva v a  
viMant winds, sa w s thundaratorms, and maaaaa of ooM 
and w vm  air colliding with each othv.

Eight out of 10 tomadoas oocv between noon and 
midnight, with mora than 20 paroant In tha two-hov span 
from4to6p.m.

Tvnadoaa, which taka an awaga annual toll of 164 
human livaa In tha U.8., usually travel southwest to 
northaeat and stay on tha ground about lOminutaa. Thair 
forwvd spaed iaabout SOmllaa p v  hov, but wind speeds 
In tha funnel of a tornado oan gat up to 300 mllaa p v  hov, 
explains Nelson.

Tha National Waathv 8arvioa Isauaa a ’’tornado 
watch”  whan atmoaphvlc oondHlona ara favoraMa f v  
tha davalopmant of tomadoas. A “ tornado warning” It 
Issued whan a tornado has actually bean sighted v  
detected by radv.

V  talavlalon f v  waathv raports,”  says tha Taxas A&M 
UnIvarsIty System anginav. "If a tornado warning la 
isauad, taka c o w  In a baaamant, oaliv v  civil datanaa 
shaltv and keep a battary-powarad radio handy In case 
powv lines ara down. ”

Tha safaM refuge, says Nalaon. la a tornado shaltv, 
undvground excavation v  rainforoad ooncrata structure.

Clairemont to hold their annual Rattlesnake Rodoo and 
Peace Officers Meeting, they will be treated to a 
special treat. Ira E. Scott, head of Police Training 
Program of the Texas A&M  Extenaion Service will be 
keynote speaker. Scott is no stranger to Peace Officers 
throughout the area. Since liis discharge from the Air 
Force in 1946 he has been Police Patrolman and 
Sergeant of Police at Lubbock, Texas, Chief of Police at 
Kingsville, Texas, Instructv of Police School, Texas 
A&M Extension Service, to head of Police Training, 
Texas A&M Extension Service. A position he has held 
f v  the paM nine years.

Tbe meeting this y e v  wiU be held Thursday, May 
13, 1976. Again this year tbe Peace Officers meeting 
will feature their Rattlesnake Rodeo. A shooting 
conteM unique to this Peace Officers Association. On 
hand will Im  several hundred rattlesnakes for the 
Officers and their guests to observe and shoot at.

RUMORS PLRSIST ON FOREIGN AID 
France, Spain May Provide Munitions—

Hopes were bright this month that the patriota 
may soon be assisted in their battle with England, as 
mtelligence reports began circulating that France and 
Spain are considering supplying the Americans with 
arms and ammunitions.

Sources ctoee to the French government have 
diaeloeed the French Foreign Minister Count 
Vergennes wrote a secret letter March I to Spanish 
loreign .MinisterGninaldi asking if the latter's country 
w'Hild consider lielpiiqi Britain's rebellious colonists 
Spam, reportedly, favored the idea, and that is where 
the matter stsod-i to date—no firm commitments have 
been made, but the hopes are high on this side of the 
Atlantic

Truth Thirty Years After
The fascinating, revealing atoiy of what really de­

cided World War II is just beginning to oomc to light. 
It took thirty yeara-1945 to 1975-for vital aecrata to 
becoara declasaifled. in both England and the United 
States.

Dioao well-kept secrets constitute an amaxing re­
velation. They show that from the beginning of the war 
British cryptographers were reading the messages sent 
by Hitler to his top generals and admirals and also 
those from the LuftwafTe and naval high commands to 
subordinate units.

That means the Uritiah knew about eveiy German Air 
Force formation on its way to Hritain in the Battle of 
Ik îtain—well in advance. It means they monitored the 
secret messages between (k*rman submarines and the 
I ’-boat high command. It means the British and later 
the Americans knew every detail of the strength and 
dispoaition of Genami armies facing them.

At El Alemein, for example, General Montgomery 
knew the details concerning every unit in the lines fac­
ing huB, how much they were un^*rstrength, the avail­
able supply of petrol, their exact location, the German 
defensive battle plan,etc. In addition, the British knew 
of every ship that left Italy with supplies for Romrocll. 
They sunk most of them in the critical stages of the 
Nivth African cianpaign, doomuig awch of theltslo- 
('•erman infantry to capture (for lack of ftiel to get away).

Hie Sam*' tremendous advantage was enjoyed all 
through the war ui i''ur<gx*. The western Allies knew 
Hitler would attack Russia in June of 1941 and warned 
Stalin, though thiry didn’t reveal the source of their in­
telligence.

