Busline Granted ICC Permission 
to Extend Service to Stratford

C.M. Phinney, President of Trans 
State Trailways, Larned, Kansas, 
announced recently that the Interstate 
Commerce Commission has granted 
them authority to extend their present 
feeder bus line service from Liberal, 
Kansas to Stratford, Texas, via highway 
US 54. This extension adds Hooker, 
Guymon, Goodwell and Texhoma, 
Oklahoma and Stratford, Texas to their 
present southwest Kansas service points 
including Liberal, Hugoton, Ulysses, 
Satanta, Sublette, Montezuma and 
Dodge City plus their central Kansas 
service points of Kinsley, Larned, Great 
Bend, Ellinwood, Lyons, Sterling, 
Hutchinson and McPherson among 
others.

Mr. Phinney pointed out that Hooker, 
Guymon, Goodwell and Texhoma, 
Oklahoma do not now have interstate 
service so this expansion by Trans State

Trailways will greatly improve the public 
transportation service in the Oklahoma 
Panhandle. Also the interline service 
connection at Stratford provides 
excellent through bus service to 
Amarillo, south and southwest and to 
Denver, Colorado and points north and 
northwest. The newly expanded service 
will begin Monday, March 1, 1982 and 
will operate Monday through Saturday 
(six days a week). This also expands 
Trans State Trailways service between 
Dodge City, Kansas and Liberal, Kansas 
from five days a week to the same six 
days a week.

Mr. Phinney emphasized that this 
expansion is further evidence of Trans 
State Trailways long term committment 
to improving public transportation in the 
less densely populated areas of central 
and southwest Kansas and the 
Oklahoma Panhandle.

‘Jump-a- Thon ’for Heart 
to be Held March 7

Area Gas Users Join Fight to Stop 
Southern Union Increases

TEXHOMA-Natural gas users on 
both sides of the Oklahoma-Texas State 
line have joined forces to oppose gas 
rate hikes of a Dallas-based 
utility-pipeline conglomerate. The gas 
prices have already driven many 
irrigation farmers out of business, and 
many more are worried. The Panhandle 
Gas Users Association (PGUA) is 
leading the effort and has members from 
several counties in Oklahoma, Texas and 
New Mexico.

Irrigation, feedlot, commercial and 
home users of gas are affected by the 
increasing rates of the company, 
Southern Union Gas Co. (SUGCO), 
iccording to the Association.

The coalition of gas users began last 
fe&r in Oklahoma, and led to their

intervention and that of the Oklahoma 
Attorney General into a federal case 
before the Federal Energy Regulatory 
Commission (FERC). They feel they 
were successful in getting SUGCO’s 
rates reduced from a high of $5.25 per 
1,000 cubic feep to $2.65. Irrigation 
farmers in particular saved thousands of 
dollars in pumping costs alone. But 
irrigationsgasprices have now risen again 
to $3.48 per 1,000 in Oklahoma, and to 
$4.10 per 1,000 in Texas. The residential 
rates are approximately $4.25 in Texas 
and Oklahoma.

The price rollback to $2.65 per mef 
began “ right after our group got going 
good on this issue ,”  says Ralph 
Compton of Boise City, President of the 
PGUA. “ Once opposition to high prices

became public, the price suddenly 
started going down, but without any 
regulatory order. This makes you 
wonder,” he said.

But the prices did not reduce in Texas 
like they did in Oklahoma for customers 
of SUGCO. The PGUA feels that the 
“ skyrocketing” SUGCO rates in Texas 
have made the problem a multi-state 
concern. Sherman and Moore Counties 
in the Texas Panhandle are affected.

Kent Kimball, of Stratford, who 
purchases SUGCO gas for irrigation and 
home use, says that the rates are putting 
farmers out of business and working a 
financial hardship on people in the 
towns. The town of Stratford is on 
SUGCO gas and many area irrigators

rely on SUGCO gas for pumping fuel. 
Kerrick and Etter are also on SUGCO.

The Oklahoma towns and commun­
ities who are served by SUGCO are 
Boise City, Goodwell, Optima, Hooker, 
Tyrone, Beaver, Turpin, Forgan, Floris 
and Baker. Also the City of Texhoma, 
Texas and the City of Texhoma, 
Oklahoma are on SUGCO. The company 
also makes agricultural sales for 
irrigation, grain drying, and feedlots in 
Sherman and Moore Counties in Texas 
and in seven Oklahoma counties-- 
Cimarron, Texas, Beaver, Harper, 
Woodward, Ellis and Roger Mills 
counties.

The group has recently 
contacted the office of Texas Attorney 
General Mark White and requested him 
to intervene in the pending FERC 
Complaint proceeding filed by the 
Oklahoma Attorney General and 
Oklahoma Corporation Commission 
against SUGCO and i t ’s sister 
subsidiary, WGI (W estern Gas 
Interstate Company). Both SUGCO and 
WGI are owned by still another 
company, Southern Union Company 
(SUCO) of Dallas. SUGCO’s major 
natural gas supplier in the area is the 
affiliated company, WGI.

