Following mrival und setting of 
casing, drilling will be resumed to­
morrow on the Richter No. 1 well 
west of town.

Tcn-inch casing has been set in the 
well, and the drilling crew is at pres* 
ent engaged in cleaning out the hole. 
Following this, active drilling will be 
again resumed, and with an adequate 
supply of casing on hand, it is ex­
pected that rapid progress will be 
made.

A. S. Mims of Fort Worth, con­
tractor for the well, has been here 
the past several days watching oper­
ations.

It is expected that next week the 
big water strata encountered in the 
previous test drilled near this one, 
will be struck, and according to Mr. 
Schulz, this water is going to have a 
thorough testing out, in order to a 
whether or not it may be profitable 
developed into an artesian water 
supply for irrigation purposes.

This water, when encountered in 
the old Bledsoe test, rose to within 
10 or 12 feet of the top o f  the well, 
and hopes are entertained that it 
might be possible to get it to flow.

According to reports from Hale 
Center, the Mullican No. 2 there, 
which struck a showing o f oil at 404 
feet, is being cased off and the well 
going on down to the next sand, which 
is expected to bring greater produc­
tion than that had in the Nos. 1 and 
2 at the 400 foot depth.

A location for a third test in this 
area, 600 feet west of the No. 1, is re­
ported to have been made.

'A n  Alle^^cd Letter 
I OF T h e  Savior

(Editor’s Note: This letter was hand- 
1 ed to us with the request that we pub- 
! lish it, the party asking for its pub­
lication, however, disclaiming any ap­
prehension of the misfortune that the 
letter states will follow should the 
posesoi of a copy of it fait to have it 
published.

Country papers throughout the 
United .States are printing what is 
alleged to be a letter wu'itten by 
Christ.

In this letter was an injunction 
that it should be published to the 
world by whoever found it, togetnei 
with the statement that misfortune 
and bad luck would follow the person 
having possession of it, and not giv­
ing it publicity.

There was likewise a promise that 
whoever may have a copy of this in 
his or her possession will prosper and 
be followed by good fortune.

According to the history of-«the ^ -  
cer, it was written by Christ just 'af­
ter His crucifixion, signed by the An­
gel Gabriel ninety-nine years after 
the Savior’s birth and presumably de­
posited by him under a stone at the 
foot of the cross.

On this stone appeared the legend, 
“ Blessed is he who shall turn me ov­
er.’’

No one knew what the inscription 
meant or seemed to have sufficient 
curiosity to investigate until the 
stone was turned over by a little 
child an<l the letter which follows was 
discovered;

“ Whosoever works on the Sabbath 
day shall be cursed. I command you to 
go to church and keep holy the Lord’s 
day without any nymner of work.

T will have that da> kept 
holv that your sins may be forgiven.

“ You shall finish your work every 
day and shall not break my command­
ments, but observe and keep them, 
they have been written by my hand 
and spoken from my mouth. You 
shall not only go to church yourselves 
but also your man servant and maid

servant. Observe my words and learn 
my cominundtnents.

“ You shall fin.sii your work every 
Saturday at G o’clock in the afternoon, 
at which hour the j)ieparution for the 
Sabbath begins. 1 advise you to fast 
five days in the year, beginning on 
Good Friday and continuing the five 
days following in remembrance of the 
five bloody wounds I received for you 
and mankind.

“ You shall love one another and 
cause them that are not baptized to 
come to church ana leceived the Holy 
Sacrament, that is to say, baptism, 
and then the supper of the Lord, and 
be made a member thereof, and in so 
doing I will give you long life and 
many blessings. Your land shall be 
replenished and bring forth an abun­
dance and I will comfort you in the 
greatest temptation and surely he 
that doeth to the contrary shall be 
cursed.

“ I will also send hardening of the 
heart on them and especially on hard­
ened and unpenitent unbelievers. He 
that hath given to, the poor shall find 
it profitable. Remember to keep the 
Sabbath day, for the seventh day I 
have taken as beinga day to myself.

“ And he that hath a copy of a let­
ter written by my own hand and spok­
en by my own mouth and keepeth it 
without publishing it to others shall 
not prosper, but he that publisheth it 
to others shall be blessed by me and 
if their sons be as many as the stars 
by night, and if they truly believe 
they shall be pardoned and they that 
believe not this writing and my com­
mandments will be consumed with 
your children, goods and cattle and 
all other worldly enjoyments that I 

! have given you. Do but once think 
! of what I have suffei-ed for you in , 
'this world and in the world which is| 
to come. t

I “ Whosoever shall have a copy of 
jthis letter and keep it in their house 
i nothing shall hurt them, neither pesti­
lence. thunder nor lightning, and if 
any woman be in birth and put her 
trust in me she shall be delivered of 
her child. You shall hear no more 
news of me except through the Holy 
Scriptures, until the day of judgment. 
All goodness and prosperity shall be 
in the house where a copy of this let­
ter shall be found. Finished.”

The story goes that the little child 
who found it passed it to one who be­
came a convert to the Christian faith. 
He failed to have the letter published. 
He kept it, however, as a memento of 
Christ and it passed down to differ- 
etjl generations of his family for more 
than one thousand years.

During this period the family suf­
fered repeated misfortunes, migrating 
to different countries until finally one 
of them came to America, bringing 
the letter with them. They settled 
in Virginia, then moved still farther 
south, still followed by misfortune

when finally the last member ap­
proached her deathbed, and called a 
neighbor, Mrs. Thompson, giving her 
the letter and relating its history for 
fore than a thousand years. The 
Thompson woman began the attempt 
to have it published and it first ap­
peared in the Rome, Ga., Tribune on 
October 31st, 1891. It then appeared 
in the Dalton, Ga., Citizen, and Mrs. 
Wortman, now living in Marion, Ind, 
clipped it and kept it in her possession 
for many years without an effort to 
have it published. She was followed 
by misfortune which she attributed to 
her neglect in trying to have the let­

ter published.

Tenn., is also said to have had a copy 
and failed to make an effort to pub­
lish it for threw years, and was fol­
lowed by a varied lot of misfortunes 
which she attributed to the fact of 
her neglect in this respect.
