City's Share 
Of Revenue Is 
Under Promise

Abernathy's City Council 
met in regular session January 
8. >973 . «  C liy  Hall.

Jack Mots from the auditing 
firm of Bollnger, Segars, G il ­
bert and Most was present and 
presented to the council the 
audit report for the City of Ab­
ernathy's fiscal year 19 71-72. 
Following a general dlscuuion 
of the report, it was the general 
consensus of the council to ac­
cept the report at submitted. 
Audit copies are available in 
the City Manager's office for 
persons wishing to review the 
audit report.

Bids for the 1973 gasoline 
supply for the City were re­
ceived and opened. Consu­
mer's Fuel Association was the 
low bidder at 17.9a per gallon 
and was awarded thebla for a 
one -  year period beginning 
Jan. 13, 1973.

The C ity  Council v o t e d  
unanimous^ to establish the 
following Standard Policy for 
water and tewer utility ex- 
teiuions in new tub-divitioru 
or additions. "A 11 cost of water 
and tewer utility extensions in 
newsub-divitioru or additions 
are to be paid for entirely by 
the developer of such sub­
division ot addition with no re -  
imbursement whatsoever from 
the C ity of Abernathy for such 
water and sewer utility ex­
tensions. ”

The proposed sanitation 
contract with Triple C  Sanita­
tion Service it to be presented 
at the next regular meeting of 
the city councU. C ity Attorney 
is presently reviewing ceruin 
legal matters concerning such 
a contract.

Revenue sharing report g iv­
en by the city manager re­
vealed that no explanation or 
clarification as to the reasons 
for the C ity  of Abernathy's re­
duction in a n n u a l  revenue 
sharing allocations has been 
r e c e i v e d  from the United 
States Treasu^ Department or 
the United States Office of 
Revenue Sharing. Correspon­
dence received in September, 
1972, reported that Abernathy 
would receive approximately 
140,424, but final allocation 
amounu released in Decem­
ber, 1972, stated that Aberna­
thy would only receive an ap­
proximate annual allocation of 
$27 ,172 . One of the major con­
cerns of the reduction is that 
this reduces the per caplu  a l­
location far below that of 
Plalnview, Lubbock, and S la ­
to n --w h ich  have similar tax 
rates and other financial char­
acteristics. Until such time as 
the F e d e r a l  Government is 
w illing to discuss the statistics 
used in deriving Abernathy's 
allocation, there is very little 
that can be done.

The C ity  tales tax check for 
the quarter ending September 
30, 1972, has been received 
in the amount of $6,306.30 
which it a 9 .7 %  increase over 
the tame period last year.

C IT Y  RECEIVES SECOND 
FEDERAL CHECK

The C ity  of Abernathy re­
ceived its second revenue-shar­
ing check Jan. 9th. This check 
was approximately 3 - i/2 X le s t  
than the first check due to the 
Treasury Department establish­
ing a reserve fund to facilitate 
future adjustmenu for entitle­
ment allocations.

T h e  first check received 
December 1 1 ,  1972, was for 
$13,386 and covered the period 
from Jan. 1, 1972, to June 30, 
1972. With the second check, 
the C ity has received $26,623 
for the first year of a proposed 
five -year revenue sharing plan.

C ity  Manager Glen Metcalf 
hat returned a request from the 
Treasury Department indicat­
ing discrepancies in tome fig ­
ures used to compute the City's 
revenue sharing f u n d s .  It is 
hoped the discrepancies stated 
w ill increase annual allocations 
for Abernathy.

Engineering Help 
Due To Farmers

Tile Lubbock County Soil

Fam ily operated wide variety 
of businesses vital to the early 
economic iiiccest of the com­
munity: Grocery (19 12-19 6 2), 
Hardware (1913- ),  Implements

T in  Shop (1 - 1^23),  C h e e s e  
Fa c t o r  y ( 19 29 -19 5 1). The 
cheese enterprise was unique 
to this region, producing an 
average of 1800 pounds per 
day.
