IN 1957, READERS DIGEST ran an
article about another Russian-Ameri-
can incident which occurred in the Sea
of Japan. The story told of an
attempted cover-up by the Soviet
Union, after one of their Russian MIGs
shot down an American aircraft in the
Sea of Japan.

An Air Force RB-50 four-engine
bomber was flying over international
waters on a routine mission when
attacked. This happened on the
morning of July 29, 1953.

In this incident, which occurred
thirty years ago, one of the 17 men
survived by parachuting into the Sea
of Japan. After 24 hours at sea, he
was rescued by a Navy destroyer.

After being rescued, the American
pilot reported that his plane had been
shot down after an unprovoked attack
by a Russian MIG-15. Russia refuted
this accusation saying that their two
Soviet, fighter planes approached the
American plane and signaled that it
was inside the limits of the frontier of
the USSR and proposed that it leave
the air space of the Soviet Union.
Then the Russians reported that the
American plane opened fire on them
and did serious damage to one of their
planes. Therefore, they shot the
American plane down and it crashed
into the Sea of Japan...(taken from the
Moral Majority Report)

Americans don't need any more
proof. Thirty years ago one of the men
lived to tell the truth when this plane
was shot down.

No one lived to tell the true story in
the recent incident, but the lie to the
Russian people lives on.

The South Plains Association of
Governments in Lubbock will make
additional funding available to com-
plete the center.

SPAG is also in the process of
acquiring another $16,000 to be used
for the operation of the local center. It
will be given to Abernathy in
December and the center should be
operational by January.

The Chamber also discussed Octo-
berfest, coming up Monday, - October
31 at the Fire Hall. The Octoberfest
Parade will start near the old theatre
on- Main Street and end at the Fire
Hall.

Many fun events and contests will
be held at the Fire Hall. Admission
will be canned goods for the
community pantry.

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Council Sets Tax Rate, Approves Budget

The Abernathy City Council met
Monday, September 26 and approved
the 1983-84 city budget as well as set
the tax rate.

The council conducted a public
hearing on the proposed 1983-84
budget, then approved a 1 cent tax
increase. This will increase the city tax
rate from 45 cents to 46 cents per $100
valuation.

I'he approved budget is $667,350,
up 2.77 percent over the 1982-83 city
budget of $649,348. The increase
amounts to an $18,002 increase in the
budget.

The budget was set according to
how the city tax roll was appraised by

MeKinney Home Receives

the Hale County Appraisal District.
The district appraised the city tax roll
at $37,650,047, which is $1,401,954
less than the 1982 tax roll of
$39,052,001. The decrease in the tax
roll was due primarily to a decrease In
the valuation of the bank. Therefore,
the 1 cent tax increase was necessary
in order for the city to collect $173,190
in tax revenues, which still does not
make up for the loss in revenues,
considering the city took in $175,734 in
tax revenues last year.

One of the items discussed by the
council concerning the budget was the
large number of overdue EMS
accounts. It was stated that each year

Thirty textile leaders representing nine Far East-
ern countries which in 1980-81 bought about 3.5 mil-
lion bales of U. S. cotton will be in Lubbock October 24,
25 and 26 to inspect High Plains cotton production,
processing, merchandising and research facilities.

Officials of Plains Cotton Growers, Inc., Lubbock-
based cotton producer organization, point out that in
1980-81 the nine countries accounted for about 62 per-

cent of U. S. cotton exports.

“Over 90 percent of this cotton was in the short to
medium staple categories produced here on the
Plains,” states Donald Johnson, PCG Executive Vice
President, “and PCG's involvement with these people
is an effort to put more of our cotton into their

markets.”

PCG is coordinating the foreigners’ activities for the
Lubbock visit, which is a part of the annual U. S.
Cotton Orientation Tour sponsored by Cotton Council
International, National Cotton Council, the U. S.
Department of Agriculture and local hosts. Joining
PCG as hosts in Lubbock will be the Lubbock Cotton
Exchange, Plains Cotton Cooperative Association and
the Agricultural Chemicals Division of ICI Americas.

ICI Americas will host a reception and dinner
honoring the foreign dignitaries on the evening of

October 25.

Japan, Korea, Bangladesh, Malaysia, Hong Kong,
Philippines, Thailand, Indonesia and Taiwan will be
represented by from two to seven officials each.

“There is no doubt that these countries already are

our best customers,” says Johnson. “But the [

I. S. now

supplies only about half their total imports, and our
objective is to convince them we have the capacity and
the desire to fill more of their fiber needs from this

country.”
While in the U.

S. the group will also meet with

USDA officials in Washington, Cotton Incorporated
textile research, production and marketing specialists
in Raleigh North Carolina, and visit in the cotton-
producing areas of the mid-South, Southeast, Arizona

and California.

On the Plains the foreign delegation will tour the
Textile Research Center at Texas Tech University and
the American Cotton Growers denim mill in Little-
field, see a stripper harvesting demonstration at the
Texas A & M Research and Extension Center, and
inspect the instrument classing line and merchandis-
ing facilities of Plains Cotton Cooperative Association.

The group will arrive in Lubbock on the evening of
Monday, October 24 and depart on the morning of
Wednesday, October 26. Individual merchandisers of
High Plains cotton will have the opportunity to meet
with the visiting textile and raw cotton purchasing
executives during the evening hours on Monday and
the early morning hours of Tuesday and Wednesday.

AFRICAN VIOLETS
NEED PLENTY OF LIGHT
African violets need plenty
of light to bloom properly
says a landscape horticultur
ist with the Texas Agricul
tural Extension Service
lexas A&M University Sys
tem.

Lamesa Producer Says

“Farm Program Is Working”

The government farm
program is working as it
was intended to work

providing help to the farmer
when he needs it.

That was the view expres-
sed by Lloyd E. Cline, a
Lamesa cotton producer and
National Cotton Council vice
president, at a meeting in
Memphis last week of the
Cotton Board.

Cline said that without
question farm program costs
have increased.

“But in all fairness,”’ he
added, ‘‘those outlays
should be measured over a
period of years and not just
on the special conditions of
the past two seasons.”

He explained that govern-
ment expenditures for cot-
ton programs, as now con-
stituted, averaged only

about $266 million annually
over the past ten years.

Reviewing the history of

cotton programs since pas-
sage of the 1973 farm act,
Cline explained there were
no deficiency payments for
cotton for the first seven
years. They were triggered
for the first time in 1981 by
a record yield coming onto
the market in the deepest
worldwide recession since
the 1930's.

Cline stated that when
people talk about $22-23
billion in farm payment
outlays they generally in-
clude all price support loans
in the bottom line.

““What they fail to men-
tion is that most of these
loans are repaid with both
interest and storage char-
ges,”” he said, adding that

some $7 billion of the
so-called cost is repaid.

“It is important to re-
member that supply and
demand are being brought
into better balance,” Cline
told the group. "‘We are
beginning to see some price
recovery and the cost of
deficiency payments is go-
ing down.”

Cline stressed that it is
imperative that “‘we in the
cotton industry work more
closely together than ever
before and do everything
possible to maintain and
strengthen our self-help
program.”’

He added, “'In times like
these, effective research
and promotion programs to
help sell our fiber are more
important than ever.

They were
then certified as associative
trainers.

“In the spring, we were
visited by Dr. Jeanette
Harpole, Pegasus Pace
trainer, who observed and
documented the key ele-
ments being implemented.
She visited every classroom
and teacher during their
English periods. During her
visit, we became certified
trainers after two more days
of training in the Pegasus
Pace elements,”’ said Mrs.
Ratcliff.
