THE NEW SPS COAL-FIRED 
PLANT is going to be liKated a lot 
closer to Abernathy than we had 
previously thought. We had pictured it 
being located between Idalou and 
Slaton, but after liHiking at a map and 
news release (in this edition of the 
Review), we can see that it will be 
only 20 miles away and very close to 
the 400-597 cut-off to Abernathy.

How this will affect Abernathy is 
unknown at this time. But it will take 
many folks to construct the plant and 
then some 200 to run it after 
construction. Hopefully some of these 
families will choose to live in 
Abernathy, over Idalou. Lorenzo or 
Lubbock.

Might be a good time for the 
Chamber to promote with a “ Abern­
athy. a giHKi place to live”  campaign. 
We should tell the people of this 
region why Abernathy is such a good 
place to live and maybe these SPS 
folks involved in the new SPS plant 
will move here when the project 
begins in two years.

THE GREAT AMERICAN SMOKE-
OUT is today (Thursday) and on this 
day all smokers are encouraged to give 
up smoking for a day in hopes that 
they will make a commitment to give 
up smoking altogether.

We know it is not easy to quit, but 
we encourage everyone who does 
smoke to at least make an attempt to 
quit. Those who won’ t quit for 
themselves might at least think of 
quitting for their families and loved 
ones.

It is a fact that smoking can cause 
lung cancer, which can cut lives 
shorter in many cases. This alone 
should be enough to make smokers 
want to stop.

has available assets of $5,485,071. Of 
this amount. $4,154,646 is invested in 
fixed assets. The other assets are in 
various funds, such as the general 
fund - $878,065, invested reserves, 
such as retirement for funded 
indebtedness - $101,403. and author­
ized construction - $119,030. The 
authorized construction is for capital 
improvements only. These are im­
provements. such as renovation of 
existing buildings, additions to exist­
ing buildings, or new buildings.

Total liabilities amounted to 
$231,927. total fund equity $5,253,144. 
and total liabilities and fund equitv 
$5,485.0^1.

An interesting point was brought 
out about the fund equity amount. The 
fund equity increased $89.(KK) this past 
year due to the schtHvI not expending 
all that was budgeted for the 1982-8.1 
schiH)l vear. fhis equity increase puts 
the sch(M)| in g(M<d shape tlnancially 
going into the new sch»M)l year.

Another intersting point, which was 
mentioned during the audit, was that 
the Abernathy I.S.D. will be complete­

ly debt free after the 1983-84 scho»)l 
year. The last bond issue was passed 
in 19̂ 5 for an amount of $750.000 to 
build the .lunior High Sch(H)l and 
academic center. The principal on this 
blind presently amounts to $II5.(XK). 
fhis should be paid off this year, 
leaving the scIuhiI virtually debt free.

Other Business

The school hoard appointed the 
following schtMil staff members to the 
textbook committee: Gid Adkisson, 
Frank Bartlett. Emily Ratcliff, Rita 
Kellev. Alma Ruth Patterson. Lez.lie 
fhompson. Jan Hill. Ann Harrison, 
Marilvn Ater. Bettie Hardin. Larry 
Aldridge, and Scotty Windham and all 
the principals were appointed ex- 
olTicio members.

Bids on the schvHil boiler and floater 
|)olicies were opened. The only bid 
submit'ed was by Hubbard Insurance 
of Abernathy. Hubbard submitted a 
bid of $.544 for the boiler policy and a 
bid ot $477 for the floater policy. The 
board accepted these two bids.

The hoard gave Charles Bowen 
permission to serve on the Employee 
Relations Committee of T.A.S.A. and 
the TEA Taskforce on Compensatory 
Education. Bowen had been asked to 
served on these two committees.

The board then discussed where 
they would apply the 870 votes they 
are allowed in the election of five 
board members to the Hale County 
Appraisal District. The board elected 
to put all 870 votes on Billie Harrison 
of Abernathy, who is presently on the 
Appraisal Board. It takes 835 votes to 
elect a person to the Appraisal Board 
and the Abernathy School Board gave 
Harrison all of their votes to insure his 
position on the board.

The school enrollment report re­
vealed that enrollment is down 15 
students from last year at this time. 
1.012 students were enrolled at 
Abernathy schcK)l last year at this 
time, compared to only 997 this year.

Earl Carter reported that tax 
collections are coming along well, as 
$1.■'91.580 of the $2,110,752 assessed 
taxes had been collected as of the last

Fungicide, and 
Rodcnticide Act. Environ­
mental Protection Agency 
will continue to evaluate 
regulatory authority under 
present FIFRA legislation. 
National Cotton Council ear­
lier had expressed strong 
opposition to HR-.J818 and 
asked simple extension of 
current law .

This week's action came 
after EPA Administrator 
William Ruckclshaus told 
subcommittee members he 
personally did not want 
them to mark up and 
proceed with the bill.

