
Gins Report More Bales Than Last Year
The managers of ten gins in the 

Abernathy area were eontaeted Mon­
day and most all of them rept>rted an 
inereasc in bales ginned over last 
year.

The ten gins eontaeted had ginned 
,15,785 bales as of Monday. Those gins 
whieh reported the number of bales 
ginned were City Gin, Hygrade Gin, 
White Gold Gin, Abernathy Farmers 
Coop Gins, Farmers Tuco Gin, 
County Line C\H>p Gin, Ross Gin, 
Teakell Gin, New Deal CiK)p Gin and 
New Deal Gin Company.

Most of the gins reported below 
average grades. The grades this year 
averaged anywhere between 43 and 
53, whieh is pvH>r grade eotton.

SHOP AT HOME FIRST.,,th is 
Christmas and give the local busi­
nesses a chance.

EXPERTS ARE SAYING that the 
1984 cotton program could cause 
over-production problems.

Without a payment-in-kind program 
next year, cxvtton experts are con­
cerned that producers will plant too 
much cotton. Just when a dent was 
being made in the huge supply of 
cotton from previous yers, the Depart­
ment of Agriculture comes up with a 
plan which will put farmers back in 
the same situation as 1982...a huge 
supply, little demand and lower prices.

Diversity is not the answer to the 
problem. What else can you grow in 
this harsc climate other than cotton. It 
is the only plant strong enough to take 
the droughts, fl(H>ds, hail, high winds, 
insects and everything else mother 
nature can muster.

The only way to increase cotton 
prices is to increase demand. This can 
be achieved through another PIK plan 
or by a huge increase in foreign trade.

The 1984 cotton program seems like 
a step in the wrong direction. We 
hope the experts are wrong and 
farmers will choose to at least plant 
some alternative crops along with their 
cotton.

THE OPENING DAY OF pheasant 
season was nice until about II a.m., 
then the wind got up to hurricane 
status.

We got our birds early and headed 
for home by 10 a.m. It seems like 
there arc not many birds this year. We 
saw many more last year.There just 
weren’t many grain sorghum, corn and 
millet fields for the pheasants to hide 
in this year. And most of the lake 
bottoms, usually homes tlir pheasants, 
had water in them and reduced 
populations in these areas.

Abernathy farmers ought to look 
into planting grain and leasing their 
fields to hunters eaeh year. We heard 
that some pheasant leases were going 
as high as $75 per person per day. 
Might mean the difference between 
not losing as much money or breaking 
even for some farmers.

IT MIGHT HAVE happened close to 
home, but George Dolan in the Fort 
Worth Star-Telegram tells about a 
fellow who stopped at one of those 
undistinguished roadside cafes in 
West Texas.

The waitress, a sour sort, banged a 
glass of water in front of him and 
asked curtly what he would have.

"Bring me two eggs,”  he said, 
"and some kind words."

After a bit, she delivered the eggs. 
"How about the kind words?" he 
asked.

After a moment's hesitation, she 
decided to comply. t

"Dvin’t cat the eggs," she said.

The quality was down, but the bales 
were up. New Deal Coop Gin reported 
that their bale count was up 50 
percent over last year; New Deal Gin 
Company was up 30 percent over last 
year; County Line Coop Gin was up 
.100 bales; Farmers Tuco Gin was up 2 
percent: Abernathy Farmers Coop

Gins was up 25 percent over last year; 
and Hygrade Gin up 3 percent.

Two gin managers rcpv)rlcd that 
they have ginned about the same 
amount as they did last year. One said 
he didn't know if he was up or down 
compared to last year. Another 
manager said that they were down 10

percent from last year.
Many of the gin managers stated 

that the bale turnout was a lot higher 
than they had prtqected and were 
surprised at the amount they had 
ginned. Many had thought that the 
bale count would be as low or lower 
than the 1982 harvest.

Chamber Discusses Senior Cit. 
Center Money Problems

The Chamber of Commerce met 
Thursday. December I, and one of the 
main topics o f discussion was the 
money problems the Senior Citizens 
Center is facing.

