Beginning with the land and a 
bequest of $85,000 given by the 
Abraham family in memory of 
Eddie Abraham, the Canadian 
community raised another 
$85,000 locally then got a 
matching fund from Hill-Burton 
monies to build their original 35 
bed nursing home. Since that 
time the home has"” had an 
additional 22 bed unit added.

Muchly Needed Moisture 
Falls On Area Wheat Crop

Rain, rain rain, beautiful, wet rain fell across most of Sherman 
County Saturday, Saturday night and some on Sunday to bring the 
first good moisture to the area since last September 8.

Officially, Stratford reported .96 of an inch according to Horace 
Sneed, but many area rain gauges reported up to one and a half 
inches of rainfall.

Luckily, no severe hail was reported in our trade territory. Some 
damaging hail did fall in Dallam county and eastward around 
Stinnett and Borger.

A check around the local area Monday showed that a report of one 
and a half inches was generally what most folks received over the 
weekend.

Marylou McDaniel, our Kerrick correspondent, reported they had 
1.20 inches at her house but the Kerrick Land & Cattle Company 
reported their gauges showed an even 2 inches in the two days of 
showers.

Slats Crismon of Crismon Drugs up in Texhoma told The Star that 
they got .65 of an inch on Saturday then measured about 1.50 inches 
in both days around Texhoma. Some really hard rainfall was 
reported just east of Texhoma but no total was available to our 
reporter.

Katherine Crabtree out at Conlen told The Star they received 1.5 
inches at Conlen proper and apparently the showers got lighter 
going westward as Dalhart reported only .63 of an inch for the two 
days.

Walter Lasley, of Lasley & Sons Feedlot east of Strfatford, 
reported they had 2.25 inches at their gauge at the feedlot out of the 
two days. Ronnie Engelbrecht, east of Stratford, reported his gauge 
showed a total of 1.40 inches then Mrs. Joe Everett down near 
Cactus said they got from one inch to one and a half inches at their 
farm right on the Sherman-Moore County line.

Mrs. Don Gurley, located southwest of Stratford, reported they 
had 1.50 inches of rainfall at their farm.

The muchly needed rainfall will prove a boon to dryland wheat in 
the area although much of the dryland crop is already severely 
damaged due to drought conditions.

Morehead told the group

programs, he felt it could be 
made to work out economically.

The Canadian facility has no 
tax base as it is operated by 
their community on donations 
and bequests. Morehead 
pointed out that if the hospital 
district decided to go ahead with 
their program this would be a 
benefit they do not enjoy.

Morehead discussed the 
several types of nursing homes 
which vary from a Skill Type 
Home in which medicines are 
dispensed and they are able to 
give any type of service needed 
by their occupants; an Inter­
mediate Home which is an 
“in-between” facility and more 
probably be the type which 
Stratford would be most 
interested in; and finally a 
Custodial Type Home in which 
the occupants are treated much 
as hotel guests but no real 
trained help is available.

The Canadian home rates 
vary from $11 per day to $13 per

dav depending upon the type of 
care needed, plus whether the 
occupant has a "private or 
semi-private room.

Morehead also discussed the 
briefly Medicaid and Medicare 
programs available for occu­
pants of the homes but pointed 
out this varies with each family 
concerned.

Following Morehead’s talk, a 
period of questions and answers 
from the floor was held with the

With corn planting time 

rapidly approaching, we are all 
trying to decide which 
chemical might be best for the 
control of weeds, grasses and 
volunteer milo. Unfortunately, 
chemicals are not stable enough 
so that we can predict their 
performance from farm to farm 
and from year to year. This is 
true because of the many 
variables effecting the results 
you will receive from any given 
chemical.

There are five basic chemicals 
being considered for use on our 
corn, Atrazine, Blade X, Lasso 
Sutan and Banvel. Each of these 
have their strong points as well 
as weak features. Before corn 
planting time we will briefly 
discuss each of the chemicals.

It seenis that we have had 
more questions concerning 
Blade X and Sutan so we will 
discuss them first.

Blade X will give you residual 
control of 12-16 weeks, and may 
be applied ahead of, or behind, 
the planter,.but must be applied 
before your corn comes up. Due 
to this short residual period you 
can rotate to any crop you want 
after corn harvest.

Blade X is a rain activated 
herbicide needing only one half 
inch of rain to activate it. Shell, 
the manufacturer of Blade X 
recommends incorporation with­
in a week following application,

if no rain is received your hoe or 
“ chicken-plucker” will take 
care of this job for you.

The application rate for Blade 
X is 2-2_l/2 lbs. per acre here in 
our heavy soils.

Sutan, another chemical for 
use on our corn, gives us 
basically the same control as 
does Blade X. In our area Sutan 
will give you control for 8-10 
weeks, a bit shorter period than 
Blade X. Due to the short 
residual period, you can rotate 
back to wheat when your corn is 
harvested.

Good results have been 
obtained from Sutan by adding 
Atrazine. This mixture is one 
half gallon Sutan along with 
from three fourths to one pound 
of Atrazine. The one pound of 
Atrazine would elimenate the 
possibility of rotating to wheat 
following your corn harvest. You 
might get by with the 3/4 lbs. 
application.

A word of caution in the use of 
Sutan: It must be incorporated 
within 30 minutes following 
application. For best results, 
use a ground spray rig followed 
immediately by your “ chicken 
plunker.”

Farmers home administra­
tion has approved a loan of 
$240,000 to Dr. J.P. Powell 
Memorial Homes, Inc., a 
nonprofit organization in Dallam 
County, Texas, to help finance 
its 18 unit rural rental housing 
project.

