Concerning the “ gag or­
der” , Publisher Robert W. 
W ri^t, owner of the Bogata 
News, said, “ Any action

which restricts or limits the 
sources available to a news
media abridges the first 
amendment right to free 
speech and freedom of the 
press. This particular case is 
within the drculation scope 
of our paper, and we feel 
obligated to take this action 
on behalf of all newspapers.”

“ The only other paper 
considering intervening, to 
our knowledge,”  Wright 
stated, “ is the Texarkana 
Gazette.”
