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Waxed what?
Has anyone seen any waxed 

paper lately? I don't know 
what sparked the memory, 
perhaps it was re-reading The 
Grapes o f Wrath ” and it's men­
tion of store bought bread in a 
waxed paper wrapper.

But I began thinking about 
waxed paper and how scarce it 
is now.

Exactly what year did bread 
begin to come in plastic sacks?
I remember being still at home. 
My grandmother Jeffus would 
fuss and fuss because her ar­
thritic fingers had trouble with 
the little, flat plastic clips. The 
twist ties made her much, much 
happier. Of course, the plastic 
bags gave her something else 
to save, along with plastic mar­
garine tubs, rubber bands, 
string bows and ribbons from 
gifts and flower arrangements!

Before the bags bread came 
in waxed paper wrappers that 
made it impossible to keep 
bread moist, once that pack­
age wax open the bread was 
going to dry out...hence bread 
boxes, also an endangered spe­
cies these days.

But it wasn't only bread that 
came that way, snack cakes, 
fried pies, boxes of tea bags, 
many th ings appeared  
wrapped in the waxy paper 
that was heat sealed shut.

Cracker Jacks, cough drop 
boxes, candy bars and more 
were sealed for freshness.

Now, mylar type packaging 
seals that freshness in a whole 
lot better. It is more challeng­
ing to get into though, isn't it?

Strangely, crackers still 
come in individual waxed pa­
per packs inside a plain card­
board box. An occasional fried 
pie still is bundled up in waxed 
paper, but other than that there 
are very few evidences of the 
once-prevalent paper.

Waxed paper, in it's famil­
iar blue colored box, can still 
be purchased at a grocery 
store, but plastic wrap and alu­
minum foil long ago took it's 
place for routine covering of 
food items.

It's seldom used now except 
for special cooking projects. 
Growing up, there was always 
a roll in the kitchen. Now there 
never is.

Do I mou m  the loss of waxed 
paper? No, 1 don't I like plas­
tic bread sacks, mylar candy 
bar wrappers and the various 
other things that have im­
proved the shelf life of food 
products. B u t I did spare it a 
few moments thought. I'll bet 
you can think of other packag­
ing that has faded away with 
time....glass milk bottles, per­
haps?

Severe weather information
The National Weather Service is 

providing rural areas with severe 
weather information on the upcom­
ing spring storm season, which will 
bring the possibility o f tornadoes, 
thunderstorm s, hail, lightning and 
flash flooding.

Tornadoes can occur at any time 
o f the year. In Texas, peak tornado 
occurrence is in March through May. 
A secondary tornado maximum can 
occur in the fall. Tornadoes are most 
likely to occur between 3 and 9 p.m. 
but have been known to occur at all 
hours o f the day or night.

An average tornado moves from 
southwest to northeast, but tornadoes 
can move in any direction.

The average forward speed is 30 
mph but may vary from nearly sta­
tionary to 70 mph.

Flash flooding is the #1 weather- 
related killer in the United States. 
N early  h a lf  o f  a ll f la sh  flood  
fatailities are auto related. In your car 
or truck, look out for flooding at high­
way dips, bridges and low areas.

Water weighs 62.4 lbs. per cubic 
foot and typically flows downstream 
at 6 to 12 miles an hour. W hen a ve­
hicle stalls in the water, the water’s 
momentum is transferred to the ve­
hicle. For each foot the water rises, 
500 lbs. of lateral force are applied 
to the vehicle. But the biggest factor 
is buoyancy. For each foot the water 
rises up the side o f the vehicle, the 
vehicle displaces 1,500 lbs. o f wa­
ter. In effect, the vehicle w eighs 
1,500 lbs. less for each foot the wa­

ter rises. Two feet o f water will carry 
aw ay m ost vehicles. Trucks with 
oversize tires are especially d a n ^ r-  
ous, because the large tires will ac­
tually help float the truck off the road.

Occasionally, floating debris can 
accumulate at a natural or man made 
obstruction and restrict the flow of 
water. Water held back by the debris 
dam can cause flooding upstream.

Subsequent flash flooding can occur 
downstream if the obstruction should 
suddenly release.

Lightning often strikes outside of 
heavy rain and may occur as far as 
10 m iles away from any rainfall. 
Rubber soled shoes and rubber tires 
provide NO protection from light­
ning. However, the steel frame of a 
hard topped vehicle provides in ­
creased protection if you are not 
touching metal. Although you may 
be injured if lightning strikes your 
car, you arc much safer inside a ve­
hicle than outside.

Lightning strike victims carry no 
electrical charge and should be at­
tended to immediately. What is re­
ferred to as “heat lightning” is actu­
ally lightning from a thunderstorm 
too far away for thunder to be heard. 
However, the storm may be moving 
in your direction.

Before a storm, develop a plan for 
you and your family for home, work, 
school and when outdoors. Have fre­
quent drills. Know the county/parish 
in which you live, and keep a high­
way map nearby to follow storm  
movement from weather bulletins.
