To me, volunteering is a w ay 
of life. 1 don't want to hear "I
don't have time"..... it often
seems that those who work so 
many hours as volunteers are 
the ones with the least time to 
spare. I don't want to hear 
"Well, I just don't know what 
I can do". Trust me on this, it 
doesn't take long to find some­
thing to do!

And, I especially don't want 
to hear anyone who doesn't 
take part in the something grip­
ing about the way it is done!! If 
you aren't involved, don't com­
plain!

Of course, for me, my first 
and foremost recommendation 
is to volunteer for your local 
volunteer fire department.

$12,(MM)! IF they would simply 
give that amount of money to 
their charity to begin with, 
they'd have more money to 
work with. To me they are 
making a show, wanting to see 
and be seen with the "right" 
people.

No, volunteering means do­
ing something like the service 
clubs and Salvation Army do 
at Christmas, standing outside 
of stores in the bitter cold, col­
lecting money. Or fighting fire 
in the heat of summer, or 
coaching kids on a dusty ball 
field, or sitting on the floor 
with an elderly fall victim lend­
ing aid and comfort.

Who must file a rendition?
You must file a rendition if you own tangible personal prop­
erty that is used to produce income— such as the inventory 
and e<|uipment used by a business.

Are there any advantages to you?
The advantages of filing a rendition are:

w  You give your opiniort of your property's value. If the 
appraisal district believes the value b higher. It must 
notify you In writing of the higher value and explain 
how you can protest that value to the appraisal review 
board.

w  You record your correct ntailing address so your tax 
Mils win go to the right address. If your bill Is irtailed to 
the wrong address, the law still holds you responsible 
for paying your taxes on time or paying extra charges 
for late payments.

w  You can also file a "report of decreased value* to no­
tify the appraisal district of significant depreciation of 
the value of your property in 2000.

Sagreem ent with the Rivercrest ISD to 
^m o w  the baseball field at the school’s 

request. After hearing from Jam es 
Blanton, District Operations M an­
ager o f TXU Electric & Gas, council 
voted to approve a “Favor Nations” 
letter, which confirm s agreem ent 

i^'.with TX U ’s proposed rate changes, 
and pass an ordinance providing the 
proposed rates which will not be 
implemented until after July 5,2001. 
Customers in the city will not be sur­
charged for any rate case expenses 
should an appeal to the R ailroad 
C om m ission o f  Texas be filed by 
another city.

Minutes, bills and final water bill 
accounts were approved. Council 
heard form Police Chief Clegg who 
reported 1,426 actions in year 2000.

W ater Superin tendent W endell 
Davis reported eighty-five work or­
ders which included six leaks, two 
cutoffs repaired, six sewer stops, bids 
were opened for construction on new 
grant and he has ordered a new chlo- 
rinator, cost $1295.(X).

Fire Marshal Randy Lemme re­
ported eight medical calls in Febru­
ary and an assist on a structure fire. 
A fundraiser will be held on May 5 
to replace som e operating money 
w hich was used in the recent ice 
storm emergency.

Council voted to adopt an ordi­
nance to establish a hot check policy 
and to raise the returned check fee 
from  $20.00 to $25.00. The drug 
policy was tabled until more infor­
mation is received.

They voted to cancel the M unici­
pal Judge’s pager service, since the 
Municipal Judge said he really didn’t 
need it. They voted to hire a new 
employee for water/street work con­
tingent upon passing a drug test.

Dear Editor: '
Two weeks ago on 'Diesday, Feb­

ruary 20, our hearts were broken.
I arrived home from work at about 
5:00 in the afternoon to discover 
that my dog, B.D., was not at home. 
This was not totally unusual, but 
it was rather late for her to still be 
out exploring as she did everyday 
with her friend, the black dog, who 
had adopted her and us as his fam­
ily, too. I called for her several 
times, but she didn’t come home. 
When my husband got home at 
6:30 (after dark), he drove around 
the area looking for her, but to no 
avail. He called his brother to see 
if he had seen B.D., he hadn’t seen 
her at all that afternoon. By this 
time, we are realizing that some­
thing bad has had to have hap­
pened to her. All along we knew 
 ̂we should have chained or penned 
her up, but she was such a free 
spirit. We had asked people if B.D. 
bothered them or their animals 
and the answer was always no. At 
about 10:00, the phone rang and it 
was my husband’s brother calling 
to say B.D. was at his house, but 
she appeared to be seriously hurt. 
We jumped in our car and drove 
the quarter of a mile as quickly as 
we could. When we arrived, B.D. 
was sitting in the front yard soak­
ing wet and unable to move her 
back legs. We picked her up and 

r  placed her in the back seat, where 
t; I held her head and dried her off.

She was shivering form the cold 
•C and from fear. My husband imme- 
i“ diately called Dr. Stewardson and 

he said he could meet us at his of- 
flee in Clarksville. By the time we 

^  arrived at the vet’s office, B.D. had 
►^calmed down some. The vet 
^checked her over and said she had 
^ probably been hit by a car, but 

didn’t know whether she would be 
k able to walk again. He gave her a 
T shot and started an IV to help with 
4 the swelling. We left her at mid-i night at the vets. The next day we 

were to call to see how B.D. was 
doing. My husband called at noon,

J| hoping that B.D. was able to walk, 
t  but the vet told him he really had 
^  some bad news. The Xjray showed

B.D. had not been hit by a car, but 
had been shot with a .22, which 
had severed her spinal cord two 
inches above her tail. She would 
never walk again.

I was anxious to hear from B.D., 
but I wouldn’t call, my husband 
was to call me as soon as he knew 
something. He called and as he told 
me the news, my heart broke for I 
knew what we would have to do. I 
could not stand the thought of not 
seeing her again, and I could not 
let her die without her family be­
ing there . We drove to Dr. 
Stewardson’s at 5:00 on Wednes­

day, February 21 to be with B.D. 
for one last time. The doctor and 
his assistants had to place her on 
the exam table, a table that Just the 
day before she could have easily 
jumped on ail by herself. We talked 
to her, stroked her, and cried for 
her in the last few minutes of her 
life. Her eyes seemed to be saying 
why? Why can’t I walk? Why are 
you crying? She had been an ever 
present joy in our lives for the past 
2 1/2 years ever since she jumped 
in my car at my friend’s and would 
not get out. She apparently had 
been dumped on the side of the 
road and adopted us as her family. 
We buried her Thursday, Febru­
ary 22. It is not the same at my 
house or in Rosalie since B.D. is 
gone.

B.D. d idn’t understand what 
had happened to her and we don’t 
ttodqnrtan^ why. The person who 
l io t  B.D. M t her to suffer and die. 
It tookiKg five hours to drag her­

self to the closest home of someone 
she knew would help her. She was 
not just a dog, she was full of life, 
very intelligent and special.

Please help us to find out who 
shot B.D. before a senseless act like 
this happens again. She was a black 
and white, 30 lb. and wore an or­
ange collar. If you have any infor­
mation, please call 632-5847. he 
was black and white, 30 lbs. and 
wore an orange collar.
