Cookie Recipes c
Buttery Apricot Cookies

1/2 cup unsalted butter-softened 
1/2 cup sifted confectioner's sugar 
1/2 teaspoon vanilla 
legg
1- 1/4 cup sifted all-purpose flour 
1/4 cup chopped dried apricots 
pinch of salt

Place butter, sugar and vanilla in 
large bowl. Mix thoroughly and add 
beaten egg. Sift flour and salt over 
creamed mixture and blend gradually, 
working dough by hand. Add apricots 
and mix well. Shape dough into roll 
and wrap in waxed paper to chill over­
night. Cut into 1/8-inch slices and bake 
at 400 degrees until brown around 
edges.

Mixed Nut Cookies
1 cup unsalted butter
2 cups brown sugar 
2 eggs-beaten
3-1/2 cups all purpose flour 
I teaspoon baldng soda
1 cup chopped mixed nuts 
pinch of sdt

In large bowl, cream butter and 
sugar. Add eggs and mix well. In sepa­
rate bowl, mix together flour, baking 
soda and salt. Mix in nuts. Divide 
dough in half and shape into two logs. 
Wrap in waxed paper and chill at least 
12 hours. Preheat oven at 350 degrees 
and spray cookie sheet. Cut dough into 
1/4-inch thick slices and arrange on 
cookie sheet. Bake 8-10 minutes. 

Coconut Macaroons
2 cups confectioner's sugar
2- 1/2 cups flnely shredded coconut 
4 egg whites
1/2 cup whipping cream 
1 teaspoon vanilla extract 
pinch of salt

Preheat oven to 325 degrees. In bowl 
combine sugar and coconut. In sepa­
rate bowl, beat egg whites until stiff and 
add to coconut mixture. Whip cream 
until stiff peaks form. Gently fold into 
coconut mixture along with vanilla and 
salt. Drop by spoonsful onto non-stick 
cookie sheet. Bake 15 minutes or until 
golden brown.

Golden Raisin & Pecan Cookies
1 cup unsaltcdbutter-soflened 
1-3/4 cups brown sugar
3 large eggs
2 cups golden raisins
3 cups all purpose flour
1 cup chopped pecans
2 teaspoons baking soda 
2 teaspoons cinnamon 
pinch salt

Preheat oven to 350 degrees and 
spray cookie sheet. Cream butter in 
large bowl and add brown sugar and

beating between additions. Dust rai­
sins with 1/4 cup flour and add to egg 
mixture along with pecans; mix well. 
Sift in remaining flour, baking soda, 
cinnamon and salt together. Stir into 
egg mixture; batter will be stiff. Drop 
by spoonsful onto cookie sheet and 
bake 15 minutes or until golden brown.

Banana and Walnut Cookies 
1/2 cup vegetable shortening
1 cup granulated sugar
2 eggs-beaten
3 bananas-mashed 
1-1/3 cup oatmeal flakes 
3/4 cups chopped walnuts
1- 1/2 cup all-purpose flour 
3/4 teaspoon baiting soda 
1/4 teaspoon nutmeg
3/4 teaspoon salt

Preheat oven to 375 degrees. Spray 
cookie sheets with iKMi-stick spray. In 
large bowl cream shortening and stir 
in sugar. One after the other, add eggs, 
bananas, oats, walnuts; mix well after 
each addition. Sift together remaining 
dry ingredients and blend into batter. 
Drop by spoonsful onto cookie sheet.

Fruity Oatmeal Cookies 
1 cup unsalted butter-softened
1 cup brown sugar
1/2 cup granulated sugar
2 large eggs
2 tablespoons light cream
1 teaspoon vanilla
2- 1/2 cup all purpose flour 
1/2 teaspoon baking soda
1/3 cup chopped dried apricots 
1/3 cup dried chop i^  papaya 
1/3 cup chopped dried pineapple
3 tablespoons all purpose flour
2 cups oatmeal flakes 
pinch salt
pinch cinnamon 
pinch ground nutmeg

Preheat oven to 375 degrees and 
spray cookie sheets with non-stick 
spray. In large bowl, cream butter with 
both sugars beat in eggs, cream and
vanilla. Sift 2-1/2 cups flour together 
with baking soda, salt, cinnamon and 
nutmeg. Stir into egg mixture. Dredge 
dried fruit in remaining flour and fold 
into batter along with oats. Drop by 
teaspoonsfril onto cookie sheet and flat­
ten wwith spoon. Bake 10-12 minutes.

Prof’s “terror grid” could 
pinpoint terrorist target

COLLEGE STA'nON -> What if we 
had a tool to tell us where terrorists might 
strike next? (Cultural geographer Kathryn 
Mitchell Lucchese has proposed just such 
a tool —  a “terror grid” that analyzes 
characteristics o f previous targets to pre­
dict probable sites of new terrorist acts.

Uicchese, who just received her doc­
torate from Texas A&M University's 
(College of Geosciences, proposed the ter­
ror grid as part o f  her dissertation re­
search on car bombings in urban Italy 
during the last decade. Lucchese’s work 
is the only thorough English-language ac­
count of the entire bomb series.

“The more laden a place is with mean­
ing. the more ideal it is as a target to the 
terrorist,” Lucchese said. “But practical 
matters o f location must also be consid­
ered or the terrorist may be placed in the 
embarrassing position of being caught or 
killed. The ideal locale for terrorist acts 

'gives maximum impact for minimum ef­
fort.

‘T h e  terror grid arudyzes targets with 
a three-dimensional matrix based on site, 
situation and time," she explained, ‘̂ ach  
location is rated along a contimium for 
each variable. A site ranges from having 
the status of cultural monument to being 
a cotiunon place; situation mearu tiuU a 
location may be barely accessible to eas­
ily accessible; and time refers to whether 
a place is crowded or deserted.

“Ibrroristt who target barely acces­
sible places may have suiddal motives, 
while those who pick easily accessible 
locations, ftom which their own escape 
is virtually certain, may be more cow­
ardly,” she continued. “Public reaction, 
which terrorists may be seeking to pro­
voke, will vary based on the grid, too. 
For example, a terrorist attack targeting a 
crowded coimnon place may elid t moral 
outrage, while one which hits a deserted 
cultural monument may evoke a profound 
public sense of cultural lo u .”
