Breads-Quick & Easy o
No-Knead Yeast Rolls 

2 large or 3 small eggs
2 teaspoons salt 
3/4 cup sugar
1/3 cup shortening 
1/3 cup butter
3 cups warm water
2 packages dry yeast 
8-10 cups flour

Mix together eggs, salt, sugar, 
shortening and butter. Dissolve 
yeast in water and add to above mix­
ture. Add two cups flour at a time 
and stir well; don't get dough too 
stiff. Addjust enough for easy han­
dling. Place in greased bowl and 
let rise. Punch down and shape into 
rolls, loaves, cinnamon rolls or din­
ner rolls. Bake at 375 degrees until 
nice and golden brown.

JiJffy Rolls
1- 1/4 cup warm water 
1/2 teaspoon salt
1 package dry yeast 
1 box Jiffy White Cake Mix
2- 1/2 to 3 cups flour

Place warm water in bowl and 
add salt. Mix yeast in cake mix 
before emptying box. Then add to 
water mixture. Add flour and mix 
well. Cover and let stand 1 hour. 
Shape into rolls and let stand 2-3 
hours. Bake at 425 degrees until 
done.

Butterhom Rolls
1 package dry yeast
1-1/4 cups warm water-divided
2 eggs-beaten
1/2 cup sugar *
1/2 cup Crisco 
I teaspoon salt
4 cups flour

Dissolve a package of yeast in 
1/4 cup warm water. In large bowl, 
combine eggs, sugar, Crisco and 
salt. Alternately add I cup warm 
water, the yeast mixture and flour. 
Mix thoroughly. Place a warm, wet 
towel over the bowl; put in warm 
place and let rise 1 hour. Punch 
down and cover with towel; place 
in refirgerator overnight. About 
three hours before cooking, take out 
and divide dough in half and roll on 
lightly-floured board in round pie 
shape. Cut into pie-wedge shapes 
and roll from large side to the point 
and place on greased sheet. Repeat 
with the other half of dough. Place 
in warm place to rise and cook at 
375 degrees for 15 to 20 minutes. 
Easier to cut with pizza cutter.

No-Rise Rolls 
4 cups self-rising flour 
1/4 cup sugar or to taste
1 package yeast
2 cups lukewarm water
1 egg-slightly beaten
3/4 cup shortening-melted

Cmbine flour and sugar. Dis­
solve yeast in water. Add egg, short­
ening and flour mixture; stir well. 
Spoon into greased muffin tin about 
half full. Bake at 425 degrees for 
12-15 minutes. Unused portion 
may be stored in refrigerator up to
2 weeks.

Coffee Can Bread 
1 package dry yeast 
4 tablespoons sugar 
1/2 cup warm water
1 tall can Pet milk 
1-1/2 teaspoon salt
2 tablespoons cooking oil 
4 to 4-1/2 cups flour

Mix yeast, I tablespoon sugar 
and warm water in small bowl. 
Cover with towel; let stand 15 min­
utes. Mix together milk, salt, 3 
tablespoons sugar and oil. Add 
yeast mixture and flour; si veil. 
Divide int'' '■> o equal pa in 2 
greased cot 1^ ^ans. Spray cans and 
lids with Pam. Put lids on cans and 
allow to rise until lids pop off; about
3 hours.. Remove lids and place 
upright in 350 degree oven for 
about 35 or until golden brown.

Golden Egg Bread 
2 packages dry yeast
2 cups warm water
3 eggs-slightly beaten 
save 1 tablespoon for glaze 
1/4 cup sugar.
I tablespoon salt 
1/4 cup salad oil 
7 cups flour
poppy seeds or toasted sesame 
seeds-optional

Dissolve yeast in warm water. 
Blend in eggs, sugar, salt, oil and 
about half flour. Beat until smooth. 
Add remaining flour to form a soft 
dough. Knead until smooth. Place 
in greased bowl and turn dough 
over. Let rise I to 1-1/2 hours until 
doubled. Punch down. Divide into 
thirds. For each braid divide braid 
into thirds. Roll each part into a 14- 
inch strand. Beginning in center, 
braid dough to each end. Place on 
sheet and let rise until amost 
doubled. Brush tops with reserved 
beaten egg and sprinkle with poppy 
or sesame seeds. Bake at 375 de­
grees for 35 minutes. Cool on rack.
