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10-digit dialing begins

Residents in the 903 area code
will be required to dial 10-digits
(area code plus seven-digit num-
ber) to make local phone calls in
the near future.

The new 430 area code will
have the same geographic bound-
aries as the current 903 area code.
This overlay area code eliminates
the need to split the existing area
code into a smaller area to create
new phone, fax and internet con-
nection numbers and allows resi-
dents and businesses to keep their
current numbers. The new area
code is needed to meet the grow-
ing need for phone numbers in the
area.

The Texas Public Utility com-
mission last year assigned the new
430 area code as an overlay to the
existing 903 area code.

Phone numbers for current 903
area code customers will not
change. The new 430 area code
will be assigned, starting in Aril
2003, to customers who order a

new phone service or an addi-
tional line for phone, fax or
internet connection purposes.

Dialing long distance calls
within the 903 area code region
will not change. Callers will con-
tinue to dial “1” plus the area
code, plus the seven digit number.
Creation of the new area code will
not affect rates or local calling ar-
eas. Calls that are local and long
distance today will continue to be
local and long distance after 10-
digit dialing goes into effect Feb-
ruary 15, 2003. There will be no
change in calls to 411 or 911
emergency services.

Counties in the overlay include
Anderson, Bowie, Camp, Cass,
Cherokee, Delta, Fannin,
Franklin, Freestone, Grayson,
Gregg, Harrison, Henderson,
Hopkins, Hunt, Lamar, Leon,
Marion, Morris, Navarro, Panola,
Raines, Red River, Rusk, Smith,
Titus, Upshur, Van Zandt and
Wood.

West Nile Virus update

The West Nile Virus has now
been detected in Orange,
Jefferson, Fort Bend, Harris and
Montgomery counties in Texas.
Any dead birds, particularly blue
jays, crows and hawks or sus-
pected equine cases of West Nile
virus infection need to be reported
to the proper agencies.

The only domestic animals ad-
versely affected by West Nile vi-
rus are equine. If you suspect your
horse, donkey or mule has West
Nile virus infection, contact your
veterinarian for a diagnosis.
Equine owners may want to vac-
cinate their horses against the dis-
ease.

West Nile virus is commonly
found in Africa, eastern Europe,
West Asia and the Middle East. It
was first reported in Texas in mid-
June, having been found in two
dead blue jays in Harris County.
Most people who are infected with
the virus show no symptoms.
Those who do typically develop

| mild symptoms of disease, includ-

ing fever, headache, body aches
and skin rashes. Less than 15 of
those infected will develop more
severe symptoms that included
meningitis or encephalitis, an in-
fection of the brain. West Nile vi-
rus has killed 18 people along the
East Coast since it was first de-
tected in New York in 1999. Last
summer was the most severe so
far, with 66 human infections and
9 deaths.

The first human case of West
Nile virus this year was reported
in early July in which three men
in Louisiana were hospitalized.
All lived in towns east of Baton
Rouge.

Mosquitoes spread the virus
from infected birds to humans.
Humans cannot pass the virus to
each other. As a preventive, mos-
quito breeding sites should be
eliminated. Anything that is col-
lecting and holding water for
longer than three days needs to be
either filled in, thrown away or
turned upside down.
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FM 410 SHUT DOWN-From the intersection of FM410 and 1149, the road had to be closed

for_' approximately four hours Wednesday morning due to a chicken truck overturning and
spilling a load of chickens enroute to a processing plant in Mt. Pleasant. The truck over-
turned at around 5 a.m. Wednesday morning and workers labored to remove the debris until
mid-morning before the road could be opened to thru-traffic.

9-1-1 address notification

The first notifications of 9-1-1
addresses are underway in Red
River County, being assigned to
enable emergency vehicles to lo-
cate a 9-1-1- caller if that person
is unable to speak or give direc-
tions.

At present, the address will not
be used for mailing purposes, but
only as a means to locate a resi-
dent in an emergency. The U.S.
Post Office will also adopt these
numbers in the near future as mail-
ing addresses. The post office
will notify residents when they are
ready to use the addresses for mail
purposes.

In the letter being mailed to
residents, a form is included to
note their telephone number and

send back in a postage paid enve-
lope. This envelope will allow the
Ark-Tex Council of Governments
to update the 9-1-1- database with
the correct information. Residents
are also advised-that Red River
County requires them to post their
addresses either on the house or
on another suitable object that can
be seen from the road. This will
allow emergency vehicles to iden-
tify the correct house.

If residents do not receive a let-
ter at the time their area is noti-
fied, or have any questions, con-
tact Ark-Tex Council of Govern-
ments, toll free at 888-373-9028.
