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Council accepts Bogata School 
building, listens to speaker

N o body, no drug lab 
located at Shadowland after tip

The Bogata City Council had a 
fullagendaonMonday, Aug. 12th.

Local businessm an Jam es 
Wood addressed the council in 
relation to the new budget. Mr. 
Wood outlined his concerns as a 
Christmas list, and council mem­
bers "should be prepared to tighten 
their budget belt at present time 
due to the state o f the local 
economy".

Wood asked the council to cat­
egorize projects as a list of wants, 
needs, wish fors and what the city 
can afford. Citizens on a fixed 
income, residents who have faced 
cutbacks or job layoffs "arc not 
able to afford an increase in taxes 
or utilities at this time" he stressed. 
Wood challenged the council to 
appoint a committee made up of 
personnel not associated with any 
city department to suggest to the 
council the projects that the people 
feel need to be pursued.

He also pled with the council to 
not pursue a grant to build a city 
complex to house a civic center, 
city offices, fire department and 
police department.

The council agreed to allow 
Mayor Randy Kennedy appoint a 
committee to help council decide 
what projects council will pursue.

All council members were in 
attendance and approximately

forty guests.
Roger Dean of Dean and Son 

Properties of Texarkana discussed 
road repair inside the city limits. 
The road repair purposed was 
tabled until the council can con­
sider the course of action to take 
that would be the most beneficial 
to the city.

Police Chief Charles Clegg re­
ported that deputy John Davidson 
has resigned and Jason Henry of 
Commerce has been hired to fill 
the position vacated on the police 
force.

Officer Henry has four years of 
experience in code enforcement 
and will be used in code enforce­
ment for the city.

Chief Charles Clegg also in­
formed the council that he does 
not wish to be involved in any 
grant applications in the future, 
and addressed the issue of his not 
living in the city. Clegg stated that 
he pays as much out of his own 
pocket for uniforms, and equip­
ment to be used by the city than he 
would pay in city taxes if he lived 
in the city limits.

Another hot issue on the agenda 
was whether to accept or reject an 
offer made by David Rozell to 
give the city the Bogata School 
building and property for $1.00.

Counci I man Charles Don lewis

spoke out against the acceptance 
of the building since the cafeteria 
part of the complex has already 
been sold to a local business.

In the end, the motion was 
made by Councilman Roland 
Screws to accept the building for 
0 amount of money and the coun­
cil will pay all closing costs. Brian 
Strickland seconded the motion. 
The vote resulted in a tie vote 
with Jerry House abstaining. 
Mayor Randy Kennedy cast the 
vote to break the tie in favor to 
accept the building.

No action was taken on apply­
ing for a grant to build a city 
complex.

No action was taken on raising 
the franchise tax from 2% to 4% 
of gross revenues between the 
city and TXU.

The council agreed to give city 
employee Kay Kneading a SO  ̂
per hour raise.

The council gave the nod to 
hire David Rozell to cut down a 
dead tree at the east end of the 
park and grind the stump for $800.

A budget workshop was sched­
uled for Monday, August 19th at 
6:30 P.M.. at which time a com­
m ittee selected  by M ayor 
Kennedy should be at the meet­
ing.

According to reports from the 
Red River County Sheriffs De­
partment, a 48 hour vigil last week 
ended at a dead end investigation 
at the present time.

Apparently, a "bad source" of 
information was passed on to the 
Sheriffs Office last week. The 
information claimed that a body 
was seen in an old silo located at 
Shadowland, between FM 4 lOand 
Deport. Also, rumors of a drug lab 
located at that same site were

passed along, but after an exten­
sive search no evidence was found 
to substantiate either of the sto­
ries.

A DPS dive team assisted the 
Red River County Sheriffs De­
partment and the E)rug Task Force 
in a search of the old silo, which as 
some water in it.

Bew are o f  m o sq u ito  borne illness

Last Friday a Red River County 
man was arrested after he failed 
to yield to a routine traffic stop.

