The gin in Deport is running
now. It fits into the scheme of
life on Main Street seamlessly,
part of a continuing thread that
runs from my childhood until
present times.

In a few days the silence left
when its low rumble stops will
be more noticeable than the
sound.

That set me to thinking about
the sounds of life in a small
town and old ones that ceased
and new ones that begin.

The sounds of farm equip-
ment, cars and trucks have
changed in tone, but still create
the baseline noise onsmall town
streets.

The fire siren, whose shirll
cry used to set every dog in
town howling, has been si-
lenced, replaced by pagers that
emit a noise guaranteed to set
any volunteer into action, but
leaves regular citizens undis-
turbed.

One of the noises my hus-
band recalls was the thunk,
thunk, thunk of the pneumatic
blacksmith hammar down at
the blacksmith shop.

while the shop is still there,
it's tools have long ago gone
dormant with rust and disuse.
Once that thumping noise sig-
naled work on farm equipment
and punctuated the summer
days.

The roar of "swamp cool-
ers" and big fans has fallen
silent, replaced in local busi-
nesses by the joys of central air
conditoning. That, I am happy
to say, is probably one of the
biggest improvements in East
Texas in the summer time.

Tractors and shredders still
add their sounds to summer
days as the creek back and other

properties are mowed.

The quiet rilll, rilll of reel-
type push mowers have been
replaced by the sounds of gaso-
line push mowers, or riding
mowers, another one of those
great improvements in life.

The rattle of the "trash
truck” that used to be a trailer
pulled by a pickup has been
superseded by a high tech poly-
cart -lifting behemoth.

Our newsrack has gone
from the rattle of coins hitting
the "honor rack” money tube
tothe "kerchunk" as the vend-
ing machine door slaps shut".

But the steps at City Drug
Store still make a distinctive
"bump"” when someone steps
up on them, and the people at
the bank still call out a pleas-
ant welcome to customers.

And, above all those noises
that make up a day in a small
town is the most pleasant
sound of all....that of friends
and neighbors greeting one
another, visiting andtaking life
the way it should be taken,
with grace at the joys our life
holds.

Explanatory Brief for HJR 2

HJR 2 would amend the constitution to allow the commissioners court of a county to
declare the office of constable dormant if that office has been vacant for at least seven
consecutive years. The records of a constable office that is declared dormant will be
transferred to the county clerk. If the office is declared dormant, the previous office-
holder does not continue to hold the office. moﬁcemynmlxﬁlbdbyeh:nmor
appointment unless the commissioners court votes to reinstate the office or a majority
of votes cast in an election held on the issue favor reinstatement. The reinstatement
election may be held if the commissioners court on its own motion orders such an elec-
tion, or the reinstatement election must be held if the commissioners court receives a
petition signed by 10% of the registered voters of the constable precinct.

I'he proposition will appear on the ballot as follows:

The constitutional amendment authorizing the commissioners court of a county to
declare the office of constable in a precinct to be dormant if the office has not been
filled by election or appointment for a lengthy period and providing a procedure for the
reinstatement of the office.”
