[llegal dumping is

becoming a big problem

Red River County has numer-
ous illegal dumps, primarily along
county roads. Illegal dumping is
defined as disposal of waste in an
unpermitted area. These wastes
are often dumped illegally to
avoid the cost of proper disposal
or the time and effort required for
proper disposal.

Citizens should be aware that
as of September 1, 2001, viola-
tions are subject to the following
penalties:

Class C Misdemeanor, five
pounds or less or a volume of 5
gallons or less. Maximum penalty,

.. $500.

Class B Misdemeanor, more
than five pounds but less than 500

' pounds or a volume of more than

5 gallons but less than 100 cubic
feet. Maximum penalty, six
months in jail and /or $2,00 fine.

Class A Misdemeanor, 500
pounds or more but less than
1,000 pounds or has a volume of
100 cubic feet or more but less
than 200 cubic feet or is disposed
for a commercial purpose and

weighs more than 5 pounds but
less than 200 pounds or has a vol-
ume more than 5 gallons but less
than 200 cubic feet. Maximum
penalty, one year in jail and/or
$4,000 fine.

State Jail Felony: 1,000 pounds
or more , has a volume of 200 cu-
bic feet or more, or is disposed of
for a commercial purpose and
weighs 200 pounds or more, has
a volume of 200 cubic feet or
more, or is contained in a closed
barrel or drum. Maximum penalty,
two years in jail and/or $10,000
fine.

Upgrading charges and felo-
nies: If a person has been previ-
ously convicted of violating this
act, that person’s punishment will
be upgraded to the next highest
category for any subsequent vio-
lation.

If a citizen observes materials
being illegally dumped, promptly
call the Sheriff’s Office at 427-
3838 with as much detail as pos-
sible, such as name, car make,
model, color, tag number, etc.

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PJC enrollment shows increase

Paris Junior College has the
largest enrollment in history this
fall, and the largest single year in-
crease it has witnessed since post-
World War 11 days.

Enrollment at PJC has topped
out at 3,653 students after the 12th
class day Wednesday, an 11.44
percent increase over last year and
nearly 25 percent up from the fall
of 2000. PJC has 375 more stu-
dents this fall that last, and the en-
rollment is 717 students more than
were at the college in the fall of
2000.

"I suspected our enrollment
would be up a little this fall, but

this is unbelievable," said Paris
Junior College President Bobby
Walters. "We were not expecting
this, but it is gratifying that so
many people are coming to col-
lege to continue their education.”

Walters pointed out that con-
tact hours, the measure of the
number of courses students take,
is up in both general academic and
the applied science areas and to-
tals 860,456 hours. That is an al-
most 100,000-hour increase over
last year.

Enrollment at both of PJC's
Technical Center campuses set
new records this fall.

1 would like to take this oppor-
tunity to tell you how our handi-
capped children are treated in the
school system, in my opinion.

When we had 9 ARD meetings
the teacher disagreed with what
has been said. He does not even
want the child in his class. They
are bused at least 45 miles one
way to another school. They get
on the bus around 6:20 a.m. and
return home by 4:45 p.m. While
they are on the bus they are not
allowed to have anything to drink’
at anytime. That's a long way and
time for the kids not to have a
drink.

Then when they are at school, if
a teacher abuses them they get
away with it. Because the school
rules in their favor because our
children can't verbally tell them
word for word what has happened.

The teacher and aide can get
away with calling our kids very
ugly names.

Then when you confront the
school personal about what is go-
ing on, they tell you that your
child has a behavior problem.

You ask, what king of behavior
problem they are having, and they
tell you that the child does not get
along with the teacher. At times
the teacher has called inthe DARE
officer to talk to the kids, but,
when they come, the DARE of-
ficer threatens our children by tell-
ing them they will arrest them and
take them to jail. Who gives them
the right to threaten these kids?

Thischild is on a work program
in the morning with another aide
when it is time for him to go back
to class he begs her not to take him
back. He tells her they are mean to
him.

Yes, | would say he has a be
havior problem to a point. But, he
does know right from wrong. And
the ugly name calling is wrong

When we told the school this
the only thing they had to say was,
your child no longer is gll()wcd o
g0 to school, but, we will provide
your child with a home bound
program. If you don't like it that's
just tough because that is all they
will offer.

When you ask people in Austin
that represent our kids what we
can do, they tell us to put it in
writing, send it to them and they
will look into the matter. Then,
when you ask how long it will take
themto comeand investigate, they
tell you they do everything from
their desk. They don't come and
see what is going on, they make
phone calls to the school and ask
questions. Well, guess what? We
are back to square one, because
who are they going to side with, of
course, the school!

So, what do our kids do now,
they just sit at home and wait for
the school to pencil them in when
it is convenient for them.

To come and see them 4 hours
a week on the home bound pro-
gram. This is not an adequate
amount of time to teach our chil-
dren., noteven our regular ed chil-
dren can learn anything in this
amount of time, because, they are
not just teaching one subject but
several subjects.
