City Building Permits @.icndar

Down From Last Year

Building permit totals
issued for the City of Stratford
for the first five months of 1974
were down from last year’s
record-breaking total for a
comporable period, announced
City Manager Max Stephenson.

The totals for the first five
months of 1974 totalled only
$128,000 for five permits with
no permits at all issued during
the month of May Stephenson
announced. ‘
, January of 1974 is the big
month this year with $56,000 in
permits followed by February
with 836,000, March with
$30,000 and April with $6,000.

The year of 1973 saw
Stratford’s building permits
total hit a new high with a total
of over $1 million for the first
time in history. Total for 1973
was $1,151,445. This is up
$113,145 over the previous high
which dates all the way back to
1963 with a total of $938,300.

The big boost for 1973
permits included two large
ones, the Cut Rate Grocery
building and the new addition to
the Stratford of Texas Feed-
yards Division office building. A

total of 40 permits were issued
during the year of 1973.

Stratford building permit
totals have been steady over the
past 10 years showing a slow but
steady increase in new buildings
and homes which is also
reflected in the number of new
residents.

Looking back at the first six
months of 1973 the total then
stood at $270,000 as compared
with 1974’s total of $128,000.

As Stephenson pointed out
‘it only takes about one large
permit to catch up with the
figures of a year. earlier.”

Taking a look at the records
since 1962, we find that the
largest number of individual
permits issued was back in 1964
when a total of 57 permits were
issued for new homes and
businesses. That year the total
for the 12-months period was
$893,790.

Up until 1974 the old record of -

$938,300 represented a total of
35 permits but this included the
school cafeteria addition to
Stratford Schools.

The total number of permits

Bill Bell, who answered the
phone at the Kerrick Farm
Supply up at Kerrick, reported
scattered moisture in their
vicinity. Bell said that in Kerrick
at the store they got about .55 of
an inch but over the area the
rainfall varied from .25 of an
inch to .SS of an inch.

Down south of Stratford, Don

. Gurley reported they receive
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only .35 of an inch. Katherine
Crabtree out at Conlen reported
they got only .15 of an inch
although Jake Davis reported
.45 of an inch about four miles
north of Conlen.

The year has been a dry one
despite the 5.95 inches which
has been officially recorded by
Sneed since January 1, 1974.

Sneed said the .88 received
Monday evening was one of the
larger amounts of moisture
recorded for the year with most
of the rainfall coming in tenths
or less which has done little to
relieve the dry conditions which
has plagued the entire Panhan-
dle area since last August and
September.

Keep Working
Around Clock

With one of the driest
springs and summers k going,
Stratford City Water Depart-
ment has been pumping around
the clock to meet increased
demands, said City Manager
Max Stephenson.

This season has set a new
record for one-day pumping for
the City Water Department with
a total of 1,429,000 gallons
pumped back on May 31,
Stephenson pointed out.

The month of May accounted
for the most water pumped thus
far this year with a total of
27,432,000 gallons. The most
water pumped through the City
Water Department in any month
was set a year ago when the City
pumped 27,575,000 gallons
during June, 1973.

The old record for one-day
pumping was previously held on
June 27, 1973, with 1,407,000
gallons. This record fell during
May of 1974.

Stephenson said during a
normal summer the city will
have two or three days per
month when over one million
gallons of water is used in a
24-hour period.

With the continued hot, dry
weather of late the old pumping
records are expected to fall
again, Stephenson predicted.

Figures Up
At WTSU

We’re extremely pleased
with this year’s turnout’ says
Dr. Kenneth Waugh, head of
West Texas State University’s
Testing and Counseling Center.
‘‘We’ve just completed our
fourth summer pre-enrollment
session with incoming freshmen
and are already over last year’s
figure.”

Waugh, his staff and a
number of WTSU faculty
members have been busy this
summer giving in-coming fresh-
men students a head start in the
tedious enrollment procedure.

The students, already offici-
ally accepted by West Texas’
registrar come to the two-or
one-day sessions ready to sign
up for fall classes. The sessions
also orient their parents.

‘‘We think it’s very important
that the parents be in on all our
procedures. They need to
understand how their children
are going to begin this step in
their education,”’ says Waugh.

The final of the five sessions
will be held in the West Texas
State Student Activities Center
on July 29. By the end of that
round of sign-ups, Waugh
expects to process over 650 new
WT students. Last year, 490
went through the process.
Waugh is very pleased by the
increase:

‘“We had every reason to
expect a drop in freshman
enrollment,’’ he says. ‘‘The
birth rate has been declining,
and we’re seeing fewer and
fewer students in high school
graduating classes.”

Last year’s pre-enrollment
group constituted approxi-
mately S50 percent of the fall
freshman class, but Waugh isn’t
sure that will be true this year.

Wins Honor
F or Agriculture

J.W. (Buck) Buchanan of
Dumas, a state and national
leader in water conservation for
many years, has been named a
‘“Man of the Year in Texas
Agriculture”” for 1974 by the
Texas County Agricultural
Agents Association.

One of seven Texans selected
for the honor, Buchanan was
nominated by the county agents
in District 2 (Panhandle) of the
Texas Agricultural Extension
Service.

The awards are presented
annually to outstanding leaders

in ‘agriculture and related

industries, said Gonzales
County Agent Frank M.
Stockton, president of the state
association. The awards also
recongize the contributions
these leaders have made to
improving levels of living and
in their
communities, counties, the state
and nation.

