Some hunting, which by 
the way, is quite illegal, 
since the lake is within the 
city limiu of Deport, and the 
duck and goose season is 
long over, has been going on 
all along.

I’ve hated it because the 
new water is the perfect 
place to establish a wildlife 
refuge where numerous 
people could enjoy it.

other night we were making 
I^ans for a revial meeting, 
and we got to thinking of 
other revivals in the past.

When the crops were 
“Laid By” £md the farmers 
got all caught up with their

Now 
those revivals used to last for 
one or two weeks!

Folks would come from 
m iles around in their 
wagons, on foot or horse 
back.

It was always one of the 
highlights of the year, and 
was a break in the hard work 
as well as a chance to hear 
someone new preach.

There weren’t many 
churches in the country, and 
folks couldn’t always get into 
town every Sunday, since 
both they and the mules 
needed rest.

Every evening about dusk 
the people would begin 
assembling for the night of 
visiting and preaching.
