Lamar County Water Supply,

Firefighters Association meet

Members of the Lamar County
Firefighters Association met with
Alton Dockery, Manager of the
Lamar County Water Supply last
Thursday.

Plans are being made to imple-
ment a program that will allow
Lamar County Water Supply cus-
tomers to donate $2.25 per month
to the county's nineteen volunteer
fire departments.

Thecounty isdivided into nine-
teen fire districts.

Plans are for Lamar County
Water Supply customers to pay
the $2.25 asadonation. The money
will go to the fire department that
the customer's residence or meter
is located in.

The program is in the planning
stages, and the county's Volun-
teer Fire Departments will pro-
vide a list of Lamar County Water
Supply customers in their fire dis-

trict. Lamar County Water Supply
is inthe process of modifying their
computer program to process the
information.

The program is a result of the
Lamar County Water Supply
Board of Directors voting to give
the program atwo year trial period
to see if enough funding can be
raised to help the county's volun-
teer fire department raise much
needed funds to provide fire pro-
tection and medical assistance to
county residents.

Most county departments will
still have to have fund raisers
throughoutthe year to raise money
for operation, but if water supply
customers donate the $2.25 each
month, many departments will
have some hope of updating their
equipment.

At least the additional funding
can provide the necessary funding
to maintain present equipment..

4-year old children being
surveyed for Pre-K class

The Prairiland 1.S.D. is making
a survey of four year old children,
must be four by Septenmber 1,
2002, who reside in the Prairiland
school district to determine the
need for a Pre-Kindergarten class
in the 2002-2003 school year.
If this class makes, it may be a
full day or half day program de-

language other than English must
be spoken in the home most of
the time.

In order for the district to have
the Pre-K class, there must be a
minimum of 15 students qualify.
If there is a total of 15 or more
students, the class will be held.

If 15 to 22 students meet the
eligibility requirement for Pre-
Kindergarten, they will be able to
have an all day Pre-K. If 22 to 44
students meet the eligibility re-
quirement for Pre-K, two half-day
Pre-K classes will be held.

National studies have discovered
that infants and toddlers were re-
strained improperly in car seats.

Those same national studies re-
flected that at least 8 out of 10 car
seats are incorrectly used. The
studies revealed that correctly in-
stalled car seats are 71% effective
in reducing deaths for infants,
54% effective in reducing toddler
deaths, and reduced the need for
hospitalization by 69%.

Paris EMS became involved
with the Child Safety Seat Pro-
gram last year when the studies
were brought to the attention of
local Paramedics. One of the
goals at Paris/Lamar County EMS
is injury prevention. Citizens need
to know that injuries are pre-

vented if infants and children are
properly secured when riding in a
vehicle.

A 32-hour training program was
developed through the efforts of
the DOH & the DOT to educate
individuals to become Child Pas-
senger Seat Technicians. . This 32-
hour training program consists of
learning: Basics of injury preven-
tion, Crash Dynamics, Federal
Safety Standards, Identifying Ve-
hicle Occupant Protection Sys-
tems, Correct Installation of Car
Seats, Selecting and Securing the
right car seat for each child, and
how to set up a Car Seat Check-
Up Event. The Car Seat Check-
up events are held to educate par-
ents and others on how to select
and install the proper child re-
straint for their child.

Paris EMS sent Paramedic Mike
Goss to Child Safety Seat Class
in Tyler to become a Child Pas-
senger Safety Seat Technician.
Paris EMS sponsored their first
Car Seat Check-Up event in May
of 2001. During the event, 53 car
seats were checked in which 46
of the seats were incorrectly in-
stalled.

Paris EMS is planning many
more such events to assist citizens
in preventing injuries to infants
and children.

Property Tax Protest

he law gives property owners the right to protest
actions concerning their property tax appraisals. You
may follow these appeal procedures if you have a
concern about:

*the market or special appraised value placed

on your property.

*the unequal appraisal of your property.

*the inclusion of your property on the

appraisal roll

*any exemptions that may apply to you

*the qualification for an agricultural

or timber appraisal

*the taxable status of your property

*the local governments which should be

taxing your property

*the ownership of property

*the change of use of land receiving

special appraisal

*any action taken by the chief appraiser,

appraisal district or appraisal review board

that applies to and adversely affected you.

Review by the Appraisal Review Board

[f you can't resolve your problem informally with
the county appraisal district, (CAD) staff, you may
have your case heard by the appraisal review board.

(ARB)

I'he ARB is an independent board of citizens that
reviews problems with appraisals or other concerns
listed above. It has the power to order the CAD to
make the necessary changes to solve problems. If
you file a written request for an ARB hearing (called
a notice of protest) before the deadline, the ARB
will set your case for a hearing. You'll receive writ-
ten notice of the time, date and place of the hear-
ing. If necessary, you may request a hearing in the
evening, Saturday or Sunday. Prior to your hearing,
you may ask to review the evidence the CAD will

use to uphold their determination. The CAD may
ask you for a copy of the evidence you plan to
present. The hearing will be informal. You or a des-
ignated agent may appear in person to present evi-
dence or you may send notarized evidence for the
ARB to review at your hearing. the CAD repre-
sentative will present evidence about your case. You
may cross-examine the CAD representative. the
ARB will make its decision based on the evidence
presented. The CAD has the burden of establish-
ing the property’s value by a preponderance of the
evidence presented. You can get a copy of a protest
from the appraisal district office at 101 West Broad-
way, Clarksville, Texas

Note: You shouldn't try to contact ARB members
outside of the hearing. The law requires ARB mem-
bers to sign an affidavit saying that they haven'
talked about your case before the ARB hears it.

Review by the District Court

After it decides your case, the ARB must send you
a copy of its order by certified mail. If you're not
satisfied with the decision you have the right to
appeal to district court. If you choose to go to court,
you must start the process by filing a petition within
45 days of the date you receive the ARB’s order.

Tax Payment

If you appeal and your case is pending, you must
pay the lesser of the amount of taxes due on the
portion of the taxable value not in dispute or the
amount of taxes due on the property under the
order from which the appeal is taken.

Late protests are due the day before the appraisal
review board approves records for the year.

Special Deadlines

For change of use (the appraisal district informed
you that you are losing agricultural appraisal be-
cause you changed the use of your land), the dead-
line is before the 30th day after the notice of the
determination was mailed to you.

If you believe the appraisal district or ARB should
have sent you a notice and did not, you may file a
protest until the day before taxes become delinquent
(usually February 1). The ARB decides whether it
will hear your case based on evidence about whether
a required notice was mailed to you.

*The deadline is postponed to the next business day if it falls on a weekend or holiday.

Termite
swarming
season

Spring is the time when many
homeowners discover they have
termites because winged forms
appear and swarm. Winged ter-
mites outdoors are a natural oc-
currence, so usually there is no
problem. But if they are found in-
doors, usually on a window sill,
chances are good that an infesta-
tion has established in your home.

Termites can cause extensive
damage to wooden parts of your
home, so take some precautions.
