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Deport water tower to be rehabilitated,

grant for new tower to be sought

Six guests attended a Pubic
Hearing atthe City of Deport. The
City Council and Alan Vanderburg
of Hayter Engineering were on
hand Monday night to field ques-
tions from the visitors. Vanderburg
and city council members shared
their concerns about the city's
water conditions at present.

Mayor Gilbert Arriaga chal-
lenged the council to vote to hire
Pittsburgh Tank & Tower of Ken-
tucky to start work on rehabilitat-
ing the city's present water tower.

Council unanimously approved
the project which will include
cleaning and painting the current
tower inside and out, along with
some safety repairs for the total
cost of $27,120. Work on the
project is expected to begin as
soon a July 10th and when com-
pleted the tower can be put back

Into service.

Application for a $250,000
grant from Texas Community
Development Programstoreplace
the city's water tower was dis-
cussed also. The council gave
Hayter Engineering the nod to pro-
ceed with the grant application.

In regular session Mayor
Arriaga administered the oath of
office to Floy Williams, who has
been appointed to fill the unex-
pired term of Carlys Denison, who
resigned for heath reasons re-
cently.

The council was handed an-
other resignation Monday night
from City Water and Sewer Su-
perintendent Charles Reavis
Reavis stated he is resigning fora
better job. His resignation will be
effective September 1st.

The council agreed to rebid for
achlorination station .

has repeatedly been demanded by
Ruth Skaggs on Clarksdale Street.
According to Alan Vanderburg of
Hayter Engineering, the only bid
received so far was for approxi-
mately $69,000. Mayor pro Tem
Mike Francies expressed concerns
as to where the city would find
funding for that expensive a
project.

The question of higher water
bills was discussed, but all agreed
to wait until after the project to
rebid to decide how to pay for the
unbudgeted expenses.

Young Pattonville fireman
honored for service and dedication

Monday night the Pattonville
Volunteer Fire Department hon-
ored one of their own for heroism.

DustinKeys, seventeen yearold
Junior Fireman with the
Pattonville Volunteer Fire Depart-
ment was given an award for his
cool headed thinking and actions
atarecent camp. In a world where
the news seems to trumpet the
failings of youth it is truly won-
derful to read about a young man
who spent not just hours, but liter-
ally days and nights helping. It is
also inspiring to read of his calm
and caring attitude.

Dustin Keys. I volunteered this
summer tobe an intern with Hearts
on Fire Youth Ministries (HO.F.).
The main purpose of the intern
program is to give Christian teens
the opportunity to work in many
different facets of the ministry.
This year's internship ran from
June 9th through June 22nd in
Durant, Oklahoma. The interns
spent the first week of the pro-
gram building the summer camp.
They built an impressive stage,
paintball field, and obstacle course.
The group also mowed fields, got
the swimming pool ready, cleaned
out buildings and did other work.
The second week of the program
was supposed to be the actual camp
week. They were expecting about
140 campers, and were prepared
for the best year of camp H.O.F.
had ever held. Dustin, ays "Unfor-
tunately, the second week didn't
£0 quite as planned”.

Week two started out well as
instructors and interns tied up the
loose ends around camp and be-
ganchecking inthe campers. Many
of the campers had arrived by 2:00
p-m. that Monday, and they were
in the gym being briefed on what
activities would be going on dur-
ing the week, as well as being
introduced to their team leaders.
Dustin's job that day was to help
the speaker, Adam McCain of
Christ for the Nations institute,
with whatever he needed. McCain
had just arrived from Dallas when
Dustin introduced himself and
then they headed to the chapel. In
Dustin says " As we rounded the
corner we saw several people
around the building. One ran out
of the chapel and informed every-
one that it was on fire. Pastor Lee
Armstrong had just arrived and

beganto call911. The smoke was
starting to come out of one of the
doors, and it appeared that the fire
was behind the stage inthe back of
the chapel.

