I received a letter this week 
from a reader who has moved 
away into a different state. The 
letter was about my column on 
how beautiful "the garbage 
tree" or mimosa is.

This reader, who shall, at 
here request, remain nameless, 
is working on a garden of "com­
mon" and unappreciated 
plants..

"Buttercups" (prim rose) 
were for sale at a local nursery 
where she lives, as is wisteria 
at quite a price.

She began to ponder that it 
seems that the only "value" a 
plant has is it's rarity.

Where buttercups and wist­
eria line the roadsides they are 
largely ignored, but where they 
have to be babied and guarded 
from the e cold they are valued 
highly!

Our reader is planted honey­
suckle, mimosa, pokesalet 
(poke weed), trumpet vine and 
more. All of them are consid­
ered nuisances, but all have 
beau tifu l scents, berries, 
blooms and benefits.

We both consider just how 
many plants, trees, shrubs, 
grasses and wildflowers we 
take for granted.

Our world is filled with 
things such as "pepper" trees, 
which have knobby bark and a 
spicy tang, bois'd'arc trees, 
which are thorny but feed mul­
titudes of wild creatures such 
as squirrels and live where only 
the hardiest oftrees would dare 
to drop a root.

There are wildflowers so tiny 
they almost go unnoticed, and 
bushes they provide nesting 
spots for hosts of wild birds,
food for the birds and other 
creatures such as raccoons .

Grasses feed deer and grow 
in soils and moisture levels 
ranging from super dry to su­
per moist.

We pay them little atten­
tion, and seldom know their 
names.

If these items were potted 
in little plastic containers, and 
held high price tags, we’d ap­
preciate them, study their 
needs and habits, and culti­
vate them carefully

And, this brings me to an­
other thing. If we don't appre­
ciate plants because they are 
"common" do we to other 
things the same way?

Do we fail to appreciate 
those people around us who 
do nothing spectacular, but 
are always there doing little 
things to bring kindness, 
peace and joy to the world we 
live in?

Do we only pay attention 
to those who demand it, or 
claim it due to their spectacu­
lar beauty?

I hope not. 1 know that I'm 
going to try and look at people 
as well as plants in a little 
different light, trying to ap­
preciate them more. Give it a 
try, it never hurts to look a 
little closer at the world 
around us.
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Sales tax holiday 
is August 2-4

Texas C om ptro ller C arole 
Keeton Rylander announced that 
the annual sales tax holiday is 
coming up August 2-4.

Texans will save $42 million in 
sales tax during the three day holi­
day, including $33.2 million in 
state sales tax and $8.8 million in 
local sales taxes.

The savings from Texas’ three 
sales tax holidays thus far total 
approximately $108.2 million.

Examples of items that can be 
purchased tax-free during the holi­
day include kids’ clothes and 
school uniforms, adults’ clothes

and work uniforms, shoes, tennis 
shoes, slippers, sleepwear and un­
derclothes for the entire family, as 
long as the items are priced under 
$100 each.

Items that cannot be purchased 
tax free include handbags, wallets, 
jewelry, accessories, athletic shoes 
and apparel that are nut normally 
street wear, backpacks and school 
supplies.

No Texas community has opted 
out of the sales tax holiday this 
year. To opt out. a city, county or 
other local taxing entity must no­
tify the Comptroller by March 31.

superiors. No one wants a wa­
ter break-not the city, the city 
employees, or the citizens. Un­
fortunately, it sometimes hap­
pens. To take your frustration 
about the situation out on the 
employees trying to repair the 
problem is just counter-produc­
tive. It's a waste of your energy, 
and takes up the employees time 
when they could be working on 
the problem.

I appreciate and congratulate 
the City Employees for every­
thing they are doing during this 
difficult time. 1 feel that I am 
not alone on this. There are 
many citizens of this town who 
appreciate and understand the 
di^culties that the city is cur­
rently facing. The City leaders 
have a most difficult task in 
front of them, and I feel confi­
dent that a solution will be de­
vised very quickly. Keep up the 
good work and bless you on 
your endeavors.

