In addition to the escrow account's

interest, the county would receive a
payment of $445,000 annually from
CCI to cover rent on the property and
a per deim payment on each prisoner
held at the facility. These payments
would be made for five years. The
county would then pay CCI $1 for the
building and the deed for the facility
would be turned over to the county.

The county would at this time begin
receiving $1,195,000 per year for use
of the facility.

The average stay of the prisoners,
according to Robinson, would be
about 14 months. These inmates
would have no history of violence, sex
crimes or escape attempts.

The Correctional Facility would

employ 90 people with an annual
payroll of more than $1.6 million.
Another attraction of the plan is that
the facility wotild bring with it two or
three satellite industries that would
create employment for about 200
people.

PROPOSITION NO. 1
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 15 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment
that would permit the legislature to
provide by general law for the ap-
portionment of the value of railroad
rolling stock among the counties in
which the property of the railroad
is located for purposes of property
taxation, and would delete the re-
quirement that the Comptroller par-
ticipate in making the allocation. To
comply with both statutory and con-
stitutional law, the apportionment
currently is being made by the State
Property Tax Board in conjunction
with the Comptroller.,

The proposed amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment to

allow the legislature to provide by

general] law for the apportionment

of the value of railroad rolling

stock among counties for purposes

of property taxation.”

PROPOSITION NO. 2
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 33 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment
that would replace the constitution-
al requirement that the subject of a
bill be expressed in its title with a
mandate that each house of the legis-
lature adopt rules of procedure that
would require the subject of each
bill to be expressed in its title in a
manner that gives the legislature
and the public reasonable notice of
that subject, K Determining compli-
ance with the. rule would be the re-
sponsibility . of the legislature, Cur-

rently, a law is invalidated if a
court finds its caption is defective.
The amendment would provide that
past and future enactments may
not be held void on the basis of an
insufficient title.

The amendment also would elimi-
nate the suggestion that the state’s
laws be revised every ten years, and
instead would provide for continu-
ing revision of state laws.

The proposed amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment re-
quiring each house to include in
its rules of prpcedure a rule that
each bill contain a title expressing
the bill's subject, and providing
for the continuing revision of
state laws.”

PROPOSITION NO. 3
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 73 proposes
a constitutional amendment that
would permit the Legislature to au-
thorize any county, city, town, or
other political subdivision to use
public funds or credit to pay insur-
ance premiums on nonassessable life,
health, or accident policies, Due to
the prohibition in the constitution
against the lending of credit and
granting of public money, political
subdivisions currently are prohibit-
ed from becoming shareholders in
associations such as mutual-insur-
ance companies, in which policy-
holders are shareholders. A nonas-
sessable mutual insurance policy
does not allow a company to raise
capital by assessing the policy-
holder an extra amount on a pre-

house, but I didn’t tell you much about
my personal history in it. My mother
and father Mary Anne Underwood
and Lenox Hudson were married in
the living room in 1934. On December
2, 1936, I was born in the front
bedroom. It had come a norther that
night and Edd had driven in from El
Paso. Daddy and Jimmie tried to
keep a fire going in the fireplace with
green firewood.

I remember Sunday dinners--the
heavenly odor of hot rolls baking and
the endless waiting to get to eat. If
there were many visitors and children
had to wait for the second table or eat
on a small table in the kitchen or
maybe in the hall. That was O.K.
though because if you ate with the big
people you had to hold your fork right,
and the conversation was dull.

I remember Christmas mornings,
high ceilings can accomodate a
magnificent tree. 1 doubt if it was as
wonderful as [ remember, but when
I was small, the tree touched the up-
per reaches of imagination, and San-
ta Claus surely knew we had come to
spend the night. 1 don’t remember
many gifts I got there, but I
remember mostly the ritual of pass-
ing out the gifts. Once Mama gave
Daddy a pair of shoes and wrapped
them separately so he wouldn’t guess
what it was. Daddy never put Mama's
gift on the tree until she had gone to
bed because she would open it. It was
not the gift she wanted though, it was
a card. I remember only one, I sup-
pose the last one. The gift was dusting
powder. The card said ‘I would love
you if you were a millstone around my
neck.”

I remember Mama and Auntie sew-
ing on winter afternoons. I remember
canning corn in the summer that Jim-
mie had planted in his field. He hated
it and said in no uncertain terms that
he was not a gardener. It took a long
time for him to talk Auntie and Mama
and Tom out of it.

I remember the old crank telephone
in the hall. I felt very grown up when
I could reach it without standing on
a chair. I remember lying on the
daybed in the hall in August of 1947
when Beryl Gibson called family and
friends to report my mother’s death.

Now I have more recent memories-
-the months after we found out that
Jimmie was ill that I had the chance
to repay Tom and Jimmie a little of
the care that they had given me. I was
glad to come to cook or clean or just
to share fellowship with them.

About a month before Jimmie died
my daughter Carol asked him if she
could be married at the house. She
knew that he could not travel to be at
the wedding anywhere else. He said
“Of course you can. You come and do
anything you want to this old house.”
Jimmie died a month before the wed-
ding, but Carol was married there on
October 26, 1985.
