GENERAL ELECTION
NOVEMBER 4, 1986

PROPOSITION NO. 1
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 15 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment
that would permit the legislature to
provide by general law for the ap-
portionment of the value of railroad
rolling stock among the counties in
which the property of the railroad
is located for purposes of property
taxation, and would delete the re-
quirement that the Comptroller par-
ticipate in making the allocation. To
comply with both statutory and con-
stitutional law, the apportionment
currently is being made by the State
Property Tax Board in conjunction
with the Comptroller.

The proposed amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment to

allow the legislature to provide by

genera] law for the apportionment

of the..value.of railroad rolling

stock among counties for purposes

~of property taxation.”

PROPOSITION NO. 2
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 33 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment
that would replace the constitution-
al requirement that the subject of a
bill be expressed in its title with a
mandate that each house of the legis-
lature adopt rules of procedure that
would require the subject of each
bill to be expressed in its title in a
manner that gives the legislature
and the public reasonable notice of
that subject. Determining compli-
ance with the rule would be the re-
sponsibility of the legislature. Cur-

rently, a law is invalidated if a
court finds its caption is defective.
The amendment would provide that
past and future enactments may
not be held void on the basis of an
insufficient title.

The amendment also would elimi-
nate the suggestion that the state’s
laws be revised every ten years, and
instead would provide for continu-
ing revision of state laws.

The proposed amendment will ap
pear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment re-
quiring each house to include in
its rules of procedure a rule that
each bill contain a title expressing
the bill's subject, and providing
for the continuing revision of
state laws.”

PROPOSITION NO. 3
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 78 proposes
a constitutional amendment that
would permit the Legislature to au-
thorize any county, city, town, or
other political subdivision to use
public funds or credit to pay insur-
ance premiums on nonassessable life,
health, or accident policies, Due to
the prohibition in the constitution
against the lending of credit and
granting of public money, political
subdivisions currently are prohibit-
ed from becoming shareholders in
associations such as mutual-insur-
ance companies, in which policy-
holders are shareholders, A nonas-
sessable mutual insurance policy
does not allow a company to raise
capital by assessing the policy-
holder an extra amount on a pre-

Lisa, as she’s called by family and
friends here in the states, was born in
Berlin in 1939. Although she speaks
with affection for her native land,
when asked about her allegiance she
quickly replies, “I'm a genuine
Southerner and Texan from the good
ol’ USA.”

Lisa recalls with sometimes pain-
ful clarity, the rise of Hitler’s power
and her life in Germany during World
War II.

At age four, she remembers walk-
ing through the market place in
Berlin with her mother and seeing
three people hanged there with a sign
over them which read ‘“Punishment
for speaking against your Fuhrer.”

In the years that followed, she
recalls the scarcity of food and stan-
ding in long lines in freezing weather
for hours to receive her family’s ra-
tions only to be turned away because
the store had run out of supplies. Even
friends could not be trusted during
this time. There was always the

Bomb raids and enemy attacks
were daily happenings and frantic
flights to bomb shelters for protection
were common for Lisa and her
family.

On May 9, 1945, Lisa recalls that the
Russians marched into Germany.
They were told they had nothing to
fear from the Russians, however,
many of the soliders looted the
houses, raped the women, and
brought fear and terror to the people
Lisa's grandmother barely escaped
being shot by a group of these Com-
munist terrorists when they broke
down the door of their house and
entered. Lisa's mother was able to
slip out and run fo rhelp and the fami-
ly was spared.

