Sam said "if anyone had told 
me that this church could sur­
vive w ith the loss of those 70 
people I would have said 'no 
way, no way'".

And, I realized, I would have 
said the same thing.

Yet, here we sat, still going 
strong, still active, still firm in 
our foundations!

And it hit me that every gen­
eration must think the same 
thing.

Back in the 1800s, when 
those pillars fell, those succeed­
ing them must have thought 
that things just couldn't go on 
without them.

(•eneration after generation, 
we must have all felt the same 
thing.

And yet, churches every­
where, communities every­
where have existed generation 
after generation as those we 
think cannot be replaced are.

It was such a comforting 
thought, such an inspiring 
thing to realize.

Things do go on, in their 
natural, progressive order. All 
is as it has been, is now, and 
shall be in the future. Isn't that 
wonderful?
