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New air and water regulations may
affect Bogata and surrounding area

Changes in water regulations
and air regulations are coming to the
front, being pushed by the TNRCC
(Texas Natural Resource Conserva-
tion Commission). New regulations
on air quality in the Metroplex areas
are going to start affecting larger ar-
eas of Texas that was previously ex-
empt from such regulations and en-
forcement. Bogata is classified in the
same are of the state of Texas as
bigger cities such as Tyler, Long-
view and Marshall.

A more regional approach is being
proposed by the TNRCC to combat
ozone pollution. Some proposals in-
clude expanding the tailpipe vehicle
emissions testing from 8 counties in
the Metroplex area to a 12 county
area. The City of Greenville will be
included in this area. This strategy is
designed to reduce Nitrogen Oxide-
NOx emissions, which come from
combustion sources ranging from
your vehicle to power plants, are be-
ing targeted by the TNRCC. Other
recommendations include lower
speed limits in the 12 county non-
attainment area, cleaner gasoline and
even lower sulphur diesel fuel, elec-
trification of ground support equip-
ment at DFW Airport, Love Field,
Meacham Field and Alliance Airport
and an ozone season ban on early
morning operation of heavy duty con-

struction equipment. Other propos-
als will also include the sale of im-
proved hot water heaters that use
natural gas or butane for fuel, as they
are also a source of Nitrogen Oxide
emissions. A vehicle scrappage pro-
gram for older vehicles is also being
proposed.

These measures will affect our area
sooner than we may have anticipated.
A public meeting was held on
Wednesday, January 26, 2000 at
Longview City Hall. In attendance
was Wendell Davis, Bogata Public
Works Director, city officials and
state representatives from the Tyler,
Longview and Marshall areas voiced
their concern to mainly the use of a
gasoline additive called MTBE, be-
ing used as an octane booster. MTBE,
which we will cover more in the next
update from Bogata City Hall, is very
dangerous to drinking water, espe-
cially well water, which is Bogata's
sole supply. Right now, reformulated
gasoline, containing MTBE is only
used in the 8 county area in the non-
attainment Metroplex area,ina | or2
percent by volume of the gas.

Use of MTBE may go up to as
much as 15 percent of gasoline sup-
plies. Contamination of some lakes,
such as Lake Lewisville, have al-
ready been documented. Prospects
for contamination of well water seem

even worse. In lakes, some MTBE
may evaporate through the surface,
butinanaquifer (water bearing layer)
entrapment of the chemical occurs.
MTBE being water soluble is diffi-
cult, if not impossible to remove.
Water contamination of wells in the
State of California where MTBE has
been used has increased at an alarm
ing rate. EPA has been rethinking
MTBE but the TNRCC does not at
this time have any restrictions on the
use of this chemical. The only thing
that seems to be of any value is if
contamination occurs in our water
supply, the result will be water that
tastes like drinking TURPENTINE!

More information on MTBE will
be forthcoming in later City Hall up
dates. Let yourelected officials know
you do not want your drinking water
contaminated. This threat is very real
and the amount of MTBE required to
contaminate a water source is very
small. By example, Lake Cypress
Springs contains (when full) approxi
mately 23.8 billion gallons of water
Only 800 gallons of reformulated gas
can contaminate this entire amount
of water.

Texas A&M vets looking
into animal pain

COLLEGE STATION - Pain is
never pleasant for humans, and it’s
no picnic for animals, either

Learning more about animal
pain, what to do about it and how
to treat it are the subjects of a re-
search project by Dr. Gwendolyn
Carroll in the College of Veterinary
Medicine at Texas A&M University.

Carroll is looking into ways of
reducing animal pain, specifically in
cats after they have been declawed,
a common procedure requested by
many pet owners.

While the surgery is not serious,
it can be very painful to the animal,
with removal of a claw and associ
ated bone from each front toe.

“Often, animals get just one
shot for pain after surgery, and
that’s about it,” Carroll explains.

“That may not be enough. We're
examining one analgesic to see how
it performs and if it's effective in
relieving pain for several days.”

The analgesic is butorphanol, and
Carroll says it is being tested with
injections and oral dosage. The drug
is not new but has not been widely
used for extended pain relief among
veterinarians, Carroll says.

Dear Editor,

Someday soon, we Texans may
walk into an auto dealership and
be told we could not buy a full-size
V-8 pick-up truck or a Suburban.
Why? If texas adopts an emissions
standards program equivalent to
that of the State of California, as
the Texas Natural Resource Con-
servation Commission (TNRCC)
is considering, these new state regu-
lations may preclude the sale of
such vehicles.

Texas is a vastly different state
from California, and Texans use
their vehicles in vastly different
ways. For example, Texas ranch-
ers depend on powerful trucks and
SUV's to haul feed and cattle and
to travel off-road to perform nor-
mal daily ranching chores. Boat-
ers, campers, hunters and other
outdoorsmen need a vehicle that
can tow a boator camper and carry
all the gear that is required for
their favorite recreational activi-
ties. These Texans will be among
the hardest hitif the TNRCC adopts
the California standards.

Even if these big vehicles remain
available, adoption of the Califor-
niastandards would add $500-$600
to the cost of a truck in Texas. That
is a pretty hefty increase for some
farmers and ranchers to bear, par-
ticularly when it is not necessary.

The Environmental Protection
Agency (EPA) already has issued
tough new nationwide tailpipe
emissions standards that will
sharply reduce emissions for all
vehicles; cars, pick-ups, mini-vans
and SUVs alike. These new stan-
dards should adequately address

any air quality problems we face in
Texas.

Wedon'tneed California setting
the standard for what wedo here in
Texas. Why, the California regula-
tions ultimately would require us
to drive vehicles that don't have
any emissions atall! Can youimag- |
ine how small a truck that would
be?

It is true that some of Texas'
larger metropolitan areas are fac-
ing daunting air quality concerns,
but solutions exist that not only are
less disruptive to our life-styles,
but that also are better suited to
our specific problems. For examp
late last year, the American Auto
mobile association (AAA) released
astudy entitled " Cleaning the Air"
that showed that Houston's air
quality problems stem largely from
industrial sources, rather than
from vehicles, as in California.
According to the AAA, less than
30% of Houston's nitrous oxide
emissions come from cars and
trucks, a percentage that is ex-
pected to continue declining over
the next few years.

So, on behalf of ranchers across
Texas, and all Texans who value
their rights to choose the types of
vehicles they drive, let us send a
strong message to the TNRCC:
Reject the California cmiss‘im‘
standards policy and preserve Tex
ans' rights to buy and drive the
vehicles of our choice.
