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America’s hospitals 
need immediate relief

America’s hospitals are ailing. 
The prognosis for recovery is uncer­
tain at best. The budget crisis at 
Parkland Hospital and Health System 
in Dallas is not just an isolated prob­
lem. From rural health centers to mid­
sized community hospitals to large 
urban medical centers, public and 
private hospitals are facing an array 
of challenges that threaten their abil­
ity to fulfill their mission of caring 
for the communities they serve.

Congress’ intent by passing the 
Balanced Budget Act of 1997 (BBA) 
was clear, to generate $53 billion in 
Medicare payment savings over five 
years. This would be far and away 
the greatest contribution to the pro­
jected federal budget surplus of $4.2 
billion by 2010. But, the law’s unin­
tended consequences have actually 
cut Medicare payments to hospitals 
by $75 billion, $5.7 billion from 
Texas, in the last three years.

As a result, hospitals all over Texas 
are struggling. For THR, this has 
meant a loss of $210 million in re­
imbursements in 2(XK). Because we, 
like hospitals across Texas and 
around the country, are being asked 
to absorb more of the cost to care for 
Medicare patients, we are forced to 
take a hard look at the programs and 
services hit hardest by the cuts, home 
health, skilled nursing and rehabili­
tation, for closure or drastic reduc­
tions. The sad fact is that the cost ef­
fective program of care for Medicare 
patients that hospitals have put to­
gether over the past decade is being 
destroyed by the BBA.

In fact, the BBA is having an ef­
fect right here in Deport, Detroit, 
Bogata, Pattonville and Blossom. 
Some doctors are now refusing to see 
new Medicare patients. Medicare’s 
inadequate reimbursement rate has 
forced McCuistion Regional Medi­
cal Center to limit its services to pa­
tients as it faces the potential of 
greatly reduced operating funds be­
cause of the BBA.

There are many factors putting a 
squeeze on the ability of America’s 
hospitals to maintain vital programs 
and services. According to the Ameri­
can Hospital Association. 55% of a 
hospital’s total expenses are repre­
sented by people costs, salaries and 
benefits. With a tight labor market 
and inadequate numbers of enrol lees 
in nursing schools and other health 
professions, salaries are on the rise. 
Hospital are experiencing a dramatic 
rise in the cost of drugs and pharma­
ceuticals. The average cost of new 
drugs is more than twice that of ex­
isting drugs. While advances in tech­
nology are improving the care that 
hospitals can provide to their pa­
tients, the cost to acquire that tech­
nology is escalating. And, America’s 
hospitals are being asked to provide 
care to more and more uninsured 
people as the cost to provide that care 
continues to rise. Today, approxi­
mately 44 million people are unin­
sured and that number is projected 
to rise to 55 million by the year 2010.

While Washington continues to 
offer inadequate solutions, Texas 
Health Resources has recommitted 
our efforts to strengthen what we do

best, caring for patients. This ap­
proach emphasizes continuing to 
improve our financial piertormance 
evaluating opportunities to enhance 
quality care, and listening to our cus­
tomers patients and their families, 
doctors, THR employees, local em­
ployers and others.

Like several nonprofit health sys­
tems across the country THR was 
formed in anticipation of many of 
uxlay’s challenges. Harris Methcxi- 
ist Health System had Presbyterian 
Healthcare Resources combined op­
erations in 1997 and Arlington Me­
morial Hospital Foundation joined 
the organization soon after. This 
unique organizational approach to the 
delivery of health care in North Cen­
tral Texas has enabled THR hospi­
tals to gain efficiencies and share

continuous improvement efforts in 
serving the growing health care needs 
of the communities we serve. In ad­
dition, our employers and health in­
surance companies have seen the 
value of working with a health care 
organization that offers a network of
5.000 physicians and more than
18.000 employees.

However, in order to survive and 
continue to serve the health care 
needs of our area in the future, we 
have been forced to make some very 
tough decisions recently to meet ris­
ing costs and stretch the capital in­
vestment needs of our hospitals. In 
February, THR sold the Harris Meth- 
(wlist Health Plan and we’ve consoli­
dated or eliminated other programs 
and services.

