Jerald, 
for many years and has been involved in farming and ranching all ot his 
adult life. He owned and operated a gas station in Bogata and later worked 
for Ed Williams at his station. Jake has an outgoing personality and a gotxi 
sense of humor. Some of his friends may not know the Jake who served his 
country during World War II.

J.C. “Jake” Smith
The following article is taken from 

Martha Sue Stroud's hook "For Love 
o f Country".

J.C. “Jake" Smith was born July 
1, 1921 in Red River County. His 
parents were Oscar and Norie Patton 
Smith and he was one often children. 
He married Margaret Barton and they 
have tw o ch ild ren . Sherry and 
Donnie. The Smiths make their home 
in Bogata. He visited with us and 
said:

“I enlisted in the Army on June 22, 
1942 and was sent to Camp Wal lace, 
Texas. My basic training as a Medic 
was at Camp Barkley in Abilene. My 
job was to drive an ambulance to an 
aid station and back to the general 
hospital. From there, I went by train 
to Ft. Lewis, W ashington, Camp 
Pickett. Virginia, Ft. Dix, New Jer­
sey and New York. We boarded the 
USS Monticello, an Italian luxury 
liner that had been in the harfxrr when 
the war started. It was converted to a 
troop carrier. The trip overseas was 
a rough one that lasted eight days. 
When we were at sea three days, we 
heard depth charges exploding. Later 
we learned that a ship had sunk with 
many lives lost. We were in a large 
convoy going to Africa where I 
served as a Medic. My outfit set up a 
ho.spital outside Algiers in a cork for­
est. Most all the patients went back 
to a town where hospitals had been 
set up in some buildings that had been 
schools. Then I became a part of the 
53rd Amphibious, 3337th Ordinance 
Truck Company. My training for this 
was at Oran, Afrioca and I drove a 2 
1/2 ton amphibious truck u.sed for 
delivering supplies, equipment and 
personnel to the coast. This truck was 
called a “duck” because it ran on land 
or sea. It could land on the beach and 
keep going. Since there were no 
dcx;ks, the ships might be five miles 
out so those “ducks” would be used 
to go back and forth.

From Africa, we participated in the 
invasion of Gelo, Sicily. We were 
figh ting  under G eneral George 
Patton, and it took us about 28 days 
to take it. On our second trip into Sic­

ily, the ship was out about three 
miles. The “duck” sank about 3(X) 
yards from shore. Luckily, we had on 
life preservers, and the tide took us 
in. Shells were hitting all around us, 
but this did keep the sharks away. 
Here we were attached to the 3rd 
Division. Then it was on to Italy with 
the 36th Division. We went through 
Italy, Southern France and Belgium 
and then on to Germany. We took 
river crossing training before cross­
ing the Rhine River. The Rhine was 
not as big as I thought it would be. 
After we crossed, we used pack 
saddles on mules to carry the big guns 
up in the mountains. We ate K-rations 
and C-rations and lots of times set 
them on the truck muffler to heat 
them. Our division did a lot. We were 
attached to Scottish and British out­
fits. After Patton went back to the 
U.S., we were under Gen. Mark 
Clark. Everyone liked Patton, and 
when he slapped that boy, it was be­
cause the boy was shell shiK'ked. We 
didn’t make it to Berlin, but we did 
see Hitler’s summer retreat. After the 
war ended, there were lots of Ger­
man refugees that had to be sent back 
to replacement centers to be sorted 
out."

Jake served in Algeria-French 
M orocco, N ap les-F ogg ia ,
N orm andy, N orthern  F rance, 
Rhineland, Ardennes and Central 
Europe. He came back to the states 
on the USS John Hopkins, a liberty 
ship. It quit running twice before they 
landed in Baltimore and a tug boat 
finally had to pull them in. He was 
discharged at the Separation Center, 
IGMR, Pennsylvania on October 8, 
1945. He was awarded a Good Con­
duct Medal and European-African- 
Middle Eastern Service Medal with 
seven Bronze Stars.

There are stories o f many other 
local senicemen in Martha's hook. 
She donated a hook to the Bogaa Li- 
brary/Museum. The library is open 
Fridays from 10 a.m. to 4 p.m and 
10 a.m. to 2 p.m. on Saturday. You 
are welcome to come in and check 
the book out.

