F inally , a t a green and 
m urky swimming pool en­
closed by a metal surround, 
flashlights revealed w hat all of 
us hud hoped and prayed 
w o u ld n 't come to ligh t. 
Kveryone's worst fears were 
realized. A child, practically a 
haby, was gone from  this 
world.

A young man went into the 
dark water and with a rever­
ence and compassion I have 
never w itnessed before 
brought the cold, tiny b(»dy 
out.

Instead of putting the little 
hoy down he simply stood 
there, cradling him to his chest. 
Kvery motion, every attitude 
<»f this m an 's body was a 
prayer. Mis grief, his compas­
sion, his love, was as palpable 
as a shining light. His agony 
reflected that of everyone 
there.

Fire fighters went fur a blan­
ket while paramedics checked 
and rechecked for what they 
knew wasn't there...a sign of 
life. Tenderly and carefully this 
child was w rapped in the blan­
ket. N'eteran law officers, para­
medics, fire fighters and citi­
zens wept nr simply stood with 
bowed heads.

As word spread the sounds 
of weepingdid too. People who 
had never seen this little boy 
grieved for and with his fam- 
ily.

We were united in a com­
mon grief, a shared sorrow.

In the midst of such tragedy 
It is, perhaps, a comfort to re­
alize that in those moments 
humanity was as beautiful as it 
can ever be. Within great loss 
is once again the less<m we are 
shown over and over...the les­
son of hope that we can be 
better...that we are truly ca­
pable of greatness.

Dear Editor,
On the night of Tuesday, April 17, 

2001, we at Red River Healthcare 
had some distrubing excitment. At 
supper time, we discovered we were 
missing one of our residents. He had 
last been seen sitting on the front 
porch which was his usual routine. 
He had never been known to leave 
the facility grounds before. After a 
thorough search of the building was 
unsuccessful, we knew we needed 
more help. At this point, the local 
police was notified. As well as police 
assistance, our local Fire & Rescue 
team responded also. They quickly 
established a command center and 
coordinated teams to search. As the 
public became aware of our problem, 
the response was immediate and 
heartwarming. All told there were 
pproximately 160 searchers and 9 
responding communities. We had 
private citizens, off duty staff, fire­
men and their wives, and ItKal radio 
stations helping. These folks used 
their own vehicles and stayed for the 
duration. One of the searchers had 
recently been hospitalized with a heart 
problem and when concern for him 
being there was voiced, his response 
was. "We have to find this man". Our 
story did have a happy ending. Two 
hours and forty minutes after he was 
discovered missing, our resident was 
found. He hud managed to walk ap­
proximately a mile where he slipped 
on some gravel and fell down. A 
Talco citizen found him. He had mi­
nor abrasions and bruises and was 
taken to ETMC Clarksville via am­
bulance and later returned to the fa­
cility. While we would have been just 
as worried over any resident, this 
particular one was one of our favor­
ites and we were frantic to find him. 
AS always, God was watching out. 
The temperature had just begun to 
drop and night was coming when he 
was discovered.

During this type of crisis in long 
term care we have to notify state 
investigators and our corporate 
people. They were all amazed when 
we told them of the wonderful public 
response our emergency generated. 
Most of these people don't live in 
small towns and can't appreciate the 
things we here take for granted. How 
wonderful it is to be allowed to live in 
a small town.

Please accept our heartfelt thanks 
and gratitude for coming to help us in 
our time of need. Once again Bogata 
has been validated as a community of 
love.

Legislature rallies for victim compensation
Three statewide Texas crime vic­

tim advocacy organizations, Texans 
For Equal Justice, People Against 
Violent Crime, and Justice for All, are 
rallying together in the hope of pre­
venting victims of violent crime from 
being further robbed of compensa­
tion funds by the Texas Legislature.

In 19X9 the people of Texas spoke 
loudly w hen they passed by a 73 per­
cent margin, an amendment to the 
Texas Constitution that would guar­
antee basic rights to Texans who be­
come victimized by violent crime. 
In 1997, Texas passed a measure to 
constitutionally protect the Texas 
Crime Victims' Compensation Fund 
to prevent it from being allocated for 
purposes other than that of provid­
ing compensation and assistance to 
victims of violent crime.

During the 76th Texas Legislature, 
$1.4 million dollars of Crime Vic­
tims' Compensation Funds were ap­
propriated to the Texas Department 
of Criminal Justice to fund Battering 
Intervention and Prevention Pro­
grams (BIPP). BIPP programs are 
most often administered by local do­
mestic violence programs. BIPPs 
include counseling for offenders who 
batter to teach them a nonviolent 
life.style in the hope of lessening 
rev ictim ization o f their victim s. 
While this is a worthy effort, fund­
ing these programs with Crime Vic­
tims' Compensation(CVC) Funds is 
clearly a violation of the Texas Con­
stitution. The Texas Constitution and 
related statutes clearly defines a vic­
tim of a violent crime and spells out 
the purposes for which CVC funds 
can be used.
