With the Memorial Holiday com­
ing up and graduation and cookouts 
planned for various occasions, sev­
eral have contacted me for some reci­
pes for these events.

So I have included some dips and 
punch recipes that you might like. 
But first here is a little history about 
Memorial Day you might not know.

Memorial Day is in observance of 
our Veteran soldiers who died in 
battle for our country. Three years 
after the Civil War ended on May 5, 
IS68, the head of an organization of 
former Union soldiers and sailors, 
The Grand Army of the Republic 
(GAR), established Decoration Day. 
This is a day for the nation to deco­
rate graves of the war dead with flow­
ers. Major General John A. Logan 
declared it .sould be May 30. The first 
observance was held that year at Ar­
lington National Cemetery, across 
from the Potomac from Washington, 
D C. The cemetery already held the 
remains of 20,000 Union dead and 
several hundred Confederate dead.

By the end of the 19th century. Me­
morial Day ceremonies wre being 
held onMay 30, throughout the na­
tion. State legislatures passes proc­
lamations designating the day. The 
•Army and Navy adopted regulations

If Spot never seems to come 
when you call, obedience class may 
not be the answer.

The dog may be suffering from a 
hearing problem and could be deaf 
in one or both ears, and certain 
breeds of dog are more prone to ac­
quire a hearing problem.

Researchers at the College of 
Veterinary Medicine at Texas A&M 
University are currently investigat­
ing a common problem of deafness 
in popular breeds such as

Dalmatians and English Setters. 
Dr. Keith Murphy, a geneticist in 
veterinary pathobiology, began the 
study on genetic canine deafness in 
1999. "Our major goal is to under­
stand the basis for hereditary deaf­
ness in certain breeds, and use that 
information to reduce the preva­
lence or even prevent future deaf 
offspring," Murphy said.

Murphy and his team of re­
searchers have discovered that deaf­
ness in Dalmatians and English Set­
ters does not follow a simple pat­
tern of inheritance.

To solve the mystery of why ap­
proximately 30 percent of Dalma­
tians and 14 percent of English Set­
ters are bom deaf in one ear or both 
ears, the researchers must first iden­
tify the genes responsible for the 
problem.

"We don't know what exactly we 
are going to find, so we are study­
ing the entire canine genome," 
Murphy said.

To complete the project, re­
searchers have collected informa­
tion on 75 Dalmatians and 30 En­
glish Setters from across the United 
States. Murphy hopes to identify 
the inherited deafness genes by us­
ing a painless hearing test and col­
lecting pedigree information on 
each dog.

The Texas A6tM researchers are 
especially interested in collecting 
more data on English Setters with 
bilateral or imilateral deafness.
