Woman killed in 
head-on collision

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Cotton prices to remain 
flat heading into 2015 

due to large supply

BRYAN - Cotton prices are projected to remain flat 
heading into 2015 as China continues to hold large 
supphes of cotton and consumption rates remain low, 
according to a Texas A&M AgriLife Extension Service 
cotton economist in College Station.

Dr. John Robinson gave a cotton outlook presenta­
tion at the 26thTexas Plant Protection Association 
Conference in Bryan recently.

“The cotton market is not booming as yarn prices 
remain flat,” Robinson said. “We’re not in a recession, 
but in a period of low growth and modest consump­
tion. We don’t see anything that would pull up cotton 
prices in the near term.”

Robinson said speculative fimds have been swinging 
from net short to neutral, and cotton futures have just 
hung in there around 60 cents.

Consequently, cotton has been ranging in the mid to 
upper 60s, he said.

For now, Chinese pohcy is one of the major influenc- 
ers of the market, Robinson said.

“That, and the fact that more of the Chinese new 
crop cotton and reserves are getting used by China 
rather than buying U.S. exports continues to weigh 
heavily on market prices,” he said.

“If you have cotton in the loan, I would think about 
selling it and maybe use a call option strategy,” he 
said. "The end of the year carryover is projected to be 
more than 4 miUion bales. That’s more than enough 
cotton to fulfill demand.”

The 2015 outlook has projections of 15 nuUion to 16 
milhon bales produced in the U.S., he said.

“We will stiU plant plenty of acres despite projec­
tions of fewer planted acres,” Robinson said. “At least 
15 milhon bales of production is projected for 2015.1 
don’t see any reason for new crop prices to be higher 
than old crop prices.”

Meanwhile, during the association’s awards luncheon, 
the Norman Borlaug Lifetime Achievement Award was 
given posthumously to the family of Dr. Tom Cothren, 
a longtime Texas A&M AgriLife plant physiologist. Co­
thren came to Texas A&M in 1982 after serving on the 
faculty at the University of Arkansas.

He received many honors during his years of teach­
ing and research, including FeUow of American Society 
of Agronomy, FeUow of Crop Science Society of Amer­
ica, Outstanding Research Award in Cotton Physiology 
and the Special Achievement Award for Teaching from 
Texas A&M. He also served on the Faculty Senate at 
Texas A&M.

Texas A&M students were also weU represented in 
the poster competition. First place was graduate stu­
dent Kate HarreU from the department of entomology. 
Graduate student Kevin Cox from the department of 
plant pathology and microbiology was second place.

FSA announces new yield data for safety net CcQculations

WASHINGTON, D.C.
- U.S. Department of 
Agriculture Farm Service 
Agency Administrator Val 
Dolcini offered farm­
ers new information to 
update program payment 
yields that will help them 
better select protections 
offered by the Agricul­
tural Risk Coverage (ARC) 
and Price Loss Coverage 
(PLC) programs. The new 
programs, estabhshed by 
the 2014 Farm Bill, are 
cornerstones of the com­
modity farm safety, of­
fering farmers protection 
when market forces cause 
substantial drops in crop 
prices and revenues.

“The Farm Bill provided 
landowners with the op­
tion of updating their farm 
program payment yields. 
This is the first time that 
many producers have been 
able to update yields since

1986,” said Dolcini. “We’ve 
worked with the Risk Man­
agement Agency to make 
available certified yield 
data that producers can 
use to better calculate how 
the new safety net pro­
grams can offer the best 
protection against market 
swings.”

Producers can check 
with their local FSA 
county office to see if 
data is available for them. 
This data belongs to the 
producer and only the 
producer associated with 
the crop insurance re­
cords be provided this 
service. Updating yield his­
tory or reallocating base 
acres can occur until Feb. 
27, 2015.

FSA also issued a re­
minder that from Nov. 17, 
2014, to March 31, 2015, 
producers will make a 
one-time election of either 
ARC or PLC for the 2014 
through 2018 crop years.

For more information, 
producers are encouraged 
to make an appointment 
to go into their local FSA 
county office. To find a 
local FSA coimty office, 
visit www.offices.usda.gov. 
Additional information on 
the new programs is avail­
able at www.fsa.usda.gov/ 
arc-plc.

