Trial raising  
security  
concerns

STEPHENVILLE- Erath 
County residents who 
have been summoned 
for jury duty in the trial 
of Eddie Routh have 
nothing to fear. Sheriff 
Tommy Bryant said last 
week.

“Jurors need to 
know that they will be 
absolutely safe,” he 
said. “We have been 
working on security for 
months.”

Some jurors have 
reportedly contacted 
the courthouse say­
ing they are worried 
about their safety 
following a threaten­
ing phone call made 
to the Stephenville 
Empire-Tribune last 
week. Investigators 
subpoenaed the E-T’s 
phone records and are 
trying to find out the 
source of the call.

Though county of­
ficials are treating it as 
a serious threat, they 
also say calls like this 
are not uncommon 
given the notoriety of 
the case.

Routh is accused of 
killing Chris Kyle and 
Chad Littlefield at a 
gun range at Rough 
Creek Lodge in Febru­
ary 2013. Jury selec­
tion is set to begin on 
February 9.

Bryant said bomb 
technicians, DPS troop­
ers and Stephenville 
police will be on hand 
during the duration of 
the trial. There is also a 
command center with 
surveillance inside and 
outside the courthouse.

“Several days before 
the trial even begins 
we will be conducting 
searches throughout 
the courthouse looking 
for anything suspi­
cious,” Bryant said.

Jurors who are se­
lected will be escorted 
by security to and 
from the courthouse 
every day once the trial 
begins.

STEPHENVILLE- The 
trial of Eddie Ray Routh, 
the accused killer of 
Chris Kyle and Chad 
Littlefield, is set to begin 
on February 11 and is 
budgeted for close to one 
million dollars. The trial 
is to be held at the Erath 
County Courthouse and 
is expected to last two 
weeks.

“It costs a lot of money 
to do a trial like this,” 
said County Judge Tab 
Thompson. “We budget­
ed close to one miUion 
dollars for this trial. You 
never know when you 
start how much you need 
or will end up spending.”

This budget is for aU 
trial expenses including 
court appointed attor­
neys, security, expert 
witnesses and any other 
expense needed to con­
duct the capital murder 
trial. If there are any 
funds left over after the

completion of the trial, 
they will be refunded 
into the county’s general 
fund.

Many people are 
concerned about the 
threat of danger during 
the trial, but Thompson 
assured the community 
is in good hands. “Secu­
rity is a part of it, but to 
put a dollar figure on it, 
we won’t know until the 
completion of the trial,” 
he said. “They’ve got it 
handled well, they’re do­
ing a good job.”

The Erath County 
Sheriff’s Office sent out 
a press release Thursday 
afternoon ensuring the 
safety of the trial ^ te r 
an unidentified person 
made a phone call to the 
Empire-Tribime Monday 
referencing a bomb; the 
matter has been under 
investigation.

“Prior to the suspicious 
call made to the Empire- 
Tribune, the Erath 
County Sheriff’s Of­
fice, Stephenville Pohce

Department and Texas 
Department of Pubhc 
Safety had been making 
security precautions,” 
stated the press release. 
“Explosive detecting ca­
nines had been secured 
by law enforcement and 
numerous uniformed 
and plain-clothed of­
ficers will be in place for 
security during the trial.”

Sheriff Tommy Bryant 
said they will be conduct­
ing searches throughout 
the courthouse sev­
eral days before the trial 
and that jurors will be 
escorted by security to 
and from the courthouse 
every day when the trial 
begins.

“Law enforcement 
does not beheve there 
is a safety concern to 
citizens, the jury or par­
ticipants of the trial,” the 
press release read. “Every 
precaution is being taken 
to provide a safe environ­
ment to all concerned for 
the duration of the court 
proceedings.”

WINTERS- In preparation for the Quasquicentennial 
celebration — 125th anniversary of the foundation of 
the city — the City of Winters issued a proclamation, 
declaring February 28, 2015, the official date of the 
celebration.

The proclamation was issued on Monday, January 26, 
2015 at the City Council meeting, and signed by City 
Mayor Lewis Bergman.

Last year the Texas Historical Commission approved 
a historical marker for the community of Winters. The 
marker will have an inscription with a brief history of 
Winters and will be located between the Blue Gap Post 
Office and the Winters Public Library on the 100 block of 
North Main Street. The Z.L Hale Museum is the sponsor 
for the Winters marker.

The quasquicentennial celebration has sparked a num­
ber of events, including the marker dedication and the 
celebration of the Winters Area Chamber of Commerce 
annual banquet, where the names of the Man of the Year, 
Woman of the Year, Business of the Year and Agricultur­
al Family of the Year will be announced. The banquet will 
be held on Feb. 28 at the Winters High School cafeteria.

Carolyn W. Colvin,
Acting Commissioner of 
Social Security, aimounced 
the agency is expanding 
the online services avaU- 
able at www.socialsecurity. 
gov. Social Security ben­
eficiaries are now able to 
quickly and easUy obtain 
a replacement SSA-1099 
from the agency’s website 
with a my Social Security 
account.

