A: No one knows for sure because record keeping
tends to be very limited in many parts of the country,
says Brent McRoberts of Texas A&M University. But
there is no doubt that hundreds of cattle, horses
and sheep are killed every year by lightning in the
United States.

They
are welcomed to eat all the mosquitoes and flying
bugs out here that they can.

A different man was attacked,
not sure of location, but he was taken to the hospital
in Lubbock. He was stung 3,000-4,000 times and he
did not survive but a day or so. So, be careful out
there. Iwill go back to my source and try to learn of
the location where the last guy was attacked. When
the sagebrush blooms out when it rains, we get thou-
sands of honey bees, but so far they have no interest
in me. I will try to catch a few in a jar and take them
to the county agent in Ballinger. He said that he can
tell if they are Africanized or not. They may be dead
