The Market Perspective
Oil has a bounce

Precipitating the rally, crude rose 27 
percent in three sessions, were several

~ A downward revision of US oil output 
and a report that OPEC may be consider­
ing cutting production.

Oil surges as supply estimates 
shrink, Wall Street Journal,
9/1/15

The media is forever trying 
to link some external event to 
the markets. As we noted in our 
August 23 column, the price of 
oil had fallen in five waves and 
was likely near a low for that 
move. The low came at $37.75.
The price bounced to near $50 
and gave back half that move.
As we noted August 30, the bear 
market in oil is setting the tone 
for the emerging downturn in 
the stock market, volatihty reigns.

We have previously noted that the 
financial market of oil prices is distinctly 
different from the economic market of 
say avocadoes. The differences are: avo­
cados caimot be stored; oil can be.

There is not futures or options market 
for avocadoes, there is for oil.

Tens of thousands of contracts were 
short, having sold the dehvery of oil, 
from months ago. Those contracts were 
then closed. That resulted in a massive 
buyout to close or eliminate the short po­
sitions. And that, mechanically, had a lot 
more to do with the price jump that the 
latest supply report or whatever OPEC 
might do in Vienna.

At the moment, oil is in a correc­
tive move of the fall from $110 to 
$37.75. Wednesday’s close at $46.05 is 
likely the start of a C move up in an A B 
C pattern. Multiple moving averages are 
converging at the $53 level. That then 
becomes a likely target to watch for the 
next resistance level.

For now however, the bounce has not

changed the downtrend of energy stock 
prices. The majors, Exxon, Chevron, 
and Conoco remain in downtrends. The 
bounce has temporarily lifted most 
of the Permian and Eagle Ford players 
but that is about the extent of it. Yes 
a 27 percent rise-in three days sounds 
spectacular. But coming from such a 

low price, the reahty is barely 
double digits. Consider that 
from $46, crude oil would need 
a 2.4x rise to return to $110.

For the rest of the year, here 
is my scenario on the oil price. 
Oil is likely to bounce to $53 
as noted. The resistance at that 
level wiU be considerable. Prices 
then are likely to fall again to 
re test the $37.75 previous 
low. We look for an eventual 
low in December to January.

In the meantime, who is the 
Big Loser in all this? The an­
swer is Russia. Only Venezuela 

and Saudi Arabia are more dependent 
on oil production. Oil accounts for 18.3 
percent of the Russian economy. Pu­
tin hterally does not want a Cohsumer 
oriented manufacturing economy. That 
would be too hard for a centrist govern­
ment hke his to control. So he bet big on 
a commodity based economy. That paid 
off from 1999 to 2008 as prices rose, 
resulting in an annual 7 percent growth 
rate for Russia. Now the shrink rate this 
year is likely to be a negative 6 percent.

The inflow of money allowed Putin 
to ramp up his mihtary and invade the 
Ukraine as well as finance the Sochi 
Olympics. Worse, now the value of the 
ruble has fallen from 30 to the doUar 
in 2013 to 70 today. So the ruble buys 
less than half as much as it did just three 
years back.

His popularity is stiU high but this can­
not be sustained without improving the 
Russian position. This week

Just Around the Corner
The legacy of a lawman

When I think of Sheriff Bobby 
Grubbs, I think of a lifelong tough, 
no-nonsense lawman, who devoted his 
entire career to doing what he thought 
was right.

Grubbs died Thursday af­
ternoon in a Hendrick Medical 
Center hospice bed in Abilene, 
a day after he was disconnect­
ed from life support and two 
days after suffering a massive 
stroke at his home in Early.

Since I have been back in 
the area, I had been meaning 
to pop in to the BCSO and say 
heUo, because I have known 
Sheriff Grubbs for almost 20 
years and have worked with 
him on many stories involving 
murder, drugs and crime and 
punishment.

