It is Thanksgiving Day — a day filled
with traditions for families and friends.

1 will miss my family this holiday, but I
intend to enjoy the day with others of my
ilk, whose families are committed else-
where and we will share traditions.

Most of us celebrate Thanksgiving with
the traditional turkey and dressing, sweet
potato pie, pumpkin pie, mashed potatoes
and cranberry sauce.

This Thanksgiving marks the fourth
holiday without my mother and the eighth
without my dad. Both were connoisseurs
of the meal and had honed their holiday
meal skills to perfection.

For years, 1 begged for a change in the
menu — I lobbied for lobster, because as
I argued, the Pilgrims must’ve had lobster
— and by the time Thanksgiving rolled
around what with all the work dinners and
special events ... well, I was sick of turkey.

But guess what? While turkey was prob-
ably on the first Thanksgiving menu, it
wasn’t all the pilgrims and the Wampa-
noag Indians shared on that first occasion
almost 400 years ago.

They had a feast alright, but much of
our traditional menu items were probably
not on the table in 1621. The Wampanoag
liked venison, so legend has it they
brought five deer to share. Indeed,
wild turkey and pheasant were both
plentiful in New England and were
on the table along with lobster, seal
and swans. It was basically a menu
of meat, fish and corn.

Maybe that’s what prompted co-
median George Carlin to announce
a menu change one year.

“We're having something a little

Dad got up at the crack of dawn or
before and buttered up and seasoned the
turkey, put it in the pan and got the baster
ready to squirt juice on the bird in the
coming several hours.

Oh, and he always pulled out all the gib-
lets and merrily began the most important
job of all — the gravy. He had it down to a
science and he babied it all day.

Dad was the pie-maker and the day
before, he would make the crust like his
mother made, also a science, and would
fashion a pecan and an apple pie. Plus,

Dr. Red Duke -
A true Texas
‘visionary

The television image of the man with
the thick mustache and thick Texas
drawl dispensing life-saving medical
advice captivated the nation. Dr. Red
Duke rose from modest Texas roots to
becoming a respected surgeon
and a beloved personality.

James Henry Duke was born
in Ennis in 1928. The family
moved to nearby Hillsboro a few
years later. Duke grew up work-
ing a series of jobs such as dig-
ging ditches, picking cotton, and
delivering newspapers before
graduating from high school in
1946. Because of his red hair,

In 1976, he created the Life Flight air
ambulance system, creating a network
of helicopters and paramedics
who transported critical pa-
tients to Texas Medical Center.
Duke would serve as medical
director of the program from
its inception for the rest of his
years.

Life Flight continues to
fly more than 3,000 mis-
sions each year and has
flown more than 140,000
patients in its 35-year his-
tory.

In the 1980s, he began
delivering regular reports

1963, when President John
F. Kennedy was rushed
into the hospital. Duke was among the
first to examine the fallen president,
whose injuries were fatal. He was then
ordered to tend to the other critically
injured patient arriving with Kennedy,
Gov. John Connally. Connally barely
survived.

Duke left Parkland in 1965 and began
serving as a surgical professor at UT
Southwestern. He also became a pro-
fessor at Columbia University Medical
School in New York. His continuing
concerns over the state of trauma care in
the country led him to found the Ameri-
can Trauma Society with other trauma
surgeons in 1968. In 1972, he returned

on health issues on televi-
sion stations across the
country. His folksy, down-to-earth style,
coupled with his encyclopedic knowl-
edge of current health issues made him
a household name. In 2014, the Alvin
Independent School District named its
new elementary school after him. In
his later years, he continued to tour
the country,.talking. about his career in
medicine and offering health advice. Dr.

Weather Whys

Q: Can a blue sky appear to be darker in certain
parts of the country?

A: The answer is yes, says Brent McRoberts of
Texas A&M University.

“The blue sky and white clouds we see are the result
of light being scattered in all directions,” he said.
“We know that light is coming from the sun and this
light contains all of the colors of the spectrum. The
colors of light travel in waves of different lengths. We
know that blue and violet travel at small wavelengths
which get scattered by very small molecules across
the sky, an effect called Rayleigh scattering, which
makes the sky look blue. Humidity and other factors
can cause the sky to appear a darker shade of blue
in some locations. Desert areas and areas at a
higher altitude tend to have lower humidity and these
areas often appear more blue.”

He was also active in FFA
and was a member of the
marching band.

Superintendent Bruce
Davis said Lange’s death
affected all 147 members
of the high school.

Lange and Cooper, a
senior at Winters High
School, were reportedly
going early to hunt hogs,
the morning of the acci-
dent. Lange is the son of
James and Debbie Lange of
Winters.
