Lady Blizzards defeat Anson, 
vying for playoff spot
Biggest upset so far this season

The Anson Lady Tigers (20-5, 8-2) came 

to town Friday night to face the Lady Bliz­
zards (3-7, 6-i8) needing just one victory 
to clinch a playoff spot. On paper, that’s 
how things should’ve turned out as the 
Lady Tigers had defeated the Lady Bliz­
zards three weeks ago in Anson, 59-30 af­
ter cruising out to a 19-0 lead. However, 
in what has to be the biggest upset this 
year in District 7-2A, the Lady BUzzards 
stopped that from happening, as they 
pulled off a 44-37 win.

Anson jumped out to a 13-6 first 
quarter lead, as the Lady BUzzards could 
only manage two 3-pointers, one by 
senior Bailee Busher and the other by 
sophomore Aimee Green. In the second

quarter, led by Green who had six points. 
Winters was able to cut Anson’s lead 
to three points at 22-19. In the third 
quarter, junior K’Lee Lindley scored five 
points while sophomore Monique CarriUo 
had four, as Anson took a 32-28 lead into 
the final stanza. In the fourth quarter, 
Busher scored 11 points, including three 
3-pointers, as the Lady BUzzards scored 
a total of 16 points, while holding Anson 
to 5, to take the 44-37 victory. Busher 
finished with 17 points and five 3 point­
ers, while Green had 11.

In the JV game, the Lady BUzzards 
defeated Anson’s JV 27-26. Brooklynn 
Anderson had 11 points, while Stacie

The Springboard Ideas

TEXAS HISTORY MINUTE
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John H em phill, first 
ju stice o f the state 

suprem e court in  Texas

He was the first 
chief justice of the 
state supreme court in 
Texas, and as such, he 
made Texas law into an 
instrument to be used 
by all people. John 
Hemphill was one of the 
first great legal minds 
to preside over a Texas 
court.

Hemphill was born in 
South Carolina in 1803, 
the son of a Presbyte- 
rian minister and Irish immigrant. As a 
young man, he attended Jefferson Col­
lege in Pennsylvania and briefly served 
as a teacher.

Though college-educated, he never 
attended a formal law school. As was 
the custom at the time, he apprenticed 
himself to a local attorney to study the 
law. Within a matter of months, Hemp­
hill was allowed to practice law in South 
Carolina. By 1831, he had established 
his own law practice. He was an outspo­
ken lawyer and briefly edited a newspa­
per in Sumter.

After Texas gained its independence 
from Mexico in 1836, he became fasci­
nated by the events unfolding in the new 
republic. He headed west in 1838 and 
began a law practice at Washington-on- 
the-Brazos, where he quickly became a 
respected figure.

In January 1840, the Texas Congress 
selected him to be associate justice on 
the Supreme Court of the Republic of 
Texas. As a justice, he had to shape how 
the law in Texas would be interpreted 
by the courts. Texaswas just developing 
its own law system and was still work­
ing with laws left over from Spanish and 
Mexican rule. Realizing he had to be 
able to understand the cases coming be­
fore him that were based in Spanish law, 
Hemphill quickly learned Spanish to be 
able decipher and apply the intricacies 
of these old laws.

By December, the Texas Congress had 
elevated him to the position of chief jus­
tice of the supreme court. As chief jus­
tice, he played a careful role in crafting 
the practice of law in Texas. He ruled on

several cases that gave women inheri­
tance rights equal to men and increased 
ease of settlers to claim property. 
Hemphill believed that the law must not 
be used to oppress but instead be used 
to recognize the rights of all citizens. 
Overall, he believed that a judge must 
act with honor and that the law must be 
exercised with respect to evidence and 
the rights of the people.

As an active supporter of statehood, 
he attended the state constitutional 
convention in 1845 and helped draft 
the new state constitution for Texas as 
it prepared to become a state. Later 
changes in the state constitution made 
the supreme court an elected position 
rather than an appointed position as 
it was with federal judicial positions 
and judgeships in several other states. 
Hemphill’s popularity did not make this 
an obstacle. He easily won the election 
to the position of chief justice in 1851, 
followed by re-election five years later.

In 1858, the town of Hemphill was 
named after him in Sabine County 
and made the county seat. That same 
year, the state legislature rejected Sam 
Houston’s bid for re-election to the U. S. 
Senate and instead elected Hemphill to 
succeed him in the Senate.

However, his time in Washington did 
not last long. Two years later, as Texas 
seceded from the Union, Hemphill 
openly supported secession and was ex­
pelled from the Senate along with other 
southern supporters of secession. Texas 
immediately chose him to represent 
Texas at the new Provisional Confeder­
ate Congress. Hemphill served on the 
Judiciary and Finance committees but 
failed to win a full term in the fall 1861 
election.

Hemphill died in 1862. In 1876, the 
state legislature honored his service by 
naming Hemphill County, located in the 
Panhandle, after him.

Q: How strong does a snowstorm have 
to be before it’s called a blizzard?

A: There are some specifics regarding 
blizzards, says Brent McRoberts of Texas 
A&M University. “In meteorological terms, a 
blizzard is a severe storm that has below- 
freezing temperatures, winds of at least 35 
miles per hour and heavy snowfall, with 
visibility reduced to just 1/4 of a mile, and 
all of these conditions have to last at least 
three hours,” he explains.

VA will pay the following 
dividends; $53.5 miUion - Antici­
pated total amoimt of dividends to 
quahfying veterans of World War II 
holding National Service life Insur­
ance policies that begin with the 
letter “V”, $2.3 milhon - Anticipated 
total amount of dividends to be paid to qualifying 
World War Il-era veterans holding Veterans Re­
opened Insurance policies that begin with the letters 
“J,” “JR” or “JS”, $32.2 million - Anticipated total 
amount of dividends to be paid to qualifying Ko­
rean Conflict-era veterans holding Veterans Special 
Life Insurance pohcies that begin with the letters 
“RS” or “W,” $105,000 - Anticipated total amount 
of dividends to be paid to quahfying veterans who 
served after World War I until 1940 and hold U.S. 
Government Life Insurance pohcies that begin with 
the letter “K.” No action is required on the part of 
the veteran receiving dividends. VA wih automati- 
cahy pay the dividend on the anniversary date of 
the pohcy by sending it to the insured veteran. The 
amounts wih vary based on the age of the veteran, 
the type of insurance and the length of time the 
veteran has had the pohcy in force. Veterans ehgible 
for the dividends must have had these VA hfe insur­
ance pohcies in effect since they left the military 
and would have received annual notifications about 
their pohcies. VA operates one of the nation’s largest 
hfe insurance programs, providing more than $1.2 
trilhon in coverage to 6.3 milhon service members, 
veterans, and faiMy members.
