The next decade could
be rough for farmers

STAFF REPORT

The next 10 years could be difficult for farmers. That
was the message of the Food and Agricultural Policy Re-
search Institute (FAPRI) annual baseline report delivered
to Congress earlier this month.

“We are looking at several years of pretty tight financial
situations for U.S. agriculture,” said Pat Westhoff, direc-
tor of FAPRI at the University of Missouri. “Farm income
is less than half of the 2013 peak, and we expect it to
remain low for the next several years.”

Westhoff said the huge drop in the prices for many
major commodities has driven income down and will
keep it down.

“Crop prices are well off the peaks that were estab-
lished in the 2012 drought year. On livestock, we had
peak prices in 2014 that have also come down very
sharply,” Westhoff said. “We’ve had some cost reduc-
tions, but not nearly enough to offset the decline in
receipts.”

ables to project a range of market outcomes for 2017-
2025. Westhoff said some of the resulting 500 outcomes
are much higher or lower than the averages in the report.

The baseline has corn prices averaging less than $4
per bushel. While there might be short crop years where
prices could spike, Westhoff expected prices in most
years to be closer to current prices than the record prices
of 2012.

Cattle, hog, chicken and milk prices have declined be-
cause of increased production and weak export demand.
The strong U.S. dollar is a factor in the drop in exports.
While it’s difficult to predict any change in the value of
the dollar, Westhoff doesn’t expect the dollar to stay as
strong as it was last year.

Modest increases in net farm income are projected in
the baseline report, but when adjusting for inflation,
2025 net farm income will be about the same as it was in
2015.

Westhoff said the data can help farmers decide which
crops to grow and what investments to make and equip
farmers to deal with risk by knowing both what is likely
and what is possible.

Also addressed in the baseline report are the Agricul-
tural Risk Coverage (ARC) payments established in the
2014 Farm Bill. Payments are expected to decline rapidly
after this year because the moving average of past prices
used to compute guarantees will decline.

TEXAS HISTORY MINUTE

Amon Carter,
larger than life

Amon G. Carter was another of the larg-
er-than-life figures that dominated Tex-
as business in the early twentieth cen-
tury. His efforts cemented Fort Worth’s
attempts to become a major industrial
and cultural center for the Southwest.

. Carter was born in 1879 near the small
town of Crafton in Wise County. He quit
school at the age of 11 to help support the
family.

In 1905, he settled in Fort Worth where
he soon found work as the advertising
manager of the new Fort Worth Star news-
paper. However, the newspaper quickly
faltered. To save the paper, Carter in 1908
led an effort to raise money to buy the
competing Fort Worth Telegram. On New
Years Day 1909, he combined the two pa-
pers into the Fort Worth Star-Telegram, an
extremely successful and profitable pub-
lication that became one of the dominant
papers of West Texas.

He quickly developed a reputation as a
civic promoter and eventually made Fort
Worth'’s slogan “Where the West Begins”
popular. In 1911, he arranged for the first
airplane flight in city history, which began
a long relationship between Carter and
aviation. By the late 1920s, he was part
owner of what became American Airlines
and convinced other shareholders to move
its headquarters to Fort Worth. In the late
1930s, he convinced what became General
Dynamics to open a plant in the city and
later attracted Bell Aviation to the area. In
1922, he opened the city’s first radio sta-
tion, WBAP, which for many years shared
a frequency with Dallas station WFAA. He
also convinced the state to open Tex-
as Tech University in Lubbock in 1923.

In the meantime, he bought land and
invested heavily in oil exploration. Though
Carter never held an elected office, he ef-
fectively served as an ambassador for Fort
Worth’s business and cultural interests,
becoming one of the most powerful fig-
ures in the city.

From the 1930s through the 1950s, he
nurtured a strong rivalry with Dallas. One
story relayed for years was that he had
such a dislike for Dallas that he would
always bring a sack lunch to any meetings
he had in Dallas rather than spend money
in the city. Part of this was seen with the
fight with Dallas over airports. Carter had
supported the creation of Greater South-
west International Airport in the early
1950s, not far from the modern Dallas-
Fort Worth International Airport while Dal-
las continued to support its own Love
Field.