Equally sfrilini;, a Hritiab double agent learned that 
the Japanese wL'n* p lu in ii\^  carrier strike on Ameri­
can naval fonx-s and di*du(9 it would he made at Pearl 
Harbor. The IViliKh f«*nt him in person to America in 
August of 1941. slffloot Fair iiKxiths before Pearl Har­
bor. Ik* met with J. Fxigar Hoover but Hoover reAiaed 
to take the wsmitig x»nously, he had a personal an­
tipathy toward the ar̂ *nt involved, and—it’s said- 
lluover was higlily lealiHis that hia F'BI get the publi­
city and iTudit fiv cHpiiKiage acctxnpliahinentsl

Hie sixty-four dollar question emerging inevitably 
from such hrt*athtikingn*velations la wbi*therthcAllies 
could have won thi' w.ir in Fxiropi' if they harki’t ai)oy- 
rd such an unpn*cedi«iu*d advantsgi*. It was a costly 
and di**pi*raU' triumph us it waa.

Stacy said ha w>d tha others got a much different k>^ 
at London than tha typical tourist would. T h ^  warn to 
numaroua Rotary ctuba In a 30 mile 
starting on tha northwest pert of the city of 14 million 
people end moving clookwiM until they had made the full 
circle.

••So we saw all the sights In thos# arsM plus 
attsndsd th# meetings. BMically, our purpose was to 
understand how they live.how they were governed, how
they ra lM  their kids, how their health servloM work.

The majority of the things they learned were by 
staying In the different homes. The sIk each stayed m 11 
different homM during the alx-week visit. Every Tuesday 
and Saturday, they changed homM.

••Wa didn’t have a lot of »raa time to look around. 
Actually wedldn^t see the things the regular tourists see. 
If ws had. we’d probably have a different attitude. Some 
ot the things. Ilka 8t. Paul’e Cathedral that many tourists 
are shown through, wa aaw only at a dlstailoa.

••And of oouTM tha thing that Impraaaad ua w m  that 
while wa wara over there, some real history w m  being 
mad# In England, ha ad<M. Tha pound (British money 
ayatam) WM dropping pretty faat. The police, for the first 
time, atartad parrying guns. Harold Wilson resigned m  
prime minister. Lord Snowden and his wife broke up.

••And we saw the I.R.A. bombing, what It did not 
only to bulldinga but to people,*' Stacy said. London la 
la r ^ y  protaatant, and ha found an unbellavably bitter 
hatred in tha ayM of th# people whan they spoke of the 
I.R.A. Stacy arrived at a tub# (subavay) station about five 
mlnutM after tha bombing had taken place.

**Tha amazing thing to me w m  that paopla don*t 
really know why all thlAia happening. They really don*t 
know. You try to pin them down and they can*t come up 
with any hard and fast reasons. As soon m  they heard 
about another bombing,ihey'd really go into a tirade.**

Tha Londoners Mksd Stacy *'why do you support tha 
I.R.A.?**

An amazed Stacy said tha United StatM w m  not 
supporting tha I.R.A.

**But It must be In tha East. Thera apparently Is 
enough Irish Influanoa that they are actually getting aome 
money to the I.R.A. I guoM, and the people over there are 
very oonscloua It Isooming from the U.S."

London hM 10 to 12 dally newspapers. Several of 
them are tabloid size and lean to the aensetlonel In their 
coverage, he said. He aald one nawspapar, Tha London 
Sun, carriM a picture of a different girl, nekad from tha 
waist up, PagaSof every edition.

**So If you arant to be proud of whel you've got, Just 
leave the country for awhile and you'll aaa.

"I look six weeks out of my Ufa I really didn't think I 
could afford. But now I don't think I could have afforded 
not to. I wouldn't aeil that trip for one million doilara, 
although I wouldn't give two cants for another one Just 
Ilka It.

"It gave me an insight of what we need to do in the 
United StatM. We need to get on with It, and wa are the 
only ones that can.do it. Wa can't leave it to Jack o> John 
down tha street, because they're iiot golnrj to oo It 
either."

Some Area Farmers 
To Get Crop Acreage 
Forms in the Mail

During Uw last half of May, a random sampla of 
some 24,000 Texas farmrrs will receive a crop acreage 
questionaire from W .H. Walther. Agricultural 
Sutiatician in Charge of the Texaa Crop and Uvestock 
R eporti^ Service. Aujtin, Texas.

This information will be the basis for determining 
the planted acreage for the aUte of Texas and for each

The Texas 
Lei^lelure has provided a program of eaUmatea for

by mail. All individual raporta are confidential and are 
used only for state and county totals.

Domestic Beef 
Market Is Now 
Well Protected

W ACO— Texas Farm Bureau Pracident Carrol 
Chaloupka announced that the U.S. Treasury 
Department has imposed oounterveiling duties on 
■ubaidixAd frosen booalaaa beef imported from 
European Community nationa.

"W a applaud this deciaion as it will give needed 
relief to doaeatic beef producers," Chaloupka said.

The Texas farm leader said that the Treasury 
Department had made an inveetlgatioo of the matter at 
the request of the American Farm Bureau Federation. 
Aseiatant SecreUry of Treasury David McDonald told 
Farm Bureau officials that tha Treasury has 
determined that a subaidy doea exist and that 
countervailing duties had been imposed.

According to an announcement by the 
govanunent. tha subaidiaed beef is now subject to 
payment of countervailing duties aquel to the net 
amount of subsidy.