Customers are concerned that there is 
not an arm’s length transaction when 
the one company sells gas to the other 
and that a ‘sweetheart deal’ results 
causing excessive gas bills to the 
consumers.

The gas users group is also hoping 
that Texas and Oklahoma attorney 
general’s offices and state regulatory 
offices will intervene at FERC in WGI’s 
next fuel adjustment clause hearing, the 
Purchased Gas Adjustment (PGA) 
Docket coming up soon in Washington.

Robert Gaylor, President of Cimarron 
County Irrigation Association, Boise 
City, says that the Oklahoma-Texas 
Panhandle operation of SUGCO is only a 
part of a much larger corporate 
pipeline-utility-exploration structure 
and that the size of the companies is one 
of PGUA’s main concerns. The 
Company also operates extensively in 
New Mexico under the utility name of 
Gas Service Company of New Mexico

(GCNM). (See map inset) In Santa Fe, 
the New Mexico Public Service 
Commission is currently conducting 
hearings on whether to allow WGI to 
take over GCNM, also owned by SUCO. 
The New Mexico Attorney General is 
actively opposing the take-over attempt 
on behalf of New Mexico gas users. 
GCNM’s facilities along with some 
SUGCO south Texas operations involved 
in the acquisition attempt, are valued at 
over $71,000,000.

The takeover would greatiy expand 
WGI’s interstate pipeline rate base 
under FERC jurisdiction. PGUA 
intervened in the FERC docket 
governing WGI’s request, and PGUA is 
also closely monitoring the New Mexico 
proceedings. PGUA also intervened last 
summer to request that the FERC set 
field hearings in the Oklahoma-Texas 
area on the Attorney G eneral’s 
complaint involving price-fixing. Field 
hearings would be held either in 
Amarillo or Oklahoma City and would 
allow homeowners and farmers to attend 
and testify without going all the way to 
Washington, D.C. where the FERC 
normally holds hearings.

There are precedents for FERC field 
hearings-they were held in 
Lubbock, Albuquerque and Phoenix on 
the irrigation gas curtailment priority 
hearings in 1975. Field hearings were 
held in the FERC again on December 1 
and 2, 1981 in Amarillo, on the Texas 
Attorney G eneral’s fraud pricing 
complaint against Colorado Interstate 
Gas Company (CIG), on behalf of 
Dallam-Hartley County gas users. Since 
the CIG gas costs also are passed 
through to SUGCO gas users, PGUA 
intervened in and appeared also at that 
hearing on behalf of i t ’s member 
organizations. The PGUA is fully 
supportive of Attorney General White’s 
FERC case on the high cost gas 
pass-through by CIG, and is also 
strongly supportive of Attorney General 
Cartwright’s FERC Complaint case 
agaist SUGCO and WGI seeking Field 
Hearings on the practices and rates of 
the two companies, in which fuel cost 
and fuel charge pass-through are also 
major issues.

County Agents Report

DORMANT OILS 
EFFECTIVE INSECTICIDES

This is the season to apply dormant 
oils for controlling some of the 
hard-to-kill insects on trees and shrubs. 
Properly prepared petroleum oils are 
effective for controlling pests such as 
scale insects, mites, insect eggs and 
some hibernating caterpillars.

Oils kill insects and mites by 
suffocation or by penetrating the 
breathing tubes. Insect eggs are killed 
because of interference with the gas 
exchange through the shell.

When compared to insecticides, oils 
have the advantage of being less 
expensive, give good covering action, 
residues of oils on fruit and nut trees are

exempt from tolerance and oils are safe 
to handle. However, oils are toxic to 
most leaves, have low toxicity to many 
insects and are relatively unstable in 
solutions.

Dormant oils can be applied any time 
trees and shrubs are in the dormant 
stage. However, oil is most effective if 
applied in late winter or early spring just 
before the buds start to crack. 
Applications should be made when 
temperatures are between 40 and 65 
degrees fahrenheit. Freezing weather 
within 48 hours of treatment may cause 
the oil to be less effective.

When mixing and applying dormant 
oils, extreme care should be taken to use 
only the amounts recommended by the 
manufacturer. Tree trunks and insect 
infested limbs should be thoroughly 
covered with the application. Some trees 
tolerant to normal applications of oil may 
be damaged if oil is applied in excessive 
amounts. Strict attention should be 
given to getting thorough coverage, yet 
avoiding excessive application of the 
oils.

Reapplication Not Necessary
Marillyn Albert, Chief Appraiser for 

Sherman County Appraisal D istrict, 
announced today that it is not necessary 
for persons in the Appraisal District to 
reapply for their homestead exemption if 
they have already signed this 
application. The news release from the 
State Property Tax Board was sent 
statewide and was intended for those 
areas where the Appraisal District was 
not operating until 1982. Sherman 
County Appraisal District secured this 
information in 1981.

One time applications are for 
homestead exemptions, agriculture 
value on land under Article 1-d-l, and 
certain specific exemptions.