USPS BO.VRD ANNOUNCES RATE INCREASE FILING

At its mei'ting November I in Washington, D.C. the 
USPS Board of Governors announced that it has authorized 
the Postal Serviie to file a request for a general rate 
increase with the Postal Rate Commission. While the filing 
requests an increase in the cost of a First-Class stamp from 
20 to 23 cents. Bo^rd Chairman Robert L. Hardesty 
emphasized the fact that the request for a rate increase will 
not mean that Americans immediately have to pay 23 cents 
to mail a First-Class letter.

Hardesty repeated a statement he made this past 
summer that no rate increase will take effect until October 
I. 1984. at the earliest. The Board's action merely 
authorizes postal management to submit a rate proposal to 
the Postal Rate Commission, which has 10 months to make 
a recommended decision. Mailers and other interested 
parties will participate in the Commission’s proceeding and 
make their views Imown. The Governors will then carefully 
review the Commission's recommended decision based on 
the entire record of its priKceding.

Hardesty also noted that the requested increase is well 
below increases in the cost of living since the last rate 
filing, which was three and a half years ago. A summary of 
the proposed rate changes appears below.

Location Of ]\ew SPS Plant

Southwestern Public Ser­
vice Company announced 
last week that its board of 
directors has approved fu­
ture construction of a new 
v-oal-fired electrical genera­
ting plant northeast of 
Lubbock, near Idalou.

Berl M. Springer. SPS 
board chairman and chief 
executive officer, said the

board action authorizes pre­
liminary engineering design 
and planning, along with 
other preparations neces­
sary in advance of establish­
ing a cx)nstruction schedule.

Springer estimated it will 
be at least two years before 
the start of construction.

The plant will be needed 
to serve SPS customers

throughout the South Plains 
during the decade of the 
l̂ WOs. Details on the size 
and cost of the facility have 
not been finalized.

In l ‘)82, SPS obtained 
an option to purchase 2.880 
acres at the site near 
Idalou, in anticipation of 
future power plant con­
struction. The Company 
purchased the land in Sep­
tember 1*̂ 83.

The new facility will be 
SPS' sixth coal-fired genera­
ting unit. The Company 
made a decision in the early 
l'1'’Os to begin decreasing 
the utility’ s dependence on 
natural gas-and increasing 
its use of coal-as boiler 
fuel.

Although more than 50 
percent of the electricity 
generated by SPS for its 
customers is now priKluced

at coal-fired plants, the 
Company still must rely 
substantially on natural gas 
to fuel the older plants.

Springer noted that 
"while there may be short­
term fluctuations in natural 
gas prices, the long-run 
price trend is upward. For 
this reason, coal is a 
chea(H'r alternative to gas, 
and coal supplies are avail­
able for the expected 40- 
year life of the generating 
unit.”

"A lso ." Springer pointed 
out. "coal can be burned- 
and is being burned-with 
little or no environmental 
damage. We are confident 
that we are not harming the 
environment, especially be­
cause we use low-sulfur 
Western coal."

Harrington Station, near 
Amarillo, was SPS’ initial 
coal-fired generating plant. 
It has three units, with a 
total capability of producing 
1,114,000 kilowatts. Tolk 
Station, near Muleshoe, has

one unit completed with a 
second unit scheduled to go 
into service in mid-NhS. 
Tolk’s two units will have 
the capability to produce 
1,111,000 kilowatts.

Springer said the LubbiKk 
area plant ev»ntually will 
have approximately the 
same generating capability 
as the Company’ s other 
coal-fired stations.

publie libraries and all of 
the county tax assessor-col­
lector ofFices.

Under Texas law. the 
Stale Treasurer is respvinsi- 
hle for holding accounts and 
other types o f property 
which have been unclaimed 
or abandoned for seven 
years. Richards said she is 
putting a high priority on 
returning these funds to the 
rightful owner.

"There is no time limit on 
Filing a elaini,”  the Trea­
surer stressed. " I f  we have 
the money, we’ ll give it 
back once we verify owner­
ship, as the law requires."

Reports arc submitted to 
the Treasurer each year by 
banks, savings and loan 
assiK'iations, credit unions, 
corporations, utility compan­
ies, department stores and 
other businesses. Types of 
property included on the 
report include cheeking and 
savings accounts, utility 
deposits, money orders and 
cashiers cheeks, corporate 
dividends, mineral royalties.

credit balances on charge 
accounts, proceeds from 
insurance policies and gift 
eertiFieates -- all of which 
have been unclaimed or 
abandoned for seven years.

‘ ‘ The purpose o f the 
Unclaimed Money Pro­
gram." Richards said, " is  
to reunite people with their 
lost or forgotten money. In 
the past 12 months, ending 
in August, we were success­
ful in returning more than a 
million dollars, double the 
rate of last year and an 
all-time record for one 
year."

Richards said about $9.4 
million in abandoned ac­
counts was collected this 
year. She pointed out that 
money collected that is 
never claimed by the owner 
gix's to beneFit all Texans 
by helping to pay for 
education, law enforcement 
and other state programs.

"T h e  most important 
aspect," she said, " is  that 
the more we collect, the 
more w e ’ ll be able to 
return.”