It was reported that another $8 
thousand will be needed to complete 
the center and get it to the point 
where it will be operational. The $16 
thousand received from SPAG earlier 
this year and the $14 thousand raised 
locally has already been spent and 
more is needed.

Rod Ellis stated that the federal 
government has approved the latest 
round of funds for senior citizens and 
that when the funds are provided to 
SPAG. SPAG will forward these funds 
on to Abernathy.

The Chamber voted to wait until the 
January Chamber meeting and see if 
the $8 thousand has come through. If 
the city has not received it by then, 
the Chamber will sponsor another 
drive for contributions.

Other Business

Rev. Lloyd Riddles gave the 
invocation prior to the meeting, in 
which only 15 members attended. 
Minutes of the previous meeting were 
reviewed and approved as well as the 
November financial report.

The Diamond Jubilee Fund Raising 
committee reported that it will have its 
next meeting in January. This commit­
tee and the Chamber have already 
raised approximately $4,000 for the 
75th Anniversary Celebration to be 
held in August of 1984.

The dates on the signs promoting 
Abernathy athletics on the north and 
si>uth sides of town have not been 
corrected and will not be until after 
the 1983-84 basketball season, just in 
ease some additions need to be made 
to the signs.

around town as usual. Arno Struve 
checked the lights out and replaced all 
the burned out bulbs prior to them 
being put up.

Abernathy Locals Say
'̂Growth Through Promotion”

Many Abernathians and area resi­
dents would like to see the town of 
Abernathy grow and think it can be 
achieved by promoting the town.

For the past two weeks, the Review 
has been asking people around town 
whether or not they would like to see 
growth in Abernathy. They were 
interviewed and asked the reason for 
their views, what would help with 
gn>wth and how long they have lived 
here. Some of the responses are as 
follows:

Mayo Loper, a resident of 37 years, 
replied. "O f course. Who wouldn’t ! "  
He thinks the growth of the city would 
be gcH)d for our eivnomy. However, he 
said be just didn'* have any answers

as to how our growth could be helped 
along.

Sixty-five year resident. Herb Har­
din. replied. "W hy sure. We can 
stand more people. There are too 
many empty buildings h e re ."  He 
thinks that we can attract people by- 
promoting our g(MKl sch(H>l system and 
churches, as well as our close 
proximity to Lubbwk.

"O f course, why not," was Sue 
Pumroy’s reply. "Growth is gtxKl for 
any town -  up to a point." She didn’t 
think we would want to grow past 
5,000. Attracting industry is her 
solution to the growth issue. She has 
lived in the area eight years.

Tommy Overstreet would like to see 
Abernathy grow so the schcx>l could be 
reclassified back to 3-A. He also said 
that if we reach 5,000, we could get 
annexation privileges and be eligible 
for other programs which would 
improve this community. He thinks we 
should get a write-up on the front 
page of the New- York Times stating 
that Abernathy has no water pro­
blems. "The bad news articles and 
propaganda in the past exaggerating 
our water problems have contributed 
to no industry- or large cx>mpanies 
Ux'ating in this area." he added. He 
has lived here 29 years.

Mrs. Louis Schaap from Petersburg, 
and former resident of Abernathy, said 
she would like to sec the town grow 
because it is gtxxl for the schools. She 
thought Abernathy was growing and 
feels that the clean-up projects around 
town help. "W h en  we came to 
Abernathy 14 years ago. I thought 
Abernathy was awful Ux)king. Tearing 
down old buildings has really helped,”  
she feels. She would also like to see 
the old cars visible from 1-27 removed.

Sharon Kestcr, who has lived here 
about 5 years, definitely would like to 
sec Abernathy grow-. She said, 
"growth usually means progress. We

arc a totally self-sustaining, self-suffi­
cient tow n and can get whatever gtxxis 
w-e need right here." She feels that wc 
could use this as a selling point to 
attract industry-.