Pork Referendum and Producer Board Election

Being certified by the Com­
missioner of Agriculture of the 
State of Texas for this purpose, 
the Texas Pork Producers As­
sociation, 2422 Taho, Sherman, 
Texas 75090, proposes a ref­
erendum election on May 14, 
1974 under provision of Article 
55c, Vernon's Civil Statutes, on 
the proposition of whether or 
not the pork producers in the 
State of Texas shall assess 
themselves a maximum amount 
of 10 cents per head on all 
slaughter animals to be col­
lected at the point of first pro­
cessing or sale and to elect 
members of a 15 member com­
modity producers board to ad­
minister proceeds of such as­
sessment to be used for re­
search, predator control, dis­
ease and insect control, educa­
tion, and promotion designed 
to encourage the production, 
marketing, and use of pork.

The referendum and election 
will be held by mail ballot which 
will be provided to all eligible 
voters not later than 15 days 
prior to the election. Ballots

must be mailed to the polling 
place at Sherman, Texas be­
fore midnight on the date of 
the election.

Any person within this state 
engaged in the business of 
producing, or causing to be 
produced slaughter hogs for 
commercial purposes is eligible 
to vote, including owners of 
farms and their tenants and 
sharecroppers, if such person 
would be required to pay the 
assessment proposed.

Any person qualified to vote 
at the referendum may place 
his name in nomination for 
membership on the proposed 
commodity producers board by 
application to the above or­
ganization signed by himself 
and at least ten other persons 
eligible to vote in the referen­
dum. Such applications must be 
filed at least 30 days prior to 
the election date.

Any person qualified to vote 
who does not receive a ballot 
prior to April 30, 1974 may 
obtain one at his local County 
Agent’s Office.

The fertilizer situation will 
hit a critical point for the farmer 
by the Spring of this year. 
Production of fertilizer will 
continue to drop over the next 
six months, but the demand, 
both domestic and foreign is 
climbing sharply. U.S. farmers 
will pay a record $4-billion for 
fertilizer this year, a 46 percent 
increase over last year and the 
shortage will probably get worse 
before increased supplies begin 
to show up.

Producers say that the supply 
situation looks bad for fertilizer 
users through 1976. Many of the 
major fertilizer manufacturers 
have already put their long-term 
customers on allocations and 
there is evidence of price 
gouging at the retail level. 
Reports are coming in from 
some areas that fertilizer deals 
are completely out of stock and 
no prospect of resupply.

Congressmen from the farm 
states have been doing their 
best to persuade the Federal 
Power Commission to give 
higher priorities to fertilizer 
producers. Natural gas is the 
feedstock for almost all 
nitrogenous fertilizers and the 
fertilizer producers need to be 
assured of enough gas to run 
their plants at full capacity.

Increased capacity is the 
answer to the problem but the 
industry is reluctant to expand if 
there are no feedstocks for new 
plants. Two major new plants 
are being constructed in the 
U.S. but together they will 
increase U.S. production only 2- 
percent. Meanwhile, antiquated 
plants have been kept running 
in order to meet the tremendous 
increasse in’ demand, but they 
are being closed because of 
“ inherent inefficiencies.’’ The 
Fertilizer Institute estim ates 
that the U.S. is already 3-million 
tons short of ammonia each 
year. Even when adequate 
feedstocks become availalbe, it 
will take several years to build 
new plants.

Another solution is to 
discontinue exporting fertilizer, 
but this is definitely not in the 
best interests of this country. 
The U.S. was a net importer of 
fertilizer the last six months on 
1973. We are dependent on 
Canada for potash and on 
Europe for urea, ammonia 
nitrate and anhydrous ammo­
nia. But Canada is wholly 
cfependent on the U.S. for 
phosphate rock for fertilizer use 
and we supply virtually all of the 
fertilizer needs of Latin 
America.

Many of the Central and 
South American countries are 
trying desperately to buy 
fertilizer, the emerging nations
of Asia are also a patent 
market. Ammonia is now selling 
at $210 a ton overseas and it is 
going for about $120 a ton in the 
U.S. Ammonia sold for $40 a ton 
in the U.S. before price controls 
were lifted last October.

There is no short-term 
solution to the problem and the 
only long-term solution is more 
fertilizer plants with guaranteed 
supplies of natural gas so that 
there is no danger of production 
shutting down because of a fuel 
shortage.

Q. I am receiving disablilty 
benefits under the Social 
Security program because of 
blindness. Will it be necessary 
for me to complete a new 
application and to furnish 
evidence of my disability under 
the new program?
A. A person receiving Social 
Security disability benefits 
because of blindness will need 
to apply for payments by 
completing an application for 
Supplemental Security Income. 
However, it will not be 
necessary to furnish medical 
evidence of blindness since the 
earlier disability decision by 
social security will prevail in 
these cases.
Q. Presently, I am receiving 
State Aid to the blind. Will I 
have to apply with Social 
Security to receive monthly 
payments from tl'e Supplemen­
tal Security Income Program? 
A. A person who met the 
October, 1972, definition of 
blindness under a Federal-State 
aid to the blind program, and 
who receives such aid for 
December, 1973, will be 
consiilered blind under this new 
program and will be automat­
ically placed in payment status. 
Q. Will every entitled person 
under the Supplemental 
Security Income Program re­
ceive up to $140 monthly?
A. Lower payment standards 
apply to eligible individuals in 
hospitals, nursing homes and 
other intermediate care facilities 
that are receiving payments 
from the state on behalf of its 
patients. The projected 
payment amount for those 
persons is $25.00 monthly. The 
entitled individual who lives in 
another’s household will receive 
$93.33 per month.