It’s shaping up to be a virus 
kind of year, and Texans are be­
ing warned to take precautions to 
avoid mosquito-bome diseases, 
according to an entomologist with 
the Agriculture Program at Texas 
A&M University.

"The general public needs to be 
more aware of the local mosquito 
situation and take precautions 
against these insects," said Dr. Jim 
Olson. Precautions include clean­
ing up premises by removing all 
sources of standing water, mos­
quito-proofing dwellings, and, as 
much as possible, altering outdoor 
activities to times and places mos­
quitoes aren’t active.

"Wear loose, light-colored, 
long-sleeved clothing and apply a 
mosquito repellent of choice," he 
said. "Mosquitoes tend to go for 
dark-colored, moving objects. If 
the clothing fits tightly, they can 
drill right through the fabric into 
the skin."

The recent rains across much of 
the state is a gocxl-news, bad-news 
type of situation. With a capabil­
ity of traveling up to 30-50 miles

from where they breed as larvae, 
these mosquitos may cause nui­
sance problems well away from 
where they were in their develop­
mental stages. They are going to 
be a serious source of annoyance 
for the next 10 days to two weeks.

The first case of West Nile vi­
rus in a human in Texas was con­
firmed recently in a 50-year old 
Orange resident, who is in stable 
condition at the Houston VA 
Medical Center. Evidence of the 
disease has been found in birds or 
mosquitos in Harris, Jefferson, 
Fort Bend, Orange, Montgomery 
and Dallas counties, and several 
confirmed and unconfirmed cases 
of the virus have been found in 
horses in Southeast Texas.

Some horses have died while 
others are recovering. "The situa­
tion in East Texas is further con­
fused by also having Eastern 
Equine Encephalitis activity," 
which has been confirmed in one 
horse each in Nome, Jasper and 
Tyler.

According to the Texas Depart­
ment of Health, mild infections of 
mosquito-borne encephalitis in 
humans may occur with only a 
headache. More severe infections

may include headaches, high fe­
ver, neck stiffness, disorientation, 
coma and tremors.

With West Nile infections, flu­
like sym ptom s include fever, 
headaches, sore th roat, body 
aches, fatigue (often with a skin 
rash), and swollen lymph glands. 
It can be fatal, particularly in the 
elderly or very young or those 
with weakened immune systems.

Human symptoms of Eastern 
Equine Encephalitis range from 
mild flu-like illness to frank en­
cephalitis (true inflammation of 
the brain), coma and death, ac­
cording to the Centers for Disease 
Control and Prevention.

In the United States, there have 
been 153 confirmed human cases 
of Eastern Equine Encephalitis in 
humans since 1964; up to 3,000 
cases of St. Louis Encephalitis in 
humans since 1975; 639 human 
cases of Western Equine Encepha­
litis since 1964; and 152 human 
cases o f West Nile virus con­
firmed since it first appeared in the 
U.S. in 1999, according to CDC 
information.

Migrating birds are the primary 
source of the West Nile virus and

Eastern Equine E ncephalitis, 
which are transmitted by mosqui­
tos to other birds, animals or hu­
mans. Eastern does not seem to 
kill birds (West Nile infections 
kills blue jays, crows and hawks), 
though birds are the reservoir for 
that virus.

There is evidence of St. Louis 
Encephalitis cycling in mosqui­
toes in the Corpus Christi area and 
Western Encephalitis cycling in 
mosquitoes in El Paso. Western 
Equine Encephalitis is vectored by 
Culex tarsalis. Since West Nile 
virus often shows up in the bird 
population first, the public is 
asked to contact the nearest office 
of TDH when dead blue jays, 
crows or hawks arc found. Check 
for the nearest office at their 
w e b s i t e ,  h t t p : / /  
www.tdh.state.tx.us/

As a final precaution, please 
report any dead crows, blue jays 
or hawks to City officials so noti­
fication to the Departm ent of 
Health can be made. The best way 
to help is to control breeding sites 
for mosquitoes in your area.