Buchanan will receive his
award during the association’s
annual meeting, August 4-6 in
Irving.

Buchanan and his wife,
Millie, are the parents of two
children and are also grand-
parents. As manager of the
North Plains Water District, he
has worked for water on the
local, state and national level
since 1955.

Oil Production Down
From Previous Year

Despite 12 months of
production at 100 percent of the
maximum effective recovery
rate in most Texas fields, a drop
of nearly 6.3 million barrels of
crude oil from the state’s
all-time record high production
year of 1972 occurred last year.

Texas production in 1973
amounted to almost 1.3 billion
" barrels, tops among the nation’s
oil producing states and

representing 38.6 percent of

total U.S. production, according
to statistics compiled by texas:
Mid-Continent Oil & Gas
Association.

In 84 years of recorded
production, Texas oil fields have
produced some 38-billion barr-
els of oil-approximately 36-per-
cent of the U.S. total.

““The declien in production
indicates the basic task of the
state’s oil men--the more
extensive development of Texas
fields,”’ said the Association’s
president, Sherman Hunt, a
Dallas independent producer.
‘“‘But if Congress will adopt
economic policies to encourage
the search for new fields, we
feel this trend can be changed.”’

Despite the drop in produc-
tion, the oil that was produced
last year in 203 of the state’s 254
counties was valued at some
$S-billion, an increase of
approximatgely $500-million
over the value of oil produced in

1972. This increase partially °

reflects the increased prices
paid for some Texas crude oil
during the latter part of 1973.

In addition to larger payments
to royalty owners, the higher
prices also have been reflected *
in the state comptroller’s ®
reports of increased severance
taxes paid by the oil men of
Texas.

Sherman County, which has
had recorded production since
1938, last year produced 8,220
barrels of oil at the rate of 23
barrels a day. Production in
1973 boosted Sherman County’s
production total through the end
of the year to 500,619.

In 1973, some 33 counties
produced more than 10-million
barrels of crude oil, with Borden
County being added to the list.
The top half-dozen, all with
production in excess of
S0-million barrels, remain the
same as the year previous. They
are: Scurry, 91.8-million
barrels; Ector,72.6 ' million
barrels; Yoakum, 66.0 million
barrels; Gaines, 61.3 million
barrels; Gaines, 61.3 million
barrels; Andrews, 60.4 million
barrels; and Gregg, 53.2 million
barrels.

Greg County, the only Texas
county to produce more than
two-billion barrels of oil in the
history of recorded production,
remains the all-time leader with
a cumulative production total -
through 1973 of almost 2.4 °
billion barrels. Other counties °
with cumulative production in
excess of one-billion barrels are:
Ector, Andrews, Rusk, Harris,
Crane and Scurry. :

Q. I have the doctor bill
insurance coverage under Med-
icare. I have some doctor bills
from November and December
of 1972 for which I have never
filed a claim. Since the
deductible has gone to $60,
what deductible amount will
apply to these bills?

A. The $50 deductible applies
to your covered medical
expenses in 1972. The $60
deductible applies to your
covered medical expenses in
1973. .There iis  also ‘a
‘‘carry-over’”’ rule that applies
to any bills for covered medical
expenses that you may have
during the last three months of
the year. If you have bills during
the last 3 months of a year that
can be counted toward your
deductible for that year, they
can also be counted toward the
duductible for the next year.

Q. I already have the doctor
bill part of Medicare, but I was
not eligible for hospital
insurance until the recent
change in the law that made it
available on a fee basis. I signed
up for the hospital insurance
part and started paying a’'
premium of $33 a month. Can
you tell me why it was set at
$33.

A. Studies show that the
average Medicare hospital
insurance payment has been $33
a month per beneficiary. This is
why the premium was set at $33
a month.

Q. My son, age 21, became
severely disabled last year. He
receives a small social security '
disability check based on
part-time work while he was in
school. I will be 65 in three
months and I plan to retire at

One business not to have
been in on September 1st of last
year was the manufacture or
distribution of recreational
vehicles. That’s when the full
force of the fuel shortage and
the threat of rationing hit the
industry. Sales plummeted, RV
manufacturers dropped like flies
and dealers disappeared in
droves. From November to
February the industry ground to
a halt with some 40 manufac-
turers out of an estimated 300
going out of business and the
rest shutting down production
and laying off workers.

Now, there’s a mini-boom in
recreational vehicles. Sales of
some RV products are up as
much as 25 per cent in spite of a
price increase of 8 percent to 10
per cent over last year’s prices.

As if the strong demand for
RV isn’t enough to cope with,
the industry now has to live with
shortages of components and

labor which are holding down

production. Sales for 1974 are
estimated to hit 511,000 units, a
drop of 30 percent from the
record 725,000 units produced

in 1973. Winnebago has
reopened production lines but is
operating at only 1/3 of previous
production levels. Most of the
major RV manufacturers are

anticipating a shortage of units
through the end of 1974.
Some. of the manufacturers
look on the 1973 blood bath as a
healthy development for the
industry because marginal

manufacturers either folded or
consolidated. Financially weak
dealers and distributors also
disappeared, leaving stronger
and better-capitalized dealer-
ships which can now carry
larger inventories.

Producers are optimistic
about the future because high
interest rates and higher
gasoline prices haven’t discour-
aged buyers. There are fewer
RV’s on the highways today and
¢amping sites are plentiful with
little difficulty in finding a place
to stay. The feeling seems to be
that if you are going to drive a
long distance at S5 mph, do it in
comfort.