[ had been in the building ear-
lier, and I was fairly sure that the
only people that were in the build-
ing were the sound engineers that
had discovered he fire. I wasn't
positive that everyone was out of
the building, and I wanted a better
idea of where the fire was, so |
went into the front of the building,
followed by Adam McCain. As
weentered the building, the smoke
immediately choked us. We hit
the ground and crawled because
there was still about two fee to
breathable air in the chapel. I had
attended a Volunteer Fire Depart-
ment training class a few months
before, in which I learned about
SCBA's. (Self contained breath-
ing apparatus). Part of the training
involved learning about the dif-
ferent chemicals and gases that
are produced in a fire. | remem-
bered that some fatally toxic gas-
ses known as phosgenes usually
lie in the air beneath the smoke
that appears clean enough to
breathe, and as a result of this
memory I madea very quick analy-
sis of the situation in order to get
out unharmed. I was fairly sure
that the fire was in the back of the
building as I had suspected, and
theoffices and chapel were empty,
so we turned to head back out.”

When they came out, Pastor
Lee was on the phone as the lawn
crew was trying to run water to the
fire. they went to get the senior
youth pastor, Clay Emerich, next.
He arrived and tried to put the fire
out while Dustin helped evacuate
the nursery, which was within
about twenty years of the fire. The
nursery was full with about twenty
to thirty toddlers at that time, but
the quick actions allowed Dustin
and others to clear it within just a
few seconds. Once they had fin-
ished with that e orders were for
Dustin and others to clear out the
mainbuilding, . This building was
adjoined to the chapel and con-
tained the main sanctuary, class-
rooms and the gym. The young
fireman went from room to room
clearing out all the people in the
offices on his way to the gym.
When he got there he saw that
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they were already evacuating the
campers, so Dustinran back
through the building going through
the classrooms, offices and bath-
rooms checking for people. The
smoke had already gotten into the
main building and by the end of
that trip through the building he
needed some air. "After I finished
that trip through I went out to the
parking lot with the campers. I
talked with a few of them before I
was assigned with the rest of the
interns to guard the doors and keep
anybody from going in" he says.
“The fire was getting out of con-
trol and the fire department asked
us to step away from the doors. It
appeared that the fire might not be
stopped before it got into the main
building, so we were sent in one
last time to try to get out whatever
instruments we could. As we en-
tered the sanctuary the lights
started to flicker and then went
out. The danger was already too
great, and we left the building
without much of the equipment.”

As they ran out they saw that
some the campers were being
loaded up and taken to a hotel.
they helped the fire department
stretch some hoses before they
were sent up to Clay's house to
wait. Dustin stayed out to direct
traffic for the nexttwo hours while
the fire department worked to get
control of the blaze. The fire de-
partment did eventually stop the
fire before it harmed much of the
main building, but the chapel was
destroyed.

Camp had to be cancelled that
week, but Dustin is still looking
forward to the next camp. Even
though a lot of hard work went up
insmoke, he is gladtosay that not
one person was hurt inthe fire. this
courageous young man stayed
several days after the fire to help
clean up the camp. The interns
took turns on night shifts to watch
for flare-ups and looters. They also
helped the Food Bank relocate in
order to clean out the building that
the youth group and private school
will use in place of the chapel.”

[ learned an incredible amount
about servanthood and ministry in
those two weeks, and I can't wait
for next year," Dustin smiles.

Dustin is the son of Pattonville
volunteer fireman Stuart keys and
his wife Kim of Rt. 1, Pattonville.

Mayor Gilbert Arriaga has re-
quested that this newspaper re-
peat to the public that "the lead
levels in the water for the city of
Deport are not, and have never
shown to be above normal”. The
lead levels in the paint that was
found to be peeling off of the
inside of the tank did test to be
marginally above acceptable lev-
els.

Mayor Arriagasays "l was mis-
quoted in paper other than this

one, and have spoken with them

about this. I just want the citizens
of Deport to know that their water
does not contain any unaccept-
able levels of lead".