Preliminary tests on a sick horse 
that was euthanized Saturday, 
June 29, near Katy in far west Har­
ris County, indicate that the ani­
mal was infected with West Nile 
Virus (WNV), a form of "sleep­
ing sickness" first detected in 
Texas in two dead blue jays June 
18 on the northwest side of Hous­
ton. According to the Texas De­
partment of Health (TDH), an­
other 29 infected birds have since 
been found.
"We were notified today (July 3) 

that tests run on samples of the 
horses's blood and spinal fluid 
were positive for WNV. The tests 
were run both at the Texas Veteri­
nary Medical Diagnostic Labora­
tory (TVMDL) in College Station, 
and at the National Veterinary Ser­
vices Laboratory  (NVSL) in 
Ames, Iowa," said Dr. Linda Lo­
gan, Texas' state veterinarian and 
executive director for the Texas 
A nim al Health C om m ission 
(TAHC), the state 's livestock 
health regulatory agency.

"The NVSL is running addi­
tional confirmation tests on the 
blood samples, but more than 
likely, we are seeing Texas' first 
case of West Nile Virus in a horse. 
Diagnosing WNV must be based 
on laboratory confirmation, as the 
signs o f the disease, including 
staggering or the inability to rise, 
can mimic other diseases, includ­
ing rabies, or other encepalitic dis­
eases, such as Western ^ u in e  En- 
cephalitis (WEE) and Eastern 
Equine Encephalitis (EEE)."

WNV was unheard of in North 
America until 1999, when it was 
detected in birds in New York. 
The virus, which can cause brain 
swelling and severe illness in 
horses , previously had been con­
fined to Africa, Europe, Asia, and 
the M iddle East. WNV has 
spread to 20 US states, following 
the migratory flight patterns of 
birds along the Eastern Seaboard 
and west as far as Texas. In 2001, 
738 horses, donkeys or other 
members of the equine family 
were diagnosed with the disease 
in the U.S., and about 20 percent 
o f the anim als had to be

euthanized, due to the severity of 
their illness.

"Blue jays, crows and more than 
70 other species of birds can carry 
the virus, but it is the mosquito 
that puts the disease cycle in mo­
tion," explained Dr. Logan. "Af­
ter feeding on infected birds, mos­
quitoes ingest the virus, and about 
one percent of the pests then be­
come infected and capable of 
spreading the virus to horses or 
humans. There have been no 
documented cases of animals or 
humans spreading the disease. 
Dogs and cats appear to be resis­
tant to the disease."

"Home and stab le  owners 
should take precautions to prevent 
m osquito bites," said Dr. Joe 
Garrett, a veterinarian with the 
TDK's Zoonosis Control Division. 
"Get rid of stagnant water, drain 
flowerpots, keep bird baths clean 
and cut weeds down to discour­
age mosquito breeding grounds. 
Apply insect repellents, and put up 
screens to protect your home or 
stable from being 'invaded' by 
mosquitoes. There is no vaccine 
for people, but fortunately, human 
cases of WNV are extremely rare. 
However, see your physician im­
mediately if you develop signs of 
the disease, which include fever, 
headache, body aches and swol­
len lymph glands. More severe 
infection may be marked by head­
ache, high fever, neck stiffness."

"We continue to work with other 
agencies to urge horse owners to 
have their animals vaccinated 
against WNV, and with the diag­
nosis of this disease in the Hous­
ton area, all possible preventive 
efforts are im port to stop the 
spread of this disease," said Dr. 
Richard Ferris, area-veterinarian- 
in-charge for the U.S. Department 
of Agriculture's Veterinary Ser­
vices in Texas. "We are investi­
gating other potential cases in 
horses in Harris County and are 
awaiting test results. If you live 
in the Houston area, protect your 
horses from mosquitoes. While a 
vaccine is available for horses, the 
animal must receive two doses of 
WNV vaccine three to six weeks

m

apart, and full protection docs not 
begin until at least four to six 
weeks after the second dose of 
vaccine is administered," he said.
"I'd urge owners to take action 
now to get horses protected."

"If your horse b^om es ill and 
goes off feed, sways, develops 
head tremors, muscle twitches or 
cannot rise, contact your veteri­
narian, so he or she can collect and 
send in samples to us for diagnos 
tic testing," said Dr. Lelve Gayle, 
executive director of the TVMDL 
Laboratory confirmation of cases 
is particularly important for track­
ing the inovement of WNV within 
the state!

Dr. Garrett said the TDH is con­
tinuing its WNV disease surveil­
lance statewide, which includes 
testing mosquitoes, dead crows, 
blue jays, hawks and sampling zop 
birds. Dead crows, blue jays or 
hawks can be submitted for labo­
ratory examination, by calling the 
nearest regional Texas Depart­
ment of Health office or the Texas 
Department of Health in Austin at 
1-512-458-7255.