Lisa's father was captured while
retreating by the English and was
hospitalized because of severe frost
bite to his feet. He was treated and
allowed to return home in August of
1945 only to be picked up two hours
later for interrogation by the Rus-
sians. Although he was soon released,
he realized what was sure to happen

exodus of his family. He was able to
escape into West Germany with the
two older sons and plans were for
Mrs. Weinert, Lisa and the younger
brother to follow at a later date,
however, a neighbor reported to of-
ficials that Mr. Weinert and the two
boys were missing and a surveillance
was placed on the remaining family
The family was separated for seven
years

Mrs. Weinert developed a severe
gall bladder infection and was sent
wiht Lisa to West Germany for an
operation. The younger brother was
kept in East Germany as ‘‘insurance’”’
that they would return. While in West
Germany, Lisa was able to see the
freedom fo the people there and the
availability of food and clothing which
could not be obtained in East Ger-
many. After returning to East Ger-
many, Lisa was enrolled in the Com
munist school. One of the Communist
teachers began teaching the students
that the Americans had destroyed all
the crops in West Germany and the
people there were staving. Lisa stood
and reputed these accusations, relay-
ing the facts about West Germany
that she had learned form her visit
She was promptly called to the office
and confronted by Russian officials
and the German Police. Through ef-
forts of another teacher, whose
Jewish wife had been helped by Mrs
Weinert, Lisa was released from the
charges

Realizing the grave danger their
lives were in, Mrs. Weinert worked
feverishly trying to find a way to get
to the other side. Finally, by giving an
official some very expensive pain-
tings which she had kept hidden, she

was able to secure passports for
herself, Lisa and the younger child

By using these passports, they were
able to board the train just three
miles from the West German border
Just before the train was to leave,
Mrs. Weinert was escorted from the
train by Russian officers, t to a
room next to the train, stri‘zmd
searched. As she was being allowed
to get dressed, she heard the train
whistle blow in departure. Realizing
that the train was leaving with her
children on board, she had only
enough time to grab her coat, rush
from the room and jump the train
She rode the three miles on the out
side of the train in freezing rain. At
the West German border, American
soldiers came aboard and found Mrs
Weinert, her hands frozen to the rails
The first American words her mother
recalls hearing in West Germany
were those of one of the soliders who
said to her, “Did you make it, Baby?”

The family was reunited in West
Germany and Lisa lived there until
1956 when she married an American
soldier of German descent and came
to the United States

Although most of the memories
Lisa has of her life in East Germany
are ones of sorrow, she tells her story
with no tone of bitterness. In fact, it
seems the hardships have had an in-
fluence on making her the kind and
loving person she is.

Lisa now lives with her husband,
Clyde Mayfield, on Highway 910 bet-
ween Cuthand and Clarksville. She
returns to West Germany to visit her
family about once every two years
She has four children, Fred
Hildebrand of Houston, and Greg
Hildebrand, John Haynes and Tina
Williams, all of Bogata,

Time To Spray Weeds

By Herb Brevard

The next 30 days is the time to put
a preemerge herbicide application on
home lawns to control winter and ear-
ly spring weeds, says Dr. Sim A.
Reeves, Jr., agronomist for the Texas
Agricultural Extension Service. The
herbicides, if properly applied, take
out winter weeds and help the desired
grass spread quicker in the spring by
eliminating competition.

Balan, Simazine and Ronstar are
examples of the type herbicides which
can be used in lawns. Others are also
available. These herbicides come in
liquid or granular form or may be
purchased already mixed in fertilizer.
All are effective if used properly.

Most of the approved products can
be used around trees or shrubs that
have been planted for at least one
year. Herbicides should be kept out of
flower beds, especially where flowers

Approved preemerge herbicides
can be applied to bermudagrass, cen-
tipede and St. Augustine grass. The
herbicides need to be applied now,
especially to centipede and St
Augustine. The reason is that after
the weeds come up, chemicals that
will kill the weeds will also kill the
centipede or St. Augustine. Post
emerge herbicides are available for

bermudagrass lawns that 1l the
weeds and not ha the
bermudagrass.

When using the fertilizer with the
preemerge herbicide mixed in, do not
double fertilize with the fertilizer-
h(.*rbicide combination. The extra her-
bicide can damage trees, shrubs and
the grass.

Read and follow label directions on
both the herbicides and fertilizer and
herbicide combinations.