By telling our story and demon­
strating the dire consequences of the 
BBA on our patients, we have en­
couraged our area legislators to pass 
BBA relief now. Thanks to the dili­
gent efforts of the Texas delegation 
and specifically, U.S. Senator Kay 
Bailey Hutchison and U.S. Represen­
tative Max Sandlin, we have 
achieved some small victories. But, 
the battle is not won and we will con­
tinue to fight for restoration of funds 
in the coming year, some $14.6 bil­
lion in payments to America’s hos­
pitals, $6.2 million to THR hospitals 
directly. And, even more will be 
needed in the future.

Failure to scale back the Balanced 
Budget Act will force the health care 
industry into further financial chaos, 
resulting in irreparable harm to rural 
and urban safety net institutions. 
Without legislative relief, there is no 
effective treatment available to cure 
what is ailing America’s hospitals.

As a consumer of health care in 
North Central Texa.s, we invite you 
to join us in calling uprin Congress 
to pass immediate BBA relief for 
hospitals.

Texas' second annual sales tax 
holiday appears to have been even 
more successful than last year, Texas 
Comptroller Carole Keaton Rylander 
said.

Judging by media accounts and an 
informal survey of shopping mall 
managers, families across Texas 
headed for malls and department 
stores in droves to stock up on back 
to school clothes for the kids, and 
clothes for mom and dad, too.

At stores offering layaway plans, 
shoppers responded positively to an 
administrative change Comptroller 
Rylander made this year; eligible 
items placed in layaway during the 
sales tax holiday can be taken out

later without having to pay sales tax.
Comptroller Rylander predicted 

shoppers would save at least $34 
million in state and local sales taxes 
during the three day shopping spree.

Many retailers who were caught 
off guard last year by shopper’s re­
sponse to the sales tax holiday were 
better prepared this year, stocking 
more merchandise and adding staff.

Shoppers said they were more 
aware of the sales tax holiday this 
year and more familiar with the list 
of tax exempt items. They said they 
had postponed back to school shop­
ping to take advantage of the sales 
tax holiday, just what Comptroller 
Rylander likes to hear.

Prepared for disaster? 
What about your animals?

Whether it’s a hurricane, flood, 
wildfire or other natural or man-made 
disaster, an animal evacuation plan 
can make the difference between life, 
death or tremendous suffering for 
pets and livestock.

Texas Emergency Response Team 
quickly recognized the need to ad­
dress animal evacuation in disasters, 
particularly after Texas’ devastating 
October 1998 flood in which more 
than 23,000 head of cattle drowned. 
Another 400 head of hogs, sheep, 
equine and poultry also were killed 
in the violent storm that struck 21 
counties in south central Texas.

Most shelters will not accept pets, 
so it’s important to know ahead of 
time where animals can be housed. 
No one wants to leave their pets, 
horses or other stock to drown, bum 
or suffer in a natural or man made 
disaster. Establish a relationship with 
animal housing facilities outside your 
area before a crisis and keep phone 
numbers and addresses handy.

An emergency evacuation kit for 
animals should be maintained in an 
easily accessible place. Keep an ad­
equate supply of clean water and 
food, collars or bridles, leashes or 
leads, medicines and health records, 
including proof of rabies vaccina­
tions or for equine, test documents 
for EIA or Coggins. If animals are 
evacuated, owners should carry sev­
eral photos of their animals to aid in

identification, as pets may be shuffled 
from one site to another during a cha­
otic situation.

Livestock or pet food supplies may 
be limited after disaster hits, so make 
certain your emergency kit has 
plenty. If you have large animals, 
such as horses or other livestock, plan 
an evacuation route. Leave early and 
allow time for hauling. Don’t wait 
until roads become congested or im­
passible, as this will stress the ani­
mals.

A number of livestock markets and 
fairgrounds have agreed to serve as 
holding sites during an emergency. 
Despite all the planning, they still 
have to deal with strays, displaced 
and dead animals after a disaster situ­
ation. TERT can assist with identifi­
cation restraint and capture of ani­
mals and disposing of carcasses to 
protect public health.

Besides knowing how and where 
to move animals in a disaster, be 
aware of and report potential signs 
of a foreign animal disease.