Q: Ive heard about disabled vet­
erans getting extra money for their 
families. I have two children at 
honw. Can I get an increaK in my 
disability pay?

A: Disabled veterans can receive 
extra money from the Department 
of Veterans Affairs (VA) for family 
members. There are several rules

K t j t L r  *3
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make the required payments, VA is 
legally obligated to turn the debts 
over to the Treasury Department, 
which then withholds the money 
from other federal payments.

Among the sources from which 
money can be withheld are income 
u x  refunds and federal retired pay 
Social Security withholdings began 
this year. Veterans will always re­
ceive the first $750 of each months 
Social Security payment. Only 15 
percent of the amount greater than 
$750 can be withheld. Veterans will
be notified several times before an A  
withholdings are made. People ca^r
avoid the withholding by voluntar­
ily settling their debts.

Q: Does VA provide health care 
for veterans with AIDS?

A: Veterans with HIV (the Human 
Immonunodeficiency Virus) and 
AIDS (Acquired Immune Deficiency 
Syndrome) are treated like veterans 
with any other health problem.

All are eligible to enroll in VAs 
health-care system. They may have 
to make co-payments for treatments 
and medication unless they qualify 
for VA disability compensation or 
their income falls below a certain 
level known as the means-test thresh­
old.

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Happy Easter everyone! With 
Easter just a few days away, I thought 
you might like to try some of these 
egg recipes. Not only will they be 
great for the kids, but you can also 
use up some ofthose hard boiled eggs 
that are left over!

Before we get started though, here 
are some things you might not know 
about Easter!

Easter falls on the first Sunday on 
or following the Spring Equinox af­
ter the full moon. The date has been 
calculated in this way since 325 A.D.

Lambs, chicks and baby creatures 
are all assexiated with Spring, sym­
bolizing a new life.

Since ancient times, many cultures 
have associated eggs with the uni­
verse. They have been dyed, deco­
rated and painted by Romans, Gaul's 
Persians and the Chinese. They were 
used in Spring festivals to represent 
the rebirth of life. As Christianity 
took hold, the egg began to symbol­
ize the rebirth of man rather than 
nature.

Polish folktales tells of the Virgin 
Mary giving eggs to soldiers at the 
cross as she pleaded with them to be 
merciful. As her tears dropped they 
spattered droplets on the eggs mot­
tling them with a myriad of colors.

The Faberge egg is the best known 
o f all the decorated eggs. Peter 
Faberge made intricate, delicately 
decorated eggs. In 1883, the Russian 
Czar commissioned Faberge to make 
a special egg for his wife.

During the 4th century,consuming 
eggs during Lent became taboo. 
However, Spring is the peak egg lay­
ing time for hens, so people began to 
cook eggs in their shells to pre.serve 
them. Eventually people began to 
decorate them and hiding them for 
children to find during Easter! This 
gave birth to the Easter Egg Hunt.

Other egg-related games also evolved 
like egg tossing and egg rolling.

The Easter Bunny, is a cute little 
rabbit that hides eggs to find on Eas­
ter. In the rites of Spring, the rabbit 
symbolizes fertility. In a German 
b(K)k, 1682, a tale is told of a bunny 
laying eggs and hiding them in the 
garden.

The Easter bonnet and ne w c lothes 
for Easter symbolizes the end of a 
dreary winter and the beginning of 
the fresh, new Spring. At the run of 
the century, it was popular to stroll to 
church on Sunday with your family 
and home again to "show o f f  their 
Sunday best.

The Easter Basket shows roots in a 
Catholic custom. Bakets filled with 
breads, cheeses, hams and other foods 
for Easter dinner were taken to mass 
on Easter morni ng to be blessed. This 
evolved into baksets filled with 
chocolate eggs. Jellybeans, toys, 
stuffed bunnies and other "goodies" 
for children to be left behind by the 
Easter Bunny.

Hope you have enjoyed these little 
tidbits and the recipes and we will 
see you in the kitchen!

Rice Cereal Eggs 
1 cup powdered sugar
1 cup peanut butter
2 cups rice cereal
2 tablespoons vegetable oil 
dash vanilla