Youth learn science, life skills through 4-H robotics programs

DALLAS- Mark Janecka, 
15, of Georgetown 4-H, is 
doing something people 
wouldn’t typically associ­
ate with a 4-H project - he 
is building and program­
ming his own robot.

Janecka is using a Lego 
Mindstorms kit as part 
of a distance-learning 
project made available 
through Texas 4-H, which 
is administered by the 
Texas A&M AgriLife Exten­
sion Service, an agency of 
the Texas A&M University 
System. “I’ve been involved 
in model rocketry through 
4-H for a while now, but I 
wanted to try robotics be­
cause I’m interested in that 
too,” he said. “I wanted to 
know more about both of 
them for a possible career 
in aerospace, robotics or 
some sort of engineering.”

“I’ve always enjoyed 
building and program­
ming things and plan to 
continue working with 
robots and getting more 
experience with them,” he 
said. “I’m even on the new 
(state) 4-H Robotics Advi­
sory Committee.”

Introducing young people 
to robotics teaches them 
skills related to science, 
technology, engineering 
and mathematics, as well 
as important hfe skills, said

It’s been a few weeks 
since I was able to contrib­
ute an article in our local 
paper so I thought I would 
kind of jump back in here 
and do it again. We have 
all been pretty busy with 
the hohday season and so 
far it’s been a great fall 
and winter here in Texas.
I wish I could say as much 
for the rest of the country. 
We have aU seen the news 
and if you watch the briefs 
of the police killing “in­
nocent” people coming out 
of New York and Missouri 
with the fallout spread­
ing across the nation, one 
might start beheving cM- 
hzation is crashing down 
around us.

It seems you cannot turn 
on the TV or open a news­
paper any more without 
experiencing some tale of 
the overreacting, power 
abusing, trigger happy, 
racist pohce out looking to 
beat or shoot an innocent 
citizen. I can not tell you 
all cops are fault free, but 
I can tell you. I’ve been a 
pohce officer going on 27 
years and have worked 
with and met a lot of po­
hce officers. Of all the of­
ficers I have known, none 
fit in the category as being 
depicted in the news.

Yes, there are racial

issues in our society but 
those issues are not shade 
specific, neither is ha­
tred, nor ignorance. But 
it makes for good news, 
builds ratings and sells TV 
time. I don’t care how dark 
or hght a person’s skin is, 
if we all f ^  of our tri­
cycles and skin our knees, 
we aU bleed the same red 
juices.

I grew up in an era where 
Andy Griffith kept peace 
while never wearing a gun, 
Reed and Malloy patroUed 
the Streets of LA. protect­
ing the city, and Sgt Joe 
Friday always got the bad 
guy on Dragnet. The pohce 
officer was always the 
hero of the day, solving 
disputes, keeping children 
from harm, saving httle 
old ladies from purse 
snatchers and protect­
ing society from the bad 
guys. We sthl do ah that 
^ong with being special­
ized investigators, forensic 
scientist, 3 a.m. family 
cotmselors, the shoulder 
to cry on, local bah coach, 
big brother and often sur­
rogate parent.

Yes, sometimes incidents 
do occur thrusting an offi­
cer into a situation of less 
desirable circumstances. 
During these situations 
officers are sometimes 
forced to take extreme 
action, either to protect 
society or themselves.

The unfortunate side of 
the job is that undesirable 
circumstances do occur, 
with httle time to plan out 
options, resulting in less 
than desirable results.

I always beheved the job 
of a pohce officer was an 
honorable profession. I 
sthl do.

I have never encountered 
the pohce officer who 
looked forward to shoot­
ing anyone. That is the last 
nightmare anyone of us 
would want to experience 
or hve with. Life is too 
short and precious and we 
only have one shot at it. 
The goal is to do the best 
we can. We didn’t become 
pohce officers for the 
great 9-5 work hours, the 
higher than average pay, 
the excitement of getting 
to know ah the obnoxious 
drunks or the opportunity 
of getting to drive reaUy 
fast cars with really cool 
hghts. OK, maybe the 
fast car and reahy cool 
hght thing played a part 
in it, but the truth is stih 
simply, sometimes, on oc­
casion, a situation pres­
ents itself where a pohce 
officer finds himself in 
the position of intervening 
in a crisis and his actions 
makes someone’s hfe a 
httle better. Sometimes 
we even get to save that 
hfe and that makes it ah 
worth it.

the acts themselves or the story about six months
irresponsible rhetoric that 
fohowed that incited his 
irrational anger, the man 
chose to gun down two 
good cops this weekend.