“I am proud of our con­
tinued efforts to make it 
even easier for people to 
do business with us in a 
way that’s convenient for 
them, from the comfort 
of their home, office, or a 
hbrary,” Acting Commis­
sioner Colvin said. “Begin­
ning this tax season, any 
my Social Security accoim-

tholder who misplaces 
their original SSA-1099 
wiU be able to request 
an instant replacement 
from our menu of online 
services.”

Social Security sends 
SSA-1099S each J a n u ^  
to everyone who receives 
Social Security benefits. It 
shows the total amount of 
benefits paid in the previ­
ous year and is used for 
tax purposes. Previously, 
people who lost their SSA- 
1099 had to call or visit 
a Social Security office 
to get a replacement or 
request one be mailed to 
them. With this new onhne 
service, people now only 
need to create a my Social 
Security account, or log 
into their existing one. 
Once there, they can view 
and print their SSA-1099

or request to have a new 
one mailed to them — aU 
online.

my Social Security is a 
secure, online accoimt 
people use beginning in 
their working years and 
continuing throughout 
the time they receive 
Social Security benefits. 
Once the accoimt is cre­
ated, it is used by people 
who are working to keep 
track of their earnings 
and to get estimates of 
future benefits. People 
already receiving ben­
efits manage them with 
their account—changing 
their address, starting or 
changing direct deposit, 
getting a benefit verifica­
tion letter, and more. In 
addition to those existing 
services, beneficiaries will 
now be able to immedi­

ately get their SSA-1099 
replaced without needing 
to call or visit an of­
fice and often wait for a 
replacement form in the 
mail.

“Setting up a my Social 
Security account is quick, 
easy, and secure; plus it’s 
a great way to do business 
with Social Security,” Act­
ing Commissioner Colvin 
said. “That’s why more 
than 16 milhon people 
have already taken advan­
tage of our award-winning 
online services and expe­
rienced the new features 
available with their own 
accounts.”

for “exceptional accom- 
phshments and contribu­
tions in the apphcation 
of the art and science of 
range management to 
specific rangeland entities 
and to wildhfe and do­
mestic hvestock on such 
lands.”

annually. W.R. Chapline, 
the awards namesake, 
was second chief of the 
Range Research Division 
of the U.S. Department of 
Agriculture Forest Service. 
The award consists of 
an embossed certificate, 
plaque and honorarium 
from the fund estabhshed 
by Chapline in 1986.

The award was bestowed 
on Taylor for his years as 
superintendent at Sonora, 
a post he has held since

1983. The nomination 
stated that Taylor has 
estabhshed himself as a 
leading authority in Texas 
on rangeland resource 
management, especiaUy 
in the areas of prescribed 
fire, livestock grazing 
management and a com­
bination of fire and goats 
to manage juniper and 
prickly pear cactus.

“That’s the whole goal of the 
camps, to give young people the confidence and skills 
needed to assume professional leadership roles in the 
future.

“And while our camps feature quail, deer, bass, ducks 
and livestock, the aim is to equip young people with the 
resources and determination needed to really make a 
difference in wildlife conservation and proper land man­
agement throughout their lives.”

Rollins said all the camps held at various locations 
across the state share the focus of teaching youth lead­
ership skills, natural resources conservation and proper 
ranch management. Each camp is limited to 20-30 stu­
dents ages 13 through 17.

“The camps are designed to develop such hfe skills 
as critical thinking and team building through fun and 
interesting activities surrounding the particular camp’s 
species of wildlife or hvestock,” Rollins said.

Ike Garcia, the Rolling Plains Bobwhite Brigade’s Top 
Cadet-2014 from Italy, Texas had this to say about his 
Brigade experience: “The program is more than a camp 
to me; it’s a huge part of my hfe. It is paving my road 
and the roads of many others.”

Micayla Pearson of La Vernia attended the South Texas 
Bobwhite Brigade in 2013 and returned to participate 
in the South Texas Buckskin Brigade in 2014. She said: 
“The Brigades have not only provided me educational 
opportunities, they also developed a skill set, which has 
enabled me to do things I never beheved I would do. I’m 
thankful for the skills that wiU make me a better col­
lege apphcant and a more marketable,job candidate, but 
mostly a better steward of the land.”

COLLEGE STATION- Thanks to good fah and spring 
rains throughout much of the state, most winter wheat 
and other smah grains and cool-season oilseed crops 
Like canola are in good shape, according to a Texas 
A&M AgriLife Extension Service agronomist.

“I’m pleased to report that we are sitting on a pretty 
good crop right now,” said Dr. Clark Neely, AgriLife 
Extension smaU grains and oilseed specialist, Cohege 
Station.

Wheat was in considerably better condition for this 
time of year compared to last year, he said.

“Some stripe and leaf rust have been reported in win­
ter wheat fields across the state, so inoculum (spores) 
is already present if weather conditions are favorable 
for rust development this spring,” Neely noted.

The favorable outlook goes for most wheat and smah 
grains, but particularly for canola, he said.

“You can never teh 100 percent, because last year we 
had pretty good faU moisture at about this time, and 
then the water shut off, and then we had a reahy dry 
spring,” Neely said.