Last week, while in the drive 
through at the cleaners in Brown- 
wood, I noticed he was in front of me.
I got out and hailed him and he came 
right over and said heUo. He told me 
he didn’t think he’d be running for 
sheriff again, but it wasn’t completely 
off the table. We visited for about 20 
minutes. I didn’t know at the tune that 
I would never see him again.

His door was always open to me 
first as a Texas Ranger and later as 
sheriff. If he could speak candidly 
about a case, he would, and that was 
always a blessing for me as a reporter.

He had a storied life and career, 
serving in’the U.S. Navy, then working 
for the Highway Patrol and finally in 
1984, becoming a Texas Ranger, first 
serving in Midland and then in Brown- 
wood, where his territory included 
Brown, Coleman and Runnels coun­
ties.

It would be Brown County where

some of the most troubling and 
disturbing cases of his career would 
take place as he recalled in an inter­
view in 2008 with Nancy Ray of the 

Texas Rangers HaU of Fame 
Museum.

During the interview, he 
recalled the case of Ricky Mc­
Ginn, considered to be a serial 
killer, who killed his step­
daughter Stephanie Flanary 
at Lake Brownwood in 1993 
with a roofing axe. There were 
two other victims as well, both 
females one 12 and the other 
19 and both were killed with 
the same instrument.

“We convicted him for his 
stepdaughter’s death and 
rape and got him the death 
penalty,” Grubbs told the in­
terviewer. “And ... which was 

die first death penalty in this comity 
in a bunch of years, I can’t give an 
exact amount, forty or fifty. And you 
know as it turned out, Ricky had been 
a suspect in a shooting of his brother- 
in-law in Concho County.”

This case haunted Grubbs for years 
especially while McGinn was on death 
row in Huntsville because he never 
admitted to the crime. Grubbs recalled 
that McGinn once told the other depu­
ties not to bring him back down there 
because “he dito’t like me,” and “I 
didn’t like him either.”

It would be DNA that would get Mc­
Ginn in the end, which was a science 
that was new to investigators at the 
time. Grubbs pushed for it, because 
he wanted justice to be served. And, 
he told McGinn that he was going to 
be there to watch him die for what he 
did.

And he was there on that hot day

September 27, 2000 in Huntsville in 
the room with the family members of 
all of McGinn’s victims. I was there too 
and I win never forget when he leaned 
over my shoulder and said “if you feel 
faint don’t worry. I’m behind you, I’U 
catch you.”

Amazingly, I did not faint. But we 
walked out together and went to sit 
on a bench after it was aU over.

“Are you OK?” I asked him.
“Yes, I’m fine,” he said.
Periodically we discussed several 

unsolved cases that weighed heavy ' 
on him like Amanda Goodman who 
was just 13 years old when she was 
murdered on May 16,1989.

“And to this day I kind of feel like 
I know who lolled the little girl but I 
can’t prove it and,” Grubbs told the 
interviewer in 2008. “There’s not any 
physical evidence left to work with. 
And that’s pretty frustrating to me.”

There was also the case of Leon 
Laurales, who was shot execution style 
May 16,1996 in Brownwood, which he 
mentioned in the interview and added 
that he had developed some new 
suspects, but I don’t think there were 
any arrests.

“I think about them aU the time,” he 
told me more than once.

And today, we’re thinking about 
you.

Godspeed Sheriff.

Explanatory Statements for the 
November 3,2015 

Constitutional Amendment 
Election

Proposition Number 1 
(SJR 1)

SJR 1 - Current law provides an 
exemption of $15,000 from the ad 
valorem taxation for public school 
purposes of a residence homestead. 
The proposed amendment would 
increase this exemption to $25,000, 
starting in the tax year beginning 
January 1, 2015. In order to reflect 
the increased exemption on the 
homestead of a person 65 years of 
age or older or a disabled person, 
the proposed amendment would 
provide a reduction to the current 
limitation on the total amount of 
ad valorem taxes. The proposed 
amendment would protect school 
districts from all or part of the 
revenue loss by authorizing an 
appropriation of funds according to 
formulas set by the legislature. In 
addition, the proposed amendment 
would authorize the legislature 
to prohibit a political subdivision 
from reducing or repealing a 
homestead exemption adopted by 
the political subdivision. Finally, 
the proposed amendment would 
prohibit the imposition of a tax on 
the conveyance of real property, but 
would not prohibit the imposition of 
a business tax measured by business 
activity, a tax on the production of 
minerals, a tax on the issuance of 
title insurance, or a change in the 
rate of a tax in existence on January 
1,2016.