In 1945, he established the Amon.G.

Carter Foundation to fund cultural'and -

education projects across the state. The

foundation has helped
fund museums, sympho-
nies, and art projects
for decades. It has also
established scholarships
and provided financing
for medical research.
After World War II, he
expanded his media hold-
ings into television. In

Dr. Ken 1948, WBAP became the
; first television station in

1970s). But after the war,

Carter slowed down. His
health declined and suffered the first of
several heart attacks in 1953. He died at
the age of 76 in 1955.

His tireless work for Texas was honored

in many ways after his passing. Amon
G. Carter Lake in Montague County,
constructed in 1956, was named in his
memory. In 1961, his daughter, Ruth
Stevenson, opened the Amon Carter
Museum of American Art in Fort Worth,
one of the most respected art muse-
ums in the state. At Carter’s request,
much of his western art collection was
included. Amon Carter Riverside High
School in Fort Worth is also named in
his honor. Buildings at Texas Tech, Tex-
as A&M University, and Texas Chris-
tian University are also named after him.

Gladwell’s book, “David and Goliath,”
explores the concept of the underdog ver-
sus the giant.

The
initial chapter retells the Biblical story
of David and Goliath, but with a twist.
Gladwell shows how David’s weakness
was actually his strength. The book goes
on to show how what we think of as “Go-

liath’s” in our life and country and world
may actually be hampered by the very
thing that makes them fearsome—their
superior power.

Weather Whys

Q: What is the deadliest type of weather disaster?

A: The weather-related incident that kills the most
people in the United States is flooding, says Brent
McRoberts of Texas A&M University. “You hear a lot
about blizzards or tornadoes, but more people are
killed by floods than any other type of weather-related
incident,” he explains. “This goes back to 1889 and
the famous Johnstown Flood in Pennsylvania in which
2,200 people were killed. During the 20th century,
floods were the number one natural disaster in the
U.S. in terms of property damage and fatalities. In
1993, the Great Midwest Flood killed 48 people and
did $12 billion in damage in numerous states. But
that’s nothing compared to other parts of the world.
In 1931, one of the worst weather incidents in history
occurred when the Yangtze River flooded, killing

3.7 million in China due to flooding and subsequent
disease and starvation. In 1971 in Vietnam, more than
100,000 died in flooding in that country.”

Ballinger— New and updated property tax information has just been compiled
by Runnels County Appraisal District and is available now to assist taxpayers.
This property tax information is current and covers a wide range of topics, such
as taxpayer remedies, exemptions and appraisals, and has information for select
groups, such as disabled veterans and persons age 65 or older.

* Property Tax Exemptions for Disabled Veterans - The law provides partial
exemptions for any property owned by veterans who are disabled, surviving 3
spouses and surviving children of deceased disabled veterans. This includes
homesteads donated to disabled veterans by charitable organizations at no cost
to the disabled veterans and their surviving spouses. The exemption amount is
determined according to percentage of service-connected disability. The law also
provides a 100 percent homestead exemption for 100 percent disabled veterans
and their surviving spouses and for surviving spouses of U.S. armed service
members killed in action.

* Property Tax Exemptions — Non-profit organizations that meet statutory
requirements may seek property tax exemptions and must apply to their county
appraisal district by a specific date. Businesses that receive tax abatements
granted by taxing units; ship inventory out of Texas that may be eligible for the
freeport exemption; store certain goods in transit in warehouses that are moved
within 175 days; construct, install or acquire pollution control property; own and
operate energy storage systems; convert landfill-generated gas; or store offshore
drilling equipment while not in use may also be eligible for statutory exemptions.

» Rendering Taxable Property - If a business owns tangible personal property that
is used to produce income, the business must file a rendition with its local county
appraisal district by a specified date. Personal property includes inventory and
equipment used by a business. Owners do not have to render exempt property
such as church property or an agriculture producer’s equipment used for farming.

* Productivity Appraisal — Property owners who use land for timber land
production, agricultural purposes or wildlife management can be granted property
tax relief on their land. They may apply to their local county appraisal district for an
agricultural appraisal which may result in a lower appraisal of the land based on
how much the taxpayer produces, versus what the land would sell for on the open
market.