"Farmers and rapehers are arell aware of the need 
for two-way trade, but we cannot compete ageinat 
aubaidiaad imports," Chaloupka aaid.

Tha farm leader saud that coosumsra in the 
country are well-protected by current and projected 
supplies of domeatic beef.

"Beef auppliea are ep 10 percent over lest year.

In aihlition to gun control, era afforta to pinca an 
Amcui'linent »»n tha "Criminal Justica Reform Act of 
I97f»’ iiiiiKMing severe rastrictiooa on tha right of a 
por^ *n Ut defend hia own house. Aa a matter of fact, 
son  ̂interpret tha praaent law as already denying to a 
homwiwner the right to use a deadly weapon against a 
burglar unless gravely threatened. Some individual 
Sutes. New York being tha notorioua example, already 
limit the right of a jiaraon to use a firearm in protecting 
his homa and family.

This whole idea is totally ridiculous. If such a law 
were enacted, how could anyone know whether aome 
peraon prowling around his house at night is not going 
to harm his family or steal his jiropeity. For what other 
purpoee would the intruder be there? Such an idea 
suggests that a homeoamer would have to etop to 
interview a burglar and, first, ask if he is going to 
severely harm him before shooting. If such a 
requirement should ever be enacted, an intruder could 
advise the home-defender that ha may not ahoot him 
unless he threatens death or serious bodily tiijury. The 
burglar could simply say that be ia not threatening the 
homeowner with death or bodily ii\jury and adviaa him 
not to get in the way of his little project. The burlgar 
could advise the home-defender to retreat to another 
part of the houae where he could sUy with complete 
safety to himself and others until he had robbed the 
place and left.

The householder would have to shoot to kill. If he 
shot the intruder in the leg, the robber could tell the 
court that he was not threatening to kill the 
home-defender or do any serious bodily iitjury and the 
homeowner would be in trouble.

Those who advocate gun control seemingly also 
have these ideas of further restricting a person to 
defend hia home and family.

A man's home is his castle. This is as old as 
unwritten law and never before have there been 
attempts to repeal H. Ass word of encouragement, few 
believe that any such provision of law could stand a 
Constitutional test. The fact remains that these efforts 
will continue, even if in bits and pieces, with the hope 
of increasing restrictions in the future. The uRimate 
would be for them to deny homeowners the right to lock 
their doors and windows lest a burglar hurt himaelf 
while breaking in. Sometime they might even want to 
hold the homeowner responsible for any harm suffered 
b> the rol ber and provide damages if found entitled to 
it by 1  uan^l of his peers. His jieers might be his 
-iim' isl sssociote^ who would alsii likely want to pay 

hiiii workmen’^compenMtion.
This latter, of course, is absurd to the point of 

'mredulity but Utese ideas seemingly fit thinking 
tternn of gun control advocates.

Recommendations. 
Made By Farmers 
Union Group

The establishment of ■ task force to study 
reorganization of state financed agricultural services in 
Texas and opposition to an increase in cotton check-off 
program funds were the two main legislative 
recommendations made by the Texas Farmers Union 
Board of Directors during their Spring board meeting 
held in Waco, April 24.

The directors of the state-wide farm organisation 
authorixed the establishment of the task force in 
response to a study naade by the Joint Adviaory 
Committae oo GovemnMmt Oparations, recoounaod- 
ing several mAjor change# in tha administration and 
oparatioo of Ts 3uw agricultural extanaioo, education 
and resaarch programs. The Fanners Union task force 
arill investigate tha implications of the "little Hoover 
(Commission" report and mak# recommendations to 
tha farm organisatioo's annual convention for policy 
adoption. This policy arill direct tha Farmara Unloo'a 
legislative efforts during the next session of the Texas 
Legislature.

A bill to increase cotton research and promotion 
funds, preaenUy before Congress, H.R. 10B30, by Rap. 
David Bowen (Mias.J was opposed by the directors 
because, "the bill does not contain tha safaguArds 
which are necessary to assure that tha progmm in 
responsiveto tha farmers who will be financing R ." R 
will collect Bve to seven million dollars from Texas 
farinars in addition to the three million already being 
paid into the program.

The resolution emphasised that the bill failed to 
meet the criteria o utlin^ by Fanners Union policy in 
regard to research and promotion programa. Tha 
Board called for such a program to ba under th# 
administration* of persons who are bonaflda fanners 
and elected in a democratic manner. In addition, tha 
Board pointed out that it recommends tbaf such 
programs ba reviewed every three years by a 
referendum. These safeguards are not ia tha presam 
bill.

In other rouUiM businem, the board mambers 
discussed plans for a membership campaign geared to 
participation in tha Diamond Anahreraary Convention 
of tha National Fanners Union to be held la Baa 
Antoaio aaxt March.

Union is compriaad of county Farmara Ualoa 
preaidseUand Exaculive Board mambara. Jay Namaa 
of Waco ia praaldsat of tha farm organlsatioa and Joe 
Rankia ol Rails Is vloa-preeident.