A resident of 23 years, Larry Griffin 
was all for growth. " I t  increases 
consumption of gixids, local activities 
and people get more involved.”  He 
thinks w-c should promote this city, 
especially since the coal-fired plant is 
coming to our area. "By letting them 
know- about Abernatby, some new 
people may just stay here for gcxxl." 
he added.

Obviously, many residents of Aber­
nathy would like to sec growth in their 
town, for various reasons. However, 
the common denominator seems to be 
that growth will only come if the 
people of Abernathy openly make it 
knt>w-n̂ to those outside our town just 
what a great place it is to live.

A Rreat mishmash of ever-changinR systems, for­

mulas and combinations of multi-year planting and 
production histories have been used over the years to 
assign farm program crop acreage and yields on 
American cotton, wheat, feed grains and rice farms.

Now comes an effort to devise and enact into law a 
single “ consensus system" of acreage bases and pro­
duction yields for all crops and all farms, not subject to 
change with the passage of each successive two or 
four-year farm bill as in the past.

.\fter more than a year of study. Congressman 
Charles Stenholm of Stamford has introduced H. R. 
45B5, the “ .Agricultural Efficiency and Equity Act of 
1983.” The bill. Stenholm says, would provide a “skel­
etal structure” around which a wide variety of future 
price support and production adjustment programs 
can be built.

.\n early draft of the proposal was discussed briefly 
in an October Plains Cotton Growers Board meeting 
and continues under study by PCG. An analysis of the 
bill as introduced November 18 will be available for 
the Board’s further consideration at its meeting in 
January.

The “system” would first establish for each farm a 
farm acreage base (FA B ) equal to the rolling average 
of total acreage planted to all four program crops in 
each of the five preceding years.

Within the FAB would be a crop acreage base (CAB) 
for each commodity, the sum of which could not exceed 
the FAB.

For 1986, each producer would be allowed to choose 
his own set of crop acreage bases, so long as the total 
acreage involved did not exceed the FAB. This is a new 
approach, completely different from past procedures 
under which each year’s crop acreage base was deter­
mined in some way from planting history.

For the crop year 1987-1990, each CAB w’ould be the 
average of plantings to that crop during all crop years 
from 1986 forward. After 1990 each CAB. like the 
FAB, would be a rolling five-year average of acreage 
planted to the crop in question.

Another innovative feature: All of the above not­
withstanding. producers would have freedom to 
adjust any crop acreage base for a given year simply 
by giving notice of the desired adjustment at least 60 
days before the required program announcement date 
for the crop. However the CAB could not be increased 
by more than 25 percent of the FAB. And of course the 
increase in one CAB would have to be offset by a 
corresponding decrease in another CAB.

Yields for all crops would be determined in the same 
way. by taking a rolling five-year average of actual 
yields, with the high and low yields from those years 
omitted. The program yields for any year however 
could not rise or fall from the previous year by more 
than 10 percent.

According to an aide, Stenholm has no delusions 
about the bill in its present form being perfect. Rather, 
he says, it is seen as a catalyst which will initiate, 
through hearings, a forum for discussing problems 
with the present system and achieving a consensus on 
a permanent system for determining acreage bases 
and yields in the future.

-Loan rates and target 
prices should be included as 
features of any farm pro­
gram.

The delegates approved a 
resolution, endorsing the 
compromise dairy bill which 
President Reagan signed 
November 2*̂ .

The delegates said that in 
limes of disaster, the feder­
al government should not 
keep at taxpayers' expense 
grain and food which is 
"im m ediate ly needed for 
human or animal consump­
tion."

Delegates recommended 
that any farm program or 
change in farm program be 
announced early enough to 
permit proper planning by 
producers.

.Some of the state policies 
adopted included the follow- 
ing:

--A proposal calling for a 
one cent sales tax increase 
lo tinance public education.

--A resolution favoring 
the brucellosis control law 
approved by the IWJ Texas 
Legislature. The delegates 
called for caUTuxid vaccina­
tion in an effort to control 
the costly livesItK’k disease.