The tower was taken out of ser-
vice the day that the paint was
found in the water supply, before
the test results were even back
from the lab, as a precautionary
measure.

Work on fixing the problem
should begin very soon.
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higher price for newspapers

The Blossom Times, Bogata
News, Deport Times, and Talco
Times will have a rate increase in
subscription prices beginning
August Ist, 2002.

Like many other things in the
currenteconomy, September 1 1th
has actually been responsible for
this price increase.

Because of the anthrax prob-
lem, the United States Post Office
has had to increase the periodical
mailing rates twice since January,
2002. Firstclass postage has gone
up once. In addition, the post of-
fice has done some zone changes,
This has resulted in the price for
papers mailing to out-of-county
to go even higher in many cases.
While the Post Office undoubt-
edly cannot help their price in-
creases, neither can these newspa-
pers. In addition numerous busi-
nesses have passed on substantial
increases to their customers.

Newsprint has gone higher, as have
utilities, salaries and other costs
necessary to publish these news-
paper.

The price in county will still be
$1.92 a MONTH, in county, and
barely above that for outof county.

The new price will be $23 in
county and $26 out of county. In
county is anywhere in Lamar, Red
River or Titus Counties.

Be aware that Thunder Prairie
offers this rate even though a pa-
per mailed from Deport to
Clarksville has to pay an out of
county rate!

The December paper sale will
be held once again, making the
rates only $21 and $24.

Publisher Nanalee Nichols says
"we hate to charge our subscribers
any more money, but if we are to
continue to put out quality, com-
prehensive local newspapers we
must do this".

available to low income

On Tuesday, July 16, East Texas
Medical Center at Clarksville will
host Pfizer Pharmaceutical repre-
sentatives who will help low in-
come persons who are on Medi-
care complete applications for a
“Share Card”.

Those who qualify will receive
their Share Card by mail in3to 4
weeks. Persons may then take
their card to local pharmacies,
along with prescriptions for drugs
manufactured by Pfizer and get a
30-day supply for $15 for each
medicine. A few medicines will
require less than 30 supply.

To qualify you must have:
Medicare; gross income under
$18,000 for single and under
$24,000 for a couple; no prescrip-
tion drug coverage (Medicaid, in-

surance, Medigap, etc.).

To apply, you will need to fill
out and sign the application, bring
a Medicare card and social secu-
rity benefit verification statement
(SSA 1099).

The Share Card will be renew-
able each year.

Some of the medications incude
Accupril, Aricept, Cardura,
Diabinese, Dilantin, Glucotrol,
Glucotrol XL, Lipitor, Neurontin,
Nitrostat, Procardia, Vistaril,
Zithromax, Zoloft and Zyrtec.

Summer Watering
requires care

We have reached the time
year when rainfall is often a wel
come relief to hot, dry weather
Texas weather Man
homeowners will be providir
water for their lawns and garden
duringdrier periods from now unti
fall. "How often should I wate
and "How much should I apply
are important questions. Since wa
ter is both essential for healthy
plant growth and oftenis too costly
to apply to plants in quantity dur
ing the summer, it is important t
get the water to the plants roots
and keep it there.

Consider these suggestions
when you are applying water t
shade and fruit trees

1. Never water strictly by the
calendar. We don't drink water
every "ten minutes” or "every
hour" so why should plants be
watered "every twodays" or "once
a week"? Instead, learn to recog
nize dry plants and soil and
these as your tip-off for watering
Too many factors determine how
fasta soil dries for us to put water
ing on a regular basis. We need
conserve water, not waste it wher
it is not needed.

2.Whentheplantsaredry, water
thoroughly. Water lawns so that
the soil will be wet several inches
down to encourage deep rooting
and drought tolerance. One of the
worst mistakes people make o1
their lawn is to try to "sprinkle
them each day using their thumt
and the end of a watering hose
Most gardeners just don't have the
patience to stand in one spot long
enough for deep water penetra
tion. Water trees by taking the
sprinkler off the end of the hose
and let the water run slowly for
hours, being sure that runoff does
not occur.