"If you are picking up a dead 
bird, wear gloves and wash your 
hands afterward," explained Dr. 
Garrett. "The bird could have had 
parasites of other illnesses, and it's^ A 
always advisable to keep a barrier-* *  
"like gloves—between you and 
the dead bird." ’

Dr. Logan reminded livestock 
owners that, as always, the TAHC 
operates a 24-hour hotline at 1- 
800-550-8242 for taking reports 
of unusual signs in livestock, in­
cluding:

1. staggering, falling, or 
inability to rise

2. illness affecting a large 
percentage of animals

3. sudden death loss
4. blistering around an 
animal's lips, teats or hooves

5. unusual ticks or maggots

ORDINANCE NO. 02-006 
(Supersedes Ordinance 6-1-93)

An ordinance o f the governing body of 
the City of Blossom, Texas, regulating 
recreational vehicles, mobile homes and 
manufactured housing as a permanent or 
temporary residential dwelling; providing 
for repeal o f all existing ordinances, or 
amendments thereto, in conflict with the 
terms and conditions of this ordinance; 
providing for an application procedure, 
establishment of certain fees and stan­
dards for issuance of permits; providing 
for enforcement o f the ordinance to in­
clude punitive sanctions for violations of 
the ordinance; providing for a severability 
clause; providing for this ordinance to take 
effect immediately upon its passage, the 
public welfare requiring such.

WHEREAS, Texas Manufactured Hous­
ing Standards Act authorizes municipali­
ties to regulate by ordinance the installa­
tion of mobile homes and manufactured 
housing as permanent residential struc­
tures:
SECTION n. Adoption of Texas Manu­
factured Housing Standards Act-The City 
of Blossom, Lanruu (bounty, Texas, hereby 
adopts the Texas Manufactured Housing 
Standards Act as an integral section of this 
ordinance as though fully copied herein. 
SECTION V. Application for Permit-Ap- 
plication for the City to consider approval 
for placement or replacement of any mo­
bile structure to be utilized as a temporary 
or permanent residential structure shall be 
presented to the City as follows:
A. Application must be presented to the 
City on a form provided for such purpose 
and shall be signed by the property owner 
and/or the owners of structure proposed to 
be moved onto such property.
B. Application must be fully completed, 
detailing the following infmmation:

1. Name, address and telephone number 
of the property owner, and name, addresses 
and telephone number of the owner of the 
manufactured home proposed for consid­
eration for installation.

2. Location of property proposed for 
installation of manufactured home and size 
and dimensions o f the property.

3. Specifications of proposed manufac­
tured home and size and dimensions of the 
same; including make, model and year of 
manufacture.

4. Name, address and license number of 
the proposed licensed installer.
C. Application must be completed and 
presented to the Blossom City Hall a mini­
mum of ten (10) working days prior to the 
next regular meeting o f the C i^  Council.
D. Incomplete applications, or applica­
tions for mobile structures obviously in 
non-compliance with regulations estab­
lished within this ordinance, shall be re­
jected at the administrative level. Appeals 
to such rejection may be considered by the 
City Council, when such appeal is filed 
witii the City.
SECTION VI. Application/Installation/ 
Inspection Fees
A . Non-refundable application fee for com­
pleted and acceptable applications shall be 
$20.(X), and shall be paid with the com­
pleted application prior to consideration of 
the same by the City Council.
B. A plumbing inspection fee, as required 
by existing City ordinance, in the amount 
of $40.00 shall be paid subsequent to ap­
proval by the City Council, but prior to 
installation of the structure. All plumbing 
connections to City service must be in 
compliance with existing City ordinances 
and TNRCC regulations.
SECTION VII. Installation
A. Any HUD code manufactured home 
permitted by regulations esublished within 
this ordinance must be insulted in compli­
ance with this ordinance, permanently in­
sulted by a licensed manufactured home 
dealer or insuller, skirted to specifications 
esublished by the manufacturer of the 
structure and insulted to specifications 
and standards esublished by the Texas 
Manufactured Housing Standards Act.
B. Failure to comply with insullation re­
quirements esublished herein shall cause 
any such prior permit by the City to be null 
and void, and the City may file appropriate 
removal orders for mobile structures not 
properly insulted