In addition to its huge pet popula­
tion, Texas ranks tops for the enation 
in the production of cattle, sheep and 
goats, horses and exotic hoofstock. 
The state ranks sixth for poultry pro­
duction and 19th for swine. With bil­
lions of dollars, millions of animals 
and thousands of industry jobs on the 
line, it pays to be prepared to fight 
disasters, diseas^and pests.

ORDINANCE NO. 160 

An ordinance requiring weeds and grass to 
be cut upon premises and that rubbish and 
trash be removed therefrom; Fixing a penalty 
for failure to comply; providing that the same 
shall be done by the city in the event of such 
failure; providing for the Fixing of a lien upon 
the property for the expense ineutred in re­
moval; declaring that allowing weedsto grow 
and trash and rubbish to accumulate to be a 
nuisance; Fixing a penalty not to exceed two 
hundred dollars ($200.00) for each offense 
and a separate offense to be deemed commit­
ted for each day during or on which a viola­
tion occurs or continues; repealing all ordi­
nances and pans or ordinances in conflict 
herewith providing a severability clause; de­
claring an emergency and providing an effec­
tive date.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY 
COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF DETROIT, 

TEXAS;
SECTION I : It shall be unlawful for any 

owner, lessee, occupant or any other person 
in charge or possession of any premises in the 
City of Detroit to allow weeds to grow upon 
the premises, or trash or rubbish to accumu­
late upon said premises to such an extent as is 
reasonably calculated to create a Fire hazard 
or calculated to become injurious to the health 
of the citizens of Detroit, and either act is 
hereby declared to constitute a public nui­
sance.

SECTION 2; Whenever weeds are allowed 
to grow, or trash or rubbish allowed to accu­
mulate upon any premises of the City of 
Detroit as prohibited by this ordinance the 
City Council shall hear evidence and deter­
mine whether or not such accumulation of 
rubbish and trash or the growth of weeds 
thereon, or both, are sufFicient to constitute a 
nuisance as herein deFined, and if they so Find, 
they shall pass a resolution declaring that the 
growth of weeds or accumulation of trash and 
rubbish upon such premises, or both, consti­
tutes a public nuisance, and shall order same 
removed by the owner, occupant, lessee or 
person in charge of such premises, within Five 
(S) days from the date such notice is given.

SECTION 3. In the event the owner of the 
premises upon which is located a nuisance as 
prohibited by this ordinance can not be found 
or served with notice, and there does not 
appear to be any person of such premises or 
occupancy, or in the event the nuisance is not 
abated by cutting the weeds and removing the 
trash and rubbish or either of them, as the case 
may be, then said nuisance shall be abated by 
the City of Detroit, and the expense incurred, 
which shall include salary and wages of all 
employees, and reasonable charges for ma­
chinery and tools, vehicles, etc., used in abat­
ing said nuisance shall be a personal charge 
against owner of said premises and shall be 
assessed as a lien against the property on 
which such nuisance is located and removed 
therefrom, and shall be due and payable to the 
City Secretary within thirty (30) days follow­
ing the date at which such nuisance is abated 
and failure to pay when due shall cause a ten 
(10%) percent penalty to be added and same 
shall bear interest from the date the same is 
due, at the rate o f twelve ( 12%) percent per 
annum.

SECTION 4. Failure to cut weeds and 
remove trash and rubbish or to do either of 
them when notiFied to do so. as set out in this 
ordinance by any party obligated to do so by 
this ordinance, shall be punished by a Fine in 
any sum not exceeding two hundred ($200.00) 
dollars and each day that such nuisance shall 
continue after the time for abatement as set 
out shall constitute a separate offense. 

SECTION 3. Severability.
If any section, subsection,sentence, clause, 

phrase or portion of the Ordinance is for any 
reason held to be invalid or unconstitutional 
by the Final decision of any court of compe­
tent jurisdiction, such decision shall not af- 
fea  the validity of the remaining portions of 
this Ordinance. The City Council declares 
that it would have adopted this Ordinance and 
each seaion, subsection, sentence, clause, 
phra.se or portion thereof, despite the fact that 
any one or more section, subsection, sen­
tence, clause, phrase or portion would ^  
declared invalid or unconstitutional. 