His actions weren’t based 
on getting justice. He was 
seeking revenge. AU he did 
was exacerbate the prob­
lem.

Now ah pohce across the 
country are forced to be 
on high alert because that 
incident reminds them that 
any one of them could be­
come a victim at any time.

Guess what. That was 
always true.

The situation may be 
worse today than it was 
three months ago, but 
when a Butler County 
(Kansas) deputy was shot 
during a simple traffic 
stop on Labor Day 2013, 
that had nothing to do 
with race relations or 
rhetoric. Every day when a 
pohce officer reports for 
duty, they know that the 
possibihty exists that very 
bad things could happen 
to them - sometimes for 
no reason at ah.

Stih they continue to put 
on the uniform and head

after my career began 
where a cop was accused 
of a sexual offense. But aU 
cops aren’t sexual offend­
ers. Some cops break the 
law. But aU cops aren’t 
lawbreakers.

They are human. They 
feel fear. Some faU prey to 
temptation. Some also per­
form heroic acts that most 
of us would never consider 
attempting.

Cops aren’t superheroes.
That’s why 1 have a prob­

lem with MSNBC’s cover­
age of the execution of two 
good cops this weekend.

They talk about pohcing 
Gotham City. Obviously, 
this reference is to the 
city patrolled by Batman. 
Batman isn’t coming to 
save the day. There are no 
superheroes to save us, or 
the pohce.

To turn New York City 
into Gotham City and hy to 
make officers into superhe­
roes changes perceptions in 
important ways. The pohce 
are hard-worl^g, well- 
meaning people who try to 
prevent crimes or at least 
catch the people who com­
mit them. They don’t have

superpowers to help thern 
do that.

I’m sure if they were 
giving out second chances, 
Darren Wilson would have 
shot the Michael Brown in 
the legs knowing that he 
didn’t have a firearm. I’m 
sure if they could dial back 
the clock, the officers in 
New York City would have 
ahowed the man struggling 
to breathe to sit up and 
catch his breath.
.But there aren’t any sec­

ond chance dealers around 
here.

All we can do is allow 
these bitter pills to work 
their way through the sys­
tem. Justice is not always 
served. The good guys 
don’t always win.

If you are looking for a 
perfect world, you’ll need 
to move along.

If a law needs to be 
passed or a policy enacted 
to prevent future incidents, 
then by all means, get it 
done.

But rhetoric and riots 
don’t solve problems.

They only serve to fan 
the flames of fury until 
they burn out of control.

It is time for our leaders 
to restore peace.

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Weather Whys
Q: How does the jet stream affect the weather 
where I live?

A: The strength of the jet stream enables it to push 
weather systems from one area to another, thereby 
greatly affecting the weather where you live, making 
some places stormy and giving others extended pe­
riods of fair weather, says Brent McRoberts of Texas 
A&M. Because the jet stream winds are greatly af­
fected by mountains and oceans, their movement is 
not always a uniform west to east direction. “They of­
ten contain arcs or dips, creating what meteorologists 
call troughs and ridges. Since the jet stream usually 
separates warmer air to its south, extended spells of 
warm or cold weather can be caused by jet stream 
patterns, too. There is still a lot of research being 
done on the jet stream, but we do know that it may 
stretch for thousands of miles around the world."

TxDOT reminding Texans 
risks of drinking and driving

AUSTIN- The Texas Department of Transportation 
reminds motorists that law enforcement will be out in 
force on New Year’s Eve and New Year’s Day in an effort 
to reduce crashes and discourage drunk driving.

“The New Year’s Eve holiday has historically been a 
dangerous time on our roadways,” said TxDOT Executive 
Director LtGen Joe Weber, USMC (Ret). “Texans should 
plan ahead for a sober ride or risk suffering the conse­
quences. Drunk driving will not be tolerated in Texas.”

TxDOT’s annual Hohday Impaired Driving Campaign 
began Dec. 1 and nms through New Year’s Day to pro­
mote the importance of planning for a sober ride. The 
campaign coincides with an increase in law enforcement 
patrols aimed at reducing the number of impaired driv­
ing crashes in Texas during the hohday season. Numer­
ous law enforcement agencies throughout the state also 
will implement no-refusal initiatives

Drivers arrested for DWI can face jah time and up to 
$17,000 in court costs and legal fees. The legal limit 
for intoxication in Texas is .08 blood or breath alcohol 
concentration (BAC).