Weather Whys
Q: I’ve heard the weatherman refer to “Chinook 
winds.” What are they?

A: Chinook winds are very warm winds that blow 
down the Rockies, and the term comes from an 
Indian word meaning “snoweater,” says Brent 
McRoberts of Texas A&M University. “When 
certain conditions are right, a Chinook wind can 
warm temperatures remarkably quickly and it’s not 
uncommon for temperatures to rise 40  degrees or 
more,” says McRoberts. “A  case in point occurred 
on Jan. 22, 1943, in Spearfish, S.D., when a Chi­
nook wind raised temperatures 49 degrees in less 
than three minutes. Winds such as the Chinook 
have different names all over the world depending 
where you live.”

As you’ve no doubt 
noticed, your trips to the 
gas station have been a lot 
more pleasant these past 
several months. There’s 
not much doubt that low 
oh prices have been wel­
come to you as a driver. 
But when oil is cheap, is 
that good for you as an 
investor?

There’s no clear-cut 
answer. But consider the 
following effects of low oil 
prices:

Positive impact on econ­
omy — When you spend 
less at the gas pump, 
relative to recent years, 
what will you do with your 
savings? Like most people, 
you’ll probably spend 
most of it on goods and 
services. If you multi­
ply the amount of your 
increased spending by the 
miUions of other Ameri­
cans who are also saving 
money on gas, you can see 
that you and your fellow 
consumers are likely add­
ing biUions of dollars to 
the economy.

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Herd rebuilding gaining momentum

COLLEGE STATION - 
U.S. beef cow inventory in­
creased 2 percent from a 
year ago, signaling expan­
sion among herds across 
the nation, according to 
the latest U.S. Department 
of Agriculture-National 
Agricultural Statistics 
Service cattle report.

“I thought the report 
showed more beef cows 
added than I expected,” 
said Dr. David Anderson, 
Texas A&M Agrilife Exten­
sion Service livestock spe- 
ciahst, College Station. “But 
record prices m llie last 
half of 2014 win do that.”

Anderson said prior to 
the report, industry ex­
perts had the mindset the 
current rebuilding phase 
will be longer and slower.

“It might have to be re­
thought,” he said.

Seven percent more

beef cows were report­
ed in Texas on Jan. 1 
compared to the same 
time last year. When the 
final numbers come in, 
Anderson said it could 
potentially be the largest 
year-over-year percentage 
increase in Texas beef 
cows since 1972-1973 
when the cowherd grew 
14 percent.

Cattle prices should 
remain historically high in 
2015 as tight supphes of 
cattle continue. However, 
herd rebuilding is steadily 
increasing, according to 
the latest U.S. Department 
of Agriculture-National 
Agricultural Statistics 
Service cattle inven­
tory report. (Texas A&M

The number of Texas 
beef cows remaius the few­
est since 1959 and 1962 for 
the entire U.S., not counting

2014, Anderson said.
Texas has almost 4.2 

miUion beef cows com­
pared to 3.91 million 
in 2014 and 4.2 milHon 
in J a n u ^  2013. Heif­
ers retained for breed­
ing cows have gradually 
begun increastug as Texas 
ranchers look to restock 
herds following devastat­
ing drought in 2011. That 
year, drought caused a 
record $7.62 bilhon in ag­
ricultural drought losses, 
the costhest drought of 
all time for Texas. live­
stock losses were $3.23 
bilhon resulting from 
feed expense and market 
losses.

“In absolute numbers, 
the 270,000 head cowherd 
increase this year is the 
largest since 1993-1994. 
Heifers held for beef cow 
replacements were also 
up, nationwide, 4 percent 
and 7.6 percent in Texas.”

DPS seized $33 million in drugs, cash in Panhandle

AMARILLO- The Texas 
Department of Pubhc 
Safety (DPS) troopers in 
2014 seized more than 
$33.3 mihion in drugs and 
currency during 219 traffic 
stops and investigations 
along the 1-40 corridor 
and other roadways in the 
Texas panhandle.

“Drug traffickers who 
distribute drugs in Texas 
and use the state as a 
transshipment center to 
move drugs throughout 
the United States put our

communities in harm’s 
way,” said DPS Region 5 
Commander Gary Albus. 
“DPS is committed to 
combatting these danger­
ous criininals; and in the 
Texas panhandle alone, we 
are proud to report that 
troopers have taken more 
than two tons of drugs off 
Texas roadways.”

The seizures included 
approximately 4,161 
poimds of marijuana, 458 
pounds of methamphet- 
amine, 100 pounds of 
cocaine, 29 pounds of her­
oin, 27 pounds of hashish.

more than half a pound 
of crack cocaine and over 
$1.5 million in cash.

As a result of the 219 
seizures by Texas state 
troopers, DPS Region 5 
Criminal Investigations 
Division (CID) special 
agents also arrested eight 
suspects during follow-up 
investigations. In addi­
tion, CID special agents 
seized 22 pounds of 
methamphetamine and 
other illegal drugs, five 
weapons, one vehicle and 
more than $341,000 in 
currency.