The proposed amendment will 
appear on the ballot as follows: 
‘ti'be constitutional amendment 
increasing the amount of the 
residence homestead exemption 
from ad valorem taxation for 
public school purposes from 
$15,000 to $25,000, providing for 
a reduction of the limitation on 
the total amount of ad valorem 
taxes that may be imposed for 
those purposes on the homestead 
of an elderly or disabled person 
to reflect the increased exemption 
amount, authorizing the 
legislature to prohibit a political 
subdivision that has adopted an 
optional residence homestead 
exemption from ad valorem 
taxation from reducing the 
amount of or repealing the

exemption, and prohibiting the 
enactment of a law that imposes a 
transfer tax on a transaction that 
conveys fee simple title to real 
property.”

Proposition Number 2 
(HJR75)

HJR75 - In 2011, voters approved 
a constitutional amendment to 
allow a surviving spouse of a 
100 percent or totally disabled 
veteran an exemption from ad 
valorem taxation from all or part 
of the market value on the disabled 
veteran’s residence homestead, as 
long as the surviving spouse had 
not remarried. The amendment did 
not apply to surviving spouses of 
veterans who died before 2011. 
This amendment would extend 
the exemption in such cases. The 
proposed amendment would apply 
only to ad valorem taxes imposed 
for a tax year beginning on or after 
January 1,2016.

The proposed amendment would 
appear on the ballot as follows: 
“The constitutional amendment 
authorizing the legislature to 
provide for an exemption from ad 
valorem taxation of all or part of 
the market value of the residence 
homestead of the surviving 
spouse of a 100 percent or totally 
disabled veteran who died before 
the law authorizing a residence 
homestead exemption for such a 
veteran took effect.”

Proposition Number 3 
(SJR 52)

SJR 52 proposes a constitutional 
amendment to repeal the 
requirement for the Comptroller of 
Public Accounts, the Commissioner 
of the General Land Office, the 
Attorney General, and any other 
officers elected statewide to reside 
in Austin, Texas, the state capital. 
Under current law, these statewide 
elected officers are required to reside 
in the capital of the State of Texas 
while in office. This amendment 
would not apply to the residency 
requirement for the Governor.

The proposed amendment will 
appear on the ballot as follows: 
“The constitutional amendment 
repealing the requirement that 
state officers elected by voters 
statewide reside in the state 
capital.”

Proposition Number 4 
(HJR73)

HJR 73 proposes a constitutional 
amendment that would grant the 
legislature the authority to pass 
statutes to allow a professional 
sports team charitable foundation to 
conduct charitable raffles under the 
terms and conditions imposed by 
general law. The laws passed under 
this authority may provide that the 
professional sports team charitable 
foundation may use proceeds 
from such charitable raffles 
to pay reasonable advertising, 
promotional, and administrative 
expenses. Any law enacted by this 
provision only applies to entities 
defined as professional sports team 
charitable foundations on January 1, 
2016. Additionally, any law enacted 
.by this provision may only allow 
charitable raffles to be conducted 
at games hosted at the home venue 
of the professional sports team 
associated with a professional sports 
team charitable foundation.

The proposed amendment would 
appear on the ballot as follows: 
“The constitutional amendment 
authorizing the legislature to 
permit professional sports team 
charitable foundations to conduct 
charitable raffles.”