* Residence Homestead Tax Deferral - Texas homeowners may postpone

paying the currently delinquent property taxes due on the appreciating value of
their homes by filing a tax deferral affidavit at their local county appraisal district.
This tax relief allows homeowners to pay the property taxes on 105 percent of the
preceding year’s appraised value of their homestead, plus the taxes on any new
improvements to the homestead. The remaining taxes are postponed, but not
cancelled, with interest accruing at 8 percent per year.

* Property Tax Deferral for Persons Age 65 or Older or Disabled Homeowners —
Texans who are age 65 or older or disabled, as defined by law, may postpone
paying current and delinquent property taxes on their homes by signing a tax
deferral affidavit. Once the affidavit is on file, taxes are deferred, but not cancelled,
as long as the owner continues to own and live in the home. Interest continues

to accrue on unpaid taxes. You may obtain a deferral affidavit at the appraisal
district.

* Protesting Property Appraisal Values — Property owners who disagree with

the appraisal district’s appraisal of their property for local taxes or for any other
action that adversely affects them may protest their property value to the appraisal
district’'s ARB.

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Don’t Mess with Texas Trash-Off Saturday
Ballinger Lions to participate

SAN ANGELO - Cleaning
trash from area roadways
may not be a glamorous
job, but it is one that has
attracted 15 Adopt-a-High-
way groups in Tom Green
County to volunteer their
«ime this Saturday as part
of this year’s “Don’t mess
with Texas” Trash-Off. In
the 15-county San Angelo
District, more than 600
volunteers and 53 groups
are expected to partici-
pate in events in Ballinger,
Big Lake, Eden , Junction,
Sonora, Ozona, Robert Lee,
Rocksprings and Leakey.
Last year these groups col-
lectively picked up 4.4 tons
of litter.

The annual event is
a partnership between
the Texas Department of
Transportation (TxDOT)
and Keep Texas Beauti-
ful. It is the single, largest
one-day cleanup event in
the state when thousands
of volunteers pick up lit-
ter on roadways to keep
Texas highways clean and
beautiful. The cleanup is
conducted in conjunction
with the Great American
Cleanup, which takes place
annually across the nation
from March 1 through May

31

The Ballinger Noon
Lions Club will be picking
up trash along a 2-miles
stretch of high way on
Highway 83 north towards
Winters Saturday.

“We'’ve been participat-
ing for quite a number of
years,” said Lion Max Pratt.

Every year more than 1
billion pieces of litter accu-
mulate on Texas highways
leaving taxpayers paying
to clean it up. This litter is
not only ugly but also ex-
pensive. Last year, TxDOT
paid contractors $160,000
to pick up 6.8 tons of litter
justin Tom Green County-
statewide the agency spent
more than $32 million
on litter pickup. It is
estimated that the Adopt-
a-Highway groups, who
clean their two-mile sec-
tion of highway four times
each year, save TxDOT $3
million dollars each year
statewide.

“Research has shown
that people are less likely

! to litter when the road-

side is clean,” said Karen
Threlkeld, public informa-
tion officer for the San
Angelo District. “We want
everyone to have pride in
this great state of ours.

~ Keeping our roadways

free from litter is a great
way for all of us to come
together to do our part to
protect the beauty of our
state.”

Last year, more than
27,000 Trash-Off volun-
teers participated state-
wide in the cleanup, which
is Texas’ largest annual
roadway and community
improvement effort. A
total of 235 events were
held, and 3,709 miles of
highway were cleared of
litter and debris. Volun-
teers collected more than
1.4 million pounds of
trash.

The Trash-Off is just
one part of TXDOT’s litter
prevention programes,
which include the “Don’t
mess with Texas” public
service campaign, Adopt-a-
Highway and a grassroots
partnership with Keep
Texas Beautiful. These
three programs work in
conjunction to keep the
state clean and to change
the attitudes and behavior
of would-be litterers.

The “Don’t mess with
Texas” Trash-Off began in
1986 as a call to action to
refrain from littering on
one designated day.