3. Most plants should be wa
tered in the morning. Watering

during the day results in some
water loss by evaporation and ¢
resultin burned leaves where su
light hits the water droplets on
new foliage. Evening watering in
creases the risk disease invasior
asmostdiseases develop mostrap
idly in cool, moist conditions

4. While watering your lawn
try to keep water off trees mu
shrubs as much as possible. Thi
1s especially important for ,sud
plants as crape myrtle and roses,
which are troubled by leaf disease
which spread rapidly on wet sur
faces.

5. Symptoms for plants which
have been kept too wet are about
the same as for those kept too dry
Roots in waterlogged soils die and
do not take up the water, so plants
wilt and turn yellow. Try not to
water a drowning plant. Do not ‘ ‘
waste water

6. Organic matter, such as peat
moss and rotted manure, can re
duce water loss by run off when
they are worked into the soil. To
keep moisture in the soil, use
mulch, such as redwood bark, pine
needles or gravel. In addition to
reducing evaporation, mulches
also keep the soil cooler and make
weed pulling much easier.

7. Be especially careful to keep
newly planted trees and shrubs
well watered. Their developing
root systems are sensitive tounder
and over watering.

8. Always soak inorganic fertil-
izers into the soil immediately af-
ter applying. These materials are
excellent sources of plant foods,
but they are salts and can pull
water out of plant tissues, result-
ing in burn unless they are wa-
tered into the soil.

Neighbors........ Betty & Carlys Dentson

Betty Guest and Carlys
Denison were married in July
1944 at the. First Methodist
Church in Columbus, Kansas.
When they decided to wed, Carlys
was in the Army Infantry and had
spent some of his time at a num-
ber of places such as Ft. Bliss and
Ft. Hood. Carlys ended his tour
in the service on February 22,
1946.

The Denisons have just about al-
ways lived in the area. Betty grew
up in Fulbright and Carlys was
from Minter. They have lived in
their current home on Jeffus Street
in Deport since 1952. Their son,
John, of Rosalie, who recently re-
tired from Paris Junior College is
married to Larann, and they have
one son, Drew. Drew is attending
medical school in Houston and the
grangparents think he may have
interest in becoming a heart spe-
cialist upon graduation.

Some of Betty's favorite memo-
ries are of her childhood in
Fulbright. She recalls that she al-
ways had a horse. When she was
but a little girl, one of her first
horses was a little black Shetland
pony named Chock. Her daddy
had given it to Betty for her toride
to the Mosely School. One morn-
ing Chock was giving Betty a dif-
ficult time and decided it did not
want to go to school. Betty's dad
did not take kindly to Chock's
stubborn attitude and pulled out
his shotgun and fired it in the di-
rection of the Shetland. Appar-
ently, Chock got the message dad
was sending with his double-bar-
reled twelve gage and the pony
galloped full speed to the school-
house without Betty. The pony
showing up at school without
Betty brought concern from the
teacher and other kids who feared
an accident. All was later ex-
plained to them and smiles went
all around. Needless to say, after
that shotgun message, Chock the
little black Shetland knew when
to go to school. I suppose Chock
got a lesson you just couldn't get
from "book learnin™.

Carlys fondly remembers great
family days in Minter. Much of
his childhood revolved around
basketball and sports. In the
1930s, a fun time was to wrap up
hot bricks, place them in the
Model T Ford, make sandwiches
and teacakes, load up the family
and travel-te-the-fairgrounds in
Paris for cotmtywide basketball
tournaments at the Coliseum.
Many times just getting to Paris
was a challenge. The spoke
wheels on the Model T occasion-
ally would "ball up" when the
roads were muddy. A lot of times
it was Carlys' job to get out and
punch the mud out of the spokes.