19767 and 
was manufactured to HUD-code sUn- 
dards.
C. Proposed mobile structure must be 
sound, in good condition and must meet 
all existing health, safety and fire stan­
dards.
D. Such HUD-code structure must be 
installed in compliance with regulations 
esublished within this ordinance.
E. Such installations must meet setback 
requirements esublished by City ordi­
nance or, at least, setbacks shall not ex­
ceed setbacks o f existing structure.
F. Water and sewer installations must 
meet esublished requirements o f all ex- 
isting City ordinances or Sute legula-y j
tions. ^
G. Relating to properties on which mo­
bile homes were previously insulted, if 
previous structure has been moved for 
tiMie than 90 day s. or structures that have 
not been occupied for more than 90 days, 
such properties do not automatically 
qualify for approval under this section. 
SECTION X. Specific use Permit for 
Placement o f HUD-Code Manufactured 
Home-The City Council o f  Blossom,
Texas iiuy consider the application for a 
specific use permit for placement of a 
HUD-Code manufactured home, not oth­
erwise authorized in SECTION IX, 
above, based upon the following condi­
tions and standards esublished herein:
A. Application must be completed and 
presented in compliance with SECTION
V and VI of this ordinance.
B. HUD-code manufactured home pro­
posed to be utilized as a permanent resi­
dence, accepuble for consideration for a 
specific use permit, must have been manu­
factured sut^quent to November 3 ,1998 
and must incorporate a iiunimum of 864 
square feet o f heated living space.
C. The City must be provided certifica­
tion that proposed mobile structure was 
manufacture after November 3, 1998. 
and was manufactured to HUD-code stan­
dards.
D. The City shall properly post and hold 
a public hearing by the City Council to 
consider such approval. All property 
owners or residents, who are known to 
the City and whose properties are adja­
cent to the property or whose properties 
are within 400 feet of the property pro­
posed for placement of manufactured 
housing, must be notified.
E. Applicant must circulate a petition to 
property owners, detailed in paragraph D 
above, and provide the response to such 
petition, to the City Council at the public 
hearing held to consider approval for 
specific use permit to install a manufac­
tured home.
F. Subsequent to the required public 
hearing, the City Council, meeting in 
legally posted public session, must ap­
prove or disapprove the application for, 
specific use permit based on the addi­
tional following conditions and standards:

1. Property or lot size must meet off 
exceed 80 feet by 100 feet or the reason-- 
able equivalent thereof,

2. Compliance withallCity ordinances, 
to include, but not limited to those per-1 
taining to plumbing inspection and water- 
and sewer taps.

A. Failure to properly apply for approval

PET TALK
Tiny hummingbirds 

that weigh a few ounces 
can give tons of pleasure 
to bird enthusiasts.

The minute creatures 
are among the most fas­
cinating of all birds, both 
for their curious behav­
ior and their somewhat 
mysterious mannerisms.

Don’t think for a mo­
ment they would make 
good pets: as with many 
types of wild birds, it is 
against the law to keep 
hummingbirds as pets. 
But they can still be ad­
mired and observed, and 
hummingbird feeders are 
a good way to do both.

East of Interstate 35, 
residents will most likely 
see the Ruby-Throated 
hum m ingbird , while 
those west of 1-35 will 
probably see the Black 
Chinned hummer.

When springtime hits 
Texas, hummingbirds in­
vade the state and their 
arrival can be a time of 
wonder for those inter­
ested in the 
birds.

Many residents install 
hummingbird feeders to 
attract the birds, and a 
wide variety of feeders is 
available at hardware 
stores.

It's best to have several 
feeders spaced away 
from each other. The rea­

s o n !h u m m in g b ird s  
won't think twice about 
tussling with others for 
a food source.

A tree is an ideal place 
because hummingbirds 
will get a drink, fly away 
for a few seconds, and 
almost surely return.

Hummingbirds must 
have solid food besides 
the quick sugar fix they 
get from feeders. Unlike 
other birds, they will not 
eat birdseed but prefer 
tiny insects.

Although humming­
birds give people a natu­
ral entertainment show, 
the tiny birds do have 
some enemies. They in­
clude owls, hawks, cats, 
lizards, snakes and even 
praying m antises and 
spiders.

Hummingbirds range 
from 2.2 grams to the 
giant hummingbirds of 
South America, which 
weigh over 20 grams and 
are about the size of a 
sparrow.

And do hummingbirds 
make stjunds other than 
their wings flapping so 
quickly? When they get 
excited, they do make 
chirping sounds.

Numerous books and 
websites are available 
for persons wanting to 
know more about hum­
mingbirds.