SECTION 6. Conflict.
All ordinances and parts of ordinances in 

force in the City of Detroit. Texas, which 
conflict with the terms and provisions of this 
ordinance are hereby repealed insofar as they 
conflict with this ordinance, but all other 
portions of said ordinance shall remain in full 
force and effect.

SECTION 7. Effective Date.
The fact that the present ordinances and 

regulations of the City of Detroit, Texas are 
inadequate to properly safeguard the health, 
safety, morals, peace and general welfare of 
the inhabitants of the City of Detroit, Texas, 
creates an emergency for the immediate pres­
ervation of the public business, property, 
health, safety and general welfare of the pub­
lic which requires that this ordinance shall 
become effective form and after the date of its 
pasiiage and it is accordingly so ordained.

WHEREAS, the existence of dilapidated 
buildings and structures within the City of 
Detroit creates a health threat and a Fiie hazard 
contrary to the public health, safety and wel­
fare of the citizens; and

WHEREAS,dilapidated buildings and struc­
tures are an attractive nuisance enticing chil­
dren to play upon the premises and therefore 
poses a high risk of b ^ ily  injury due tot he 
unsafe condition; and

WHEREAS, there is a substantial likeli­
hood of property damage or injury to health or 
body if a dilapidated building or structure is 
not abated.

SECTION 101. DeFinitions.
(a) Abatement means the removal, stop­

page, prostration or destruction of that which 
causes or constitutes a nuisance, whether by 
breaking or pulling it down, or otherwise de­
stroying or effacing it.

(b) Owner means the owner of record based 
on the County Tax Asses.sor's record or any 
person with legal, Financial or equitable inter­
est in the property on which the alleged public 
nuisance exists at the time of the violation.

(c) Property means any real property, pre­
mises, structure or location on which a public 
nuisance is alleged to exist.

(d) Public nuisance means any fence, wall, 
shed, deck, house, garage, building, structure 
or any pan of any of the aforesaid; or any tree, 
pole, smokestack; or any excavation, hole, pit, 
basement, cellar, sidewalk subspace, dock, 
loading dock; or any kx, land, y a^ , premises 
or location which in its entirety, or in any pan 
thereof, by reason of the condition in which the 
same is found or permitted to be or remain, 
shall or may endanger the health, safety, life, 
limb or property, or cause any hurt, harm, 
inconvenience, discomfort, damage or injury 
to any one or more individuals in the Citv, in 
any one or mote of the following particulars:

( 1) By reason of being a menace, threat and/ 
or hazard to the general health and Mfety of the 
community.

(2) By reason of being a fire hazard.
(3) By reason of being unsafe for occu­

pancy, or use on , in, upon, about or around the 
aforesaid property.

(4) By reason of lack of sufFicient or ad­
equate maintenance e of the property, and/or 
being vacant, any of which depreciates the 
enjoyment and use of the property in the im­
m olate vicinity to such an extent that it is 
harmful to the community in which such prop­
erty it situated or such condition exists.

(e) Summary abatement means abatement 
of the nuisance by the City, or a contractor 
employed by the City, by removal, repair, or 
other acts without notice to the owner, agent, 
or occupant of the property except for the 
notice rOuired by this Ordinance.

SECTION 102.
(a) Whenever a complaint is made to the 

City of the existence of a public nuisance, as 
denned in Section 101, the Mayor shall 
promptly cause to be inspected the property on 
which it is alleged that such public nuisance 
exists. Should the Mayor find that a pubic 
nuisance exists, and that the public health, 
safety or welfare may be in immediate danger, 
then summary abatement procedures shall be 
implemented and the City may cause the nui­
sance to be removed or abated. The Mayor 
may notify the Building Inspector ifthe public 
nuisance in volves a building that appears struc­
turally unsafe. The Building Inspector, upon 
being notiFied by the Mayor shall cause the 
building on which it is alleged such public 
nuisance exists to be inspected and submit a 
written report of such inspection and the Find­
ings to the Mayor.

(b) When summary abatement is autho­
rized, notice to the owner, agent or occupant of 
the property is not required. Following sum­
mary abatement, the Mayor ahall cause to be 
posted on the property liable for the abatement 
a notice deacribiiig the action taken to abate the 
nuisance.