During last year’s New Year’s hohday (from 6 p.m. 
on Dec. 31 to midnight on Jan. 1), there were 218 DUI 
alcohol-related traffic crashes in Texas resulting in 
10 fatahties and 76 injuries (both incapacitating and 
non-incapacitating). These DUI alcohol-related fatahties 
marked an increase of 25 percent from the previous New 
Year’s hohday.

Other TxDOT efforts to curb impaired driving include 
parmering with the National Safety Council and some 
of the state’s largest employers to promote the safe 
and sober message; working with the Texas Hospitahty 
Association and Texas Alcohohc Beverage Commission 
to distribute sober ride materials in stores and venues 
where alcohol is solH

The year 2014 has been 
anything but imeventful, 
but it should be noted that 
our report card isn’t look­
ing too good.

After careful review, 
and some help from the 
work of “The Newsroom” 
creator Aaron Sorkin, I 
have concluded that we, 
the media, bear most of 
the blame.

We have failed to do our 
jobs effectively in the man­
ner prescribed by the U.S. 
Constitution.

These days, we are more 
like drug peddlers and 
campaign spokesmen than 
journalists.

It’s the same story - the 
conservative media hates 
President Obama and his 
merry band of liberals, 
while left-wing news organi­
zations rail against the GOP.

Those who don’t faU to 
the extreme right or left 
typically allow ratings to 
dictate how they will spin 
their stories.

It wasn’t always like this.
News stories are now 

menu items, and dollars 
dictate what is newswor­
thy, what is covered and 
how it is covered. Whether 
you get your news from a 
TV network, newspaper, 
magazine or website, ev­
eryone falls somewhere on 
the political spectrum.

If you’re angry with 
someone, you wouldn’t 
seek advice from his or 
her close friend or rela­
tive, so why would you get 
your news from a source 
that doesn’t mirror your 
political, rehgious and 
philosophical views, espe­
cially when you’d rather 
be patronized than given a 
truthful assessment?

But finding objectivity is 
the rub, as reporters who 
resist the urge to editori­
alize in news stories are 
slowly going the way of 
the 8-track player.

Because let’s face it, who 
REALLY wants fair and 
balanced - if there really is 
such a thing? The straight 
news story, which doesn’t 
always involve a scandal, 
a murder or some type of 
negativity, can be boring.

Using our national 
discourse as a yard stick, 
most news is boring unless 
the storyteller can con­
vince the reader or viewer 
of which side is right and 
which is wrong.

But our job is not to en­
tertain - it is to inform.

At some point, some

charlatan had the bright 
idea that the two would 
make a profitable hybrid. 
And then came the tech­
nological boom of the 21st 
century.

The ^gital crack pipes 
we carry around in our 
pockets deliver everything 
from email and social net­
working to games, music, 
video and TV. While we 
once rehed on the eve­
ning news and the daily 
newspapier, news is now 
disserninated in myriad 
forms, many of which are - 
at unrehable at best.

Those of us who con­
tinue to fight the good 
fight are faced with tight 
budgets, causing the qual­
ity and quantity of our 
coverage to suffer.

We do what we have to 
do, but we don’t do it for 
the money, and we certain­
ly don’t do it for the acco­
lades. We are often pariahs 
in our own communities, 
because we either don’t do 
enough or go too far when 
we do.

And that is a good thing, 
because at least our com­
munities care enough to 
complain. A critical com­
munity is better than an 
indifferent one. Criticism 
is support, whether you 
reahze it or not.

The media serves the 
general pubhc, but can­
not be controlled by it. It 
seems paradoxical, but it 
really isn’t.

I, for one, am not ready 
to give up on my chosen 
profession, which the First 
Amendment names and 
protects specifically.

Thomas Jefferson once 
said, “Were it left to me 
to decide whether we 
should have a govern­
ment without newspapers, 
or newspapers without a 
government, I should not 
hesitate a moment to pre­
fer the latter.”

A former colleague 
of mine once said that 
freedom of the press only 
exists for the man who 
owns one. I disagree, as 
the owner is as beholden 
to revenue as his employ­
ees. I just hope that as we 
usher in 2015, our nation 
will once again embrace 
the beauty of a free and 
fair press, both of which 
have been lost to dollars 
and a lack of sense.

Ponder that!