Proposition Number 5 
(SJR 17)

SJR 17 proposes a constitutional 
amendment which would increase 
from 5,000 to 7,500 the maximum 
total population threshold of a 
county that is allowed to construct 
and maintain private roads as long 
as the county imposes a reasonable 
charge for the work.

The proposed amendment will 
appear on the ballot as follows: 
“The constitutional amendment 
to authorize counties with a 
population of 7,500 or less to 
perform private road construction 
and maintenance.”

Proposition Number 6 
(SJR 22)

SJR 22 proposes a constitutional 
amendment that would add the right 
to hunt, fish and harvest wildlife, 
including by use of traditional 
methods, in the Bill of Rights 
of the Texas Constitution. This 
right would be subject to laws and 
regulations intended to conserve

and manage wildlife and to preserve 
the future of hunting and fishing. 
The proposed amendment would 
establish hunting and fishing as the 
preferred method of managing and 
controlling wildlife in Texas. The 
proposed amendment is not intended 
to affect any law or provision 
related to trespass, property rights 
or eminent domain, and would 
not prevent the legislature from 
authorizing a municipality to 
regulate the discharge of a firearm 
in a populated area in the interest of 
safety.

The proposed amendment will 
appear on the ballot as follows: 
“The constitutional amendment 
recognizing the right of the people 
to hunt, fish, and harvest wildlife 
subject to laws that promote 
wildlife conservation.”

Proposition Number 7 
(SJR 5)

SJR 5 proposes a constitutional 
amendment to dedicate a portion 
of revenues from (1) the state sales 
and use tax, and (2) the tax imposed 
on the sale, use, or rental of a motor 
vehicle, to the State Highway Fund 
(SHF). Under current law, these 
funds would be deposited to the 
General Revenue Fund. Money 
deposited to the SHF is intended to 
be used only to construct, maintain, 
or acquire rights-of-way for public 
roadways other than toll roads; or to 
repay certain transportation-related 
debt.

The proposed amendment would 
appiear on the ballot as follows: 
“The constitutional amendment 
dedicating certain sales and use 
tax revenue and motor vehicle 
sales, use, and rental tax revenue 
to the state highway fund to 
provide funding for nontolled 
roads and the reduction of certain 
transportation-related debt.”

plant, passing an ordinance to allow the 
sale of alcohol and passing an ordinance 
to make it harder for registered sex of­
fenders to reside inside the city limits.

“That has dropped our sex offender 
count by two thirds,” Bergman said.

Antilley-Guevara said Bergman led the 
charge to get funding for alternative 
water sources during the drought and 
now, the Texas Water Development board 
has approved $603,500 in funds for the 
development of a well project.

Plus, during his tenure, the city took 
a hard look at its financial state and 
trimmed the fat where needed. And this 
move kept the city in the black for the 
duration of his time in office.

“He had to make some tough decisions 
early on that would make the city do 
better, they were hard - he did not take 
them lightly,” Antilley-Guevara said. “We 
took a hard tough look at the budget and 
we went through everything - we stream­
lined it and cleaned it up we have done 
very well every year thereafter.”

Also, during his time in office Bergman

instituted a clean up program thanks 
to new legislation that passed in the 
last session that allowed small cities to 
dig holes for use as landfills to discard 
debris from old dilapidated structures.
To date the city has demohshed about 20 
structures under the program.

Winters Pohce Chief Randall Davis has 
overseen portions of that project. He said 
under Bergman’s guidance, many proj­
ects have come to fruition.

“I will miss him as mayor I enjoyed 
working with him,” Davis said. “We have 
had a tremendous amount of work ac- 
comophshed under his direction. Without 
his guidance we would not have gotten a 
fraction of what we have accomphshed 
done.”

Bergman said he is confident the new 
mayor can make the kind of strides he 
made while in office.

“I think its time for somebody else 
to take a bite out of it,” Bergman 
said. “There are plenty of qualified 
people inside the city limits of Winters 
and I am fully confident they will make 
the same strides when they take over.”