Carlys was a forward on the bas-
ketball court. Some of his team-
mates were Ray Woodard, John
David Ball and the tall guy, Bill
Hammonds. Carlys got the nick-
name "Arslow" about that time.
He says, "We were fair as a team,
but we had a great time in those
days."

Following World War II, Betty
and Carlys settled down to life in
the Deport area. While Betty kept
things going on the homefront and
provided loving care for her
mother, Carlys worked at a num-
ber of jobs getting a start at Phillip
Grant's service station. He then
worked for Roger Kelsey and at
the Chevrolet House as parts man-
ager and bookkeeper. He smiles
as he thinks back about some of
the great people he worked with
in those days like Buck Roberts,
Johnny McLemore, Wallace Th-
ompson and Joe Herrera. Follow-
ing a short stint as office manger
for Woolston Chevrolet in Paris,

Carlys got a job opportunity
which would take him through to

Longtime Deport Postmas
Clarencge Nobles retired in 1956.
Pete Storey then became acting
Postmaster, a post he held until
1961. Carlys took the Post Of
fice test and became Deport Post-
master in July of that year, 8.J°b
he enjoyed for a little over thirty-
two years. Carlys and Betty are
proud of the service to the com-
munity through their years with
the post office. Carlys worked
with former Congressman Wright
Patman for over seven years 10
secure funding and approval to
build in 1968 the "new" post of-
fice building the city now €njoys.

Shortly after the "new" post of-
fice was built, and while the trucks
of the Volunteer Fire Department
were out on a call, enterprising
thiefs tried to rob the post office.
Their entry to the post office was
with a crow bar through the ceil-
ing tiles in the lobby. Carlys says
that was a dumb move. As the fire
trucks returned from their call, the
thiefs were spotted through the
large lobby windows and that was
the end of that.

The crepe myrtle that stands by
the post office today was planted
by Carlys and Betty, given to them
as a sprout by Hobert and Minnie
Ruth Loven.

Mail carriers Buck Mathis,
Hugh Griffin and Henry "Cy-
clone" Johnson all worked the
routes while Carlys was Postmis-
ter. The stories that Carlys and
Betty tell about the days of rural
mail delivery come from yester-
year. They tell that rural carriers
were amazingly accommodating
to the patrons in those days.
Sometimes in addition to the mail,
they would deliver bread and such
for special needs folks. They re-
member when in bad, muddy
weather patrons, would help by
walking the mail on some routes
near Rugby and on "Greasy
Lane."

When I asked Carlys what some
of the most interesting things he
had gotten mailed to the post of-
fice, I was sorry I asked. He
started telling me about receiving
cremated remains for the James
Grant Funeral Home so I quickly
moved onto the next question.
Yet, he insisted on a good story
with a happy ending. One time
the post office got a shipment of
fifty baby chicks safely packaged
in a cardboard box with little
airholes, but the addressee had left
town and there was no return on
the shipment. Carlys had a di-
lemma with what to do with fifty
live baby chicks. Would you be-
lieve a youngster named Marilyn
Glover paid the shipping charges
and became the owner of the baby
chicks and therefore Carlys had
one more delivery solved?

As far as Carlys knows, under
his watch the Deport post office
delivered every piece of mail it
ever received. It was challenging
though. Once he got a letter post-
marked from a U.S. Naval Station
in California addressed "Momma,
Route 1, Deport." With an FBI-
like investigation, he and clerks
Brodie Bell and Ida Lou Read de-
livered the letter locally to
Genevive Stewart whose son,
Billy Joe was in the Navy. There
was also the letter postmarked
from Corpus Christi addressed to
"Granny." Carlys and his team
tracked that one down to Mrs.
Thurb Thomas who had grand-
children in Corpus Christi. And,
could you have figured out that a
letter addressed to "Peepaw, De-
port, Texas" had a rightful owner
in Mrs. Ben Wright. Carlys did.

Carlys never failed to learn new
lessons about mail delivery ser-
vice. Years ago, a lady from the
Deport Nursing home mailed a