SECTION 103. Abatement in Other Cases; 
Notice, etc.

(at) If, after inspecting the property on which 
the nuisance it reported, the Mayor declares 
the existence of a public nuisance, but the 
nature thereof is not such as to require the

summary abatement of such nuisance, then, regu­
lar abatement procedures shall be followed. Pho­
tographs and reports of the Findings and inspec­
tions shall be made and Filed with the City.

(b) The Mayor shall determine the individual. 
Firm or corporation who, from the records in the 
Recorder's office, appears to be the titled owner 
of the aforesaid property and immediately cause 
a written notice to be served on such individual, 
firm or corporation by personal service or by 
leaving a copy of the notice at the usual place of 
resideiice or business of such owner, or address 
of such owner shown in the County Tax 
A.ssessor's records, or by copy mailed to such 
owner at such place or address by United States 
certiFied mail return receipt. If service of such 
written notice is unable to be perfected by any of 
the methods described above, the Mayor shall 
cause a copy of the aforesaid notice to be pub­
lished in a newspaper of general circulation in 
the City, once a week fortwo consecutive weeks, 
and shall further cause a copy of the aforesaid 
notice to be left with the individual, if any, in 
possession of such property on which it is al­
leged such public nuisance exists, or if there is 
no individual in possession thereof, the Mayor 
shall cau.se a copy of the notice to be posted at 
such structure, location or premises. The Mayor 
shall also determine from the County Clerk's 
office who the lienholder of the property, if any, 
as documented therein, is and cau.se a written 
notice to be served on such lienholder by United 
States mail return receipt.

(c) The aforesaid notice to the owner, and 
lienholder, if any, of the property shall state 
clearly and concisely the Findings of the Mayor 
with respect to the existence of a public nui­
sance. The notice shall further stale that unless 
the owner thereof shall cause the abatement of 
the public nuisance, pursuant to the orders con­
tained in the Mayor's notice, the public nui.sance 
shall be abated by the City at the expense of the 
owner.

(d) Any person v, ho is the record owner of the 
premises, location or structure at the time an 
order pursu'-oit to this Ordinance is used and 
served upon him, shall be responsible for com­
plying with that order, and liable for any costs 
incurred by the City therewith, notwithstanding 
the fact that he conveys his interests in the 
property to another after such order was issued 
and served.

(e) It shall not be a defense to the determina­
tion that a public nuisance exists that the prop­
erty is boarded up or otherwise enclosed.

SECTION 104. Abatement by Owner.
(a) Within thirty (30) days after the posting 

and mailing of a notice to abate a nuisance, the 
owner, agent of the owner, or individual in 
possession of the affected property shall remove 
and abate such nuisance or show that no nui­
sance in fact exists. Such showing shall be made 
by Filing a written statement that no nuisance 
exists. The statement shall be Filed with the City.

(b) The Mayor, upon written application by 
the owner within the thirty (30) day period after 
the notice has been served, may grant additional 
lime for the owner to effect the abatement of the

fiublic nuisance, provided that such extension is 
imited to a specific time period.

SECTION lOS. Appeal Procedures; Hearing,
(a) The owner or occupant of the property 

who has been served with a nonce pursuant to 
this Ordinance that a public nuisance exists and 
that it must be abated within thirty (30) days, 
may. within seven (7) calendar days after receipt 
of such notice, make a written demand of the 
City for a hearing on the question of whether a 
public nuisance in fact exists. The hearing shall 
beheld within seven (7)calendar days following 
receipt by the City of the written demand and at 
least two (2) days' notice of the hearing shall be 
gjven to the individual who made the written 
demand for the hearing.

(b)The hearing shallbe conducted by the City 
Council. TheCity Council may amend or modify 
the notice and/or order, or extend the lime for 
compliance with the Mayor's order by the owner 
by such a date as the majority of the Council may 
determine.

(c) The owner, agent of the owner, occupant 
or I ienholder, if any. of the subject property shall 
be given the opportunity to present evidence to 
the City Council in the course of the hearing.

(d) In those instances where the nui.sance has 
been abated by the City, the City Council shall 
have the discretion to waive the cost of abating 
a nuisance, in whole or in part, if, in the course 
of the hearing reviewing the decision, the City 
Council Finds that any of the following did not 
conform to the provisions of this Ordinance:
( I ) The notice to remove the nuisance;
(2) The work performed in abating the nuisance; 
or
(3) The computation of charges.

SECTION 106. Abatement by City.
(a) Should any public nuisance not be abated 

at the expiration of lime stated in the notice/ 
order or within such additional lime as the (Tity 
may grant, the City shall have the authority to 
enter upon the property and abate the public 
nuisance found thereon. In abating such nui­
sance, the City may go to whatever extent may 
be a c c e s s ^  to complete the abatement of the 
public nuisance and should it be practicable to 
salvage any material derived in the aforesaid 
abatement, the City may sell the salvaged mate­
rial at private or public sale at the best price 
obtainable and shall keep an accounting of the 
proceeds thereof.

(b) The proceeds, if any, obtained from the 
sale of any material salvaged as a result o f an 
abatement of a public nuisance by the City shall 
be deposited to the General Fund of the City and 
any diefleit between the amount so received and 
the cost of the abatement may be levied as an 
assessment against the pioperty in question by

the City Council and colleaed as any other 
as.sessment by the City; however, any other 
alternative collection method may be utilized 
by the City to recoup the deficit. Should the 
proceeds of the sale of such salvaged material 
exceed the cost of abatement, the surplus, if any, 
shall be paid to the owner of the property from 
which the public nuisance was abated when a 
proper claim to the excess is established.

(c) In abating a public nuisance, the Mayor 
may call upon any of the City departments or 
division for whatever assistance shall be deemed 
necessary or may by private contract cause the 
abatement of the public nuisance.

(d) The Mayor shall, after completing the 
removal and abatement, file a statement of costs 
with the City Secretary.

SECTION 107. Notice of Assessment; Ap­
peal of Charges.

(a) Upon receipt of the statement of costs 
from the Mayor, the City Secretary shall mail to 
the owner of the property upon which the public 
nuisance has been abated notice of the amounts 
set forth in tlie statement plus an additional 
amount sufFicient to defray the costs of the 
notice and sutmg that the City proposes to 
assess against the property the amount set forth 
in the notice and that objections to the proposed 
assessment must be made in writing and re­
ceived by the City Secretary within twenty (20) 
days from the date of mailing such notice. Upon 
the expiration of the twenty (20) day period, if 
no objections have been received by the City 
Secretary, the City Secretary shall enter that 
amount in the City liens docket which shall 
therefore constitute a lien against thp property.

(b) If objections of either the property owner 
or their representative are received by the City 
Secretary prior to the expiration of the twenty 
(20) day period, the City Secretary shall refer 
the matter to the Mayor for administrative re­
view.

(c) Upon conclusion of administrative re­
view, the Mayor shall make a written determi­
nation that the amount of the charges shall be 
canceled, reduced, or remain the same. A copy 
of this determination shall be furnished to the 
person making the objections together with a 
notice of such person's right to appeal to the City 
Council.

(d) If no appeal of a determination by the 
Mayor is Filed within the time period allowed, a 
copy of the determination will be furnished to 
the City Secretary who shall then enter a lien in 
the amount determined by the Mayor in the City 
liens docket as provided in subsection (a).

(e) If a timely appeal is received by the City 
Council, a hearing shall be scheduled and held 
on the matter. If, after the hearing, the City 
Council determines that the proposed assess­
ment does not comply with subKction (g) herein, 
the City Council shall so certify to the City 
Secietary and the proposed assessment shall be 
cancelled. If, after the hearing, it is determined 
that the proposed assessment or any part of it is 
proper and authori zed, the City Council shall so 
certify to the City Secretary who shall enter a 
lien in such amount as determined appropriate 
by the City Council, in the lien docket as pro­
vided in subsection (a).

(0  The determination of the City Council is a 
Final decision.

(g) (1) The Mayor, in administrative review, 
or the City Council, on appeal, may reduce or 
cancel a proposed assessment if it is determined 
that:

O') Any of the following did not conform to 
the provisions of this Ordinance:

(A) The notice to remove the nuisance; or
(B) The work performed in abating the nui­

sance: or
(C) The computation of charges; or
(ii)The owner of the property was eligible for

a waiver of costs under Section 109.
(2) The Department o f Public Health and 

Safety, in administrative review, or the Appeals 
Board, on appeal, may reduce a proposed as­
sessment by eliminating the civil penally por­
tion of the invoice if it is determined that:

(i) The current owner was not in possession 
of the property at the lime the notice required in 
Section 103 was posted; or

(ii) The owner did not receive the notice to 
remove the nuisance, did not have knowledge 
of the nuisance and could not, with the exercise 
of reasonable diligence, have had such knowl­
edge.

(h) If, after a lien has been entered in the 
docket of City liens, there is a written request of 
an owner who alleges that the owner did not 
receive notice of the proposed assessment, the 
City Secretary shall refer the matter for review 
pursuant to subsection (b).

(i) The lien may be cancelled or reduced by 
the Mayor, in administrative review, or the City 
(Touncil. on appeal, if it is determined that the 
owner did not receive notice of the proposed 
assessment, did not previously have knowledge 
of the lien or of the nuisance abatement work 
constilutiAg the basis of the lien, could not, in 
the exercise of reasonable care or diligence, 
have had such knowledge, and in addition, that 
the circumstances are such that a reduction or 
cancellation of the charges would have been 
appropriate had the matter been reviewed pur­
suant to this Section prior to assessment. Upon 
receipt of a certification from the City Council, 
pursuant to subsection (e), the City Secretary 
shall cancel or reduce the lien if required by the 
determination of the Mayor and/or City Coun­
cil.

SECTION 108. Personal Liability of Owner.
The person who is the owner of Um property 

at the time at which the notice requir^  under 
Section 103 of this Ordinance is posted shall be 
personally liable for the amount of the asaeu-

ment including all interest, civil penalties and 
other charges.

SECTION 109. Cost of Abatement; Low 
Income. Elderly Persons.

(a) Notwithstanding the other provisions of 
this Ordinance, the cost of abating a nuisance 
shall be waived for low income and elderly 
persons, if upon application it appears to the 
Mayor that the conditions set forth in subsec­
tion (b) are met.

(b) To be eligible for waiver of nuisance 
abatement costs a person must be classiFied as 
"low income" as defined by the U.S. Depart­
ment of Welfare, or

(c) Be more than 65 years of age and:
(1) A person living alone, w ho^ total in­

come for the preceding calendar year did not 
exceed one and one-naif (1-1/2) times the 
maximum amount a Social Security recipient 
at age 65 may ha ve earned in that year without 
having any tenefits withheld or

(2) The head of a household which house­
hold received a total income for the preceding 
calendar year that did not exceed two and one- 
quarter (2-1/4) times the maximum amount a 
Social ^curily  recipient at age 65 may have 
earned in that year without having any ben­
efits withheld.

(d) Additionally, all persons wishing to 
quality for waiverof nuisance abatement costs 
must:

( 1) Furnish proof of the age and/or income 
requirements set forth above in the manner 
and form designated by the Mayor,

(2) Must own, or be in the process of 
purchasing the property from which the nui­
sance is abated; and

(3) Be living on the property from which 
the nuisance is abated.

(e) The removal of the nuisance in question 
must have been required by the Mayor and the 
person requesting the waiver of costs must 
have been officially notified by the City to 
remove the nuisance.

(f) Applications for waiver of nuisance 
abatement costs shall be filed with the City 
Secretary, on forms supplied by the City, 
within ten (10) days after receipt of a notice to 
remove a nuisance or a work order notice 
unless the Mayor extends the time for good 
cause shown. All infotmation required to be 
given on such form shall be supplied and 
verified by the applicant.

(g) The maximum amount that may be 
waived under this Section for any one parcel 
of real property orany one person shall ^  Five 
hundred dollars ($5()0) per calendar year.

(h) No overhead charge or civil penalty 
shall be imposed for any real property for 
which a waiver, pursuant to this Section, shall 
have been approved.

SECTION 110. Overhead Charge, Civil 
Penalties.

(a) Whenever a nuisance is abated by the 
City, the Mayor shall keep an accurate ac­
count of all expenses incurred, including an 
overheadcharge of twenty-five percent(25%) 
for administration an a civil penalty of two 
hundred dollars ($200.00) for each nuisance 
abated.

(b) When the City has abated a nuisance
maintained by any owner of real property, for 
each subsequent nuisance that is ̂ a ted  by the 
City within two (2) consecutive calendar years 
concerning real property, owned by the same 
person, an additional civil penalty of fifty 
percent (50%), minimum of fifty dollars ($ ^ ) , 
of the cost of abatement shall added to the
costs, charges and civil penalties provided for 
in subsection (a). The civil penalty shall be 
imposed without regard to whether the nui­
sances abated by the City involve the same 
real p i ^ r t y  or are of the same chaacMT;

SECTION III.  Severability.
If any section, subsection, sentence, clause, 

phrase or portion of the Ordinance is for any 
reason held to be invalid or unconstitutional 
by the final decision of any court of competent 
jurisdiction, such decision shall not affect the 
validity of the remaining portions o f this Or­
dinance. The City Council declares that it 
would have adopted this Ordinance and each 
section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase, 
or portion thereof, despite the fact that any one 
or more section, subsection, sentence, clause, 
phrase, or portion would be declared invalid 
or unconsututional.

SECTION 112. Conflict.
All ordinances and parts of ordinances in 

force in the City of Detroit, Texas, which 
conflict with the terms and provisions o f this 
ordinance are hereby repealed insofar as they 
conflict with this ordinance, but ill other 
portions of said ordinance shall remain in full 
force and effect.

SECTION 113. Misdemeanor for Viola­
tion.

Any person permitting the existence of a 
public nuisance or violating any of the provi­
sions of this ordinance shall be deemed guilty 
ofa misdemeanor and upon conviction thereof 
shall be fined in a sum not to exceed one 
thousand dollars ($l,(X)0.00) and a separate 
offense shall be deemed committed upon each 
day during or on which a violation occurs or 
continues.

SECTION 114. Effective Dale.
The fact that the present ordinances and 

regulations of the City of Detroit. Texas are 
in^equate to properly safeguard the health, 
safety, morals, peace and general welfare of 
the inhabiunu of the City of Detroit, Texas 
cfcates an emergency for the immediate pres- 
drvation of the public business, pioperty,

mercial trucks on city streets in residential 
areas and restricting parking in residential 
areas within the City Limits of the DCity orf 
Bogata, Texas; prescribing a penalty for viola­
tion hereof; repealing all ordxinances or parts 
of ordinances in conflict hereewith; providing 
for an effective date of September 16, 2000, 
and providing for a savings clause.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY 
COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF 

BOGATA. TEXAS:
SECTION I. It shall be unlawful for any 

person to operate, access, drive upon, or use 
any truck tractor, trailer, semi-trailer, bus. or 
any commercial motor vehicle with a rated 
capacity of one and one-half tons, or greater, 
on residential streets within the city limits in 
the City of Bogata. Texas.

This section shall not apply to the following 
named roadways within the city limits of 
Bogata, Texas:

Texas State Highway 37; U.S. Highway 
271; Business Route 2'7l; Gable Street; Mt. 
Vernon Drive; Halesboro Street; Clarksville 
Street; Texas Farm To Market Road 909.

This section shall not appi y to a truck tractor 
if the trailer is disconnected and the owner/ 
operator Ls in route to their residence and the 
vehicle is parked on private property.

This section shall not apply of the vehicle is 
in route to a commercial destination as de­
scribed and defined in Section 2 of this ordi­
nance.

SECTION 2. It shall be unawful for any 
person to lea ve, park or stand any truck tractor, 
trailer, semi-trailer, bus or any commercial 
motor vehicle with a rated capacity of one and 
one-half tons, or greater, on residential streets 
within the city limits in the City of Bogata, 
Texas.

This section shall not prevent the parking or 
standing of the above described vehicles in 
such areas for the purpose of expeditiously 
loading and unloading of passengers, freight 
or merchandise: and provided this section shall 
not apply to street construction, maintenance 
and repair equipment, trucks, trailers and 
vehicles used by public service utility compa­
nies engaged in repairing or extending public 
utilities; and motor buses when taking on or 
dischvging passengers at customary bus stops.
