Remembering a Ballinger pioneer

Celinda
Hawkins

Last
week, as 
many of 
you know, 
I wrote 
about 
our new/ 
old office 
building 
located 
at 709 
Hutchins 
and built 

126 years ago and I prom­
ised to share any informa­
tion that I received on one 
of it’s legendary occupants, 
Asa Cordill.

Thanks to the good folks 
at Angelo State University 
we have a htde more infor­
mation on Mr. CordiU. It 
turns out, he did not build 
the building, but moved 
into it in 1895, operating 
the James Brewer Jewelry 
Store there for 50 years, ac­
cording to his obituary.

Called a “pioneer Ball­
inger business man,” Cor­
dill was indeed a man about 
town and he had roots in 
this community too. Bom 
in West Plains, Missouri 
in 1869, CordiU moved to 
Texas in 1873. He moved 
to BaUinger from Royce 
City in 1890 at the tender 
age of 21. From then on, he 
amassed a series of “firsts” 
in the community.

In 1895 he purchased 
the city’s first jewelry store 
from Oscar Pearson, who 
may have built our building 
by the way. A civic leader.

CordiU was active in many 
affairs and was a member 
of BaUinger’s first band. 
And, according to the ar­
chives, he was the owner of 
the first automobUe “in this 
section.”

He married a woman 
named Hattie Grant in Win­
ters in 1901. The two would 
go on to have the first 
record player and the first 
radio in the community, ac­
cording to the information I 
received.

That’s quite a lot of firsts!
CordiU died in 1950 at 

the age of 81, having Uved a 
long, fruitful life in BaUinger 
and Runnels County.

I’m stiU researching his

Ufe, and welcome any more 
information that some of 
our residents may have 
about him.

MeanwhUe, we are enjoy­
ing the new buUding, and 
it improves every day. We 
welcomed several visitors 
during our open house Sat­
urday whUe the 41st Annual 
Ethnic Fest was underway.

I always love meeting our 
readers and was surprised 
by old friends, who stopped 
by to say heUo.

State District II to elect TSSWCB board member I  ( f lN P  ^ T A R  lU IA R IC F T

TEMPLE — Soil and Wa­
ter Conservation Districts 
(SWCD) in State District 
n will elect a member to 
the Texas State Soil and 
Water Conservation Board 
(TSSWCB) on Tuesday, May 
3, 2016. The election will 
be held at 6 p.m. in Wall, 
TX at the Saint Ambrose 
Cathohc Church Parish 
Hall Conference Room.

State District n consists 
of 51 counties, including 
Runnels County, within 
which there are 45 Soil and 
Water Conservation Dis­
tricts in the Hill Country 
and Big Bend-Trans Pecos 
region of Texas.

The current TSSWCB 
member for State District 
n is Marty H. Graham of 
Rocksprings. Graham, 
who has been a member 
of the TSSWCB since May 
of 2008, and is a rancher 
in Edwards Coimty.

“Since its beginning, 
the TSSWCB has been 
governed by five board 
members. Each respective 
board member is elected in 
a convention type election 
by delegates from soil and 
water conservation district 
directors within the state 
district that the member 
resides. However, with the 
enactment of S.B. 1828 by 
the 78th Legislature, two 
Governor appointees also 
serve on the TSSWCB to 
create a seven-member 
board,” said Rex Isom, TSS­
WCB Executive Director.

“Elections occur aimu- 
aUy to comply with the 
soil conservation laws 
of Texas. The elections 
are held in state district 
conventions and TSSWCB 
members serve two-year 
staggered terms. Since this 
is an even numbered year, 
TSSWCB member elections 
are being held in State 
Districts n and fV,” added

Isom.
Elected State Board 

members must be 18 years 
of age or older, hold title 
to farmland or ranchland, 
and be actively engaged 
in farming or ranching.
The Governor appointees 
must be actively engaged 
in the business of farm­
ing, animal husbandry, or 
other business related to 
agriculture and wholly or 
partly owns or leases land 
used in connection with 
that business. However, 
they may not be a member 
of the board of directors of 
a conservation district.

The TSSWCB admin­
isters Texas’ soil and 
water conservation law 
and delivers coordinated 
natural resource conserva­
tion programs through the 
State’s 216 soil and water 
conservation districts. 
Additionally, the TSSWCB 
is the lead agency for plan­
ning, implementing, and

managing programs for 
preventing and abating ag­
ricultural and silvicultural 
nonpoint sources of water 
pollution.

The agency administers 
a water supply enhance­
ment program through the 
targeted control of water- 
depleting brush. In addi­
tion the TSSWCB works 
to ensure that the State’s 
network of 2,000 flood 
control dams are protect­
ing lives and property 
by providing operation, 
maintenance, and struc­
tural repair grants to local 
government sponsors. The 
agency also facilitates the 
Texas Invasive Species Co­
ordinating Committee.

The TSSWCB, which was 
organized in May 1939, 
has its state headquarters 
in Temple, Texas.

The Department of Veterans Affairs (VA) 
recently armounced that it has identified 
claim processing errors for more than 
14,000 veterans and survivors. The VA’s 
Beneficiary Fiduciary Field System has 
helped it to recognize claim processing mis­
takes on veterans’ and survivors’ claims that 
were initially filed over the course of many 
years. The errors concern cases in which VA 
had proposed that due to disabihty or age 
the beneficiary was unable to manage his or 
her VA benefits without assistance, but the 
action was not completed by transferring it 
within VA for appointment of a fiduciary.

VA’s Veterans Benefits Administration (VBA) 
has set up a team to immediately review 
the cases, notify beneficiaries, complete the 
claim processing steps, and appoint a fidu­
ciary as quickly as possible. For more infor­
mation, members can call the VA fiduciary 
line 1-888-407-0144.

It is a truly

and to admit it 
when living alone 
independently fi­
nally is no longer 
possible.

One such 
person was the 
colorful J. M. 
(Densey) Denson. 
An insurance 
agent for almost 

a half century, he sold his busi­
ness in 1969, ready to assume 
what amounted to volunteer full­
time service at Mineral Wells’ First 
Baptist Church, where he was a 
member for 61 years, a deacon 
for 55 and a Sunday school teach­
er for a half-century. He did even 
more, including serving as interim 
choir director. What he enjoyed 
most, though, was visitation.

When someone executes admi­
rable planning that worked well 
for 103 years and is remembered 
fondly in conversations 33 years 
after his death, a look back at the 
life is warranted....

One day as dusk neared, he was 
shocked upon returning to his car 
after a hospital visit. In fact, he 
was ready to call the police. The 
97-year-old seemed certain that 
someone had stolen his “steOlng 
wheel, dash board, clutch, brake- 
-everything.’’

Returning to the church to re­
port on visitation, he breathlessly 
told his pastor. Rev. Bobby Moore, 
about the incident. “Luckily, I dis­
covered I had gotten in the iDack 
seat,” he admitted.

He loved the old 1972 Plym­
outh. He said it “rattled and 
wheezed, but the noises weren’t 
a bother.” hi fact, he knew the 
car was running only because he 
could feel the vibration....

At age 101, he made simultane­
ous decisions others might soon 
have needed to make for him. He 
gave up his car keys and took up 
residence in a care center. This 
meant he could no longer drive to 
make in-person visits, nor could 
he deliver gifts of homemade fig 
and pear preserves, cakes, pies 
or candies. He could, however, 
sing Happy Birthday by phone to 
celebrants. So that’s what he did.

After aU, he’d taken careful 
notes during his 62-year marriage, 
so he knew when he was no lon­
ger able to maintain a household 
and turn out preserves, desserts 
and such.

He died the day foDowing his 
103rd birthday...

It says much when “Densey 
stories” continue to be shared in 
Mineral Wells, where he and Ruth 
lived for 46 years.

He was a great example of an 
others-centered, committed Chris­
tian and “people person.”

Eschewing titles of “retired” 
or “inactive,” he welcomed the 
tide “emeritus deacon.” He was 
front-and-center of many of the 
church’s historical moments. He 
was deacon chairman the year 
ground was broken for the educa­
tion budding, and as the oldest 
living deacon, broke ground for 
the current sanctuary....

They had a big “whoop-ti-doo” 
for his 100th birthday, and for 
once, he listened whde others 
sang Happy Birthday. Quick of

Key performance indicators help identify 
more profitable areas for ranchers

FORT WORTH - Viewed as a report card 
for a cattle operation, key performance in­
dicators, also known as I^Is, can assist beef 
producers in measuring factors crucial to an 
operation.

Stan Bevers, Texas A&M Agrilife Extension 
Service economist, Vernon, ^scussed KPIs 
at the 2016 Texas and Southwestern Cattle 
Raisers Convention in Fort Worth.

“KPIs provide a rancher with an analysis of 
the operation and detail whether the opera­
tion is fulfilling the goals of ownership,” 
Bevers said.

These indicators are especially important 
in the current weakening cattle market, he 
said.

For example, Bevers said the development

cost of a replacement heifer is a KPI. Hay 
production cost per ton is also a KPI.

“One of the big reasons for doing this, I 
was working w i^ a big ranch in Montana,” 
Bevers told attendees. “The members of the 
board were pretty big financial gurus. I shot 
aH of this information about the ranch­
ing operation to them and they said it was 
like getting a drink out of a fire hose. They 
wanted 10 things in about five minutes. 
That’s where KPIs came into play.”

Bevers said when ranchers consider a bull 
purchase, they focus on expected progeny 
differences, also known as EPDs.

“The perfect bull in my mind would be one 
with an EPD number that is really high for 
weaning weights, but we can’t focus on one 
number or one performance metric without 
sacrificing another,” Bevers said. “It’s the 
same thing with KPIs.”

Other KPIs that Bevers suggests ranchers 
look at include:

■ Revenue per breeding female.
■ Nutrition base expense as a percent of 

total expenses.
■ Labor and management expense as a 

percent of total revenue.
■ Operating e?q)ense as a percentage of 

totcQ revenue.
■ Net income ratio.
■ Cost per hundredweight of weaned calf.
■ Total investment per breeding female.
■ Debt per breeding female.
■ Equity-to-asset ratio or market basis.
■ Asset turnover ratio on cost basis.
■ Rate of return on assets on market basis.
Bevers said reproduction is the most influ­

encing factor on ranch productivity.
“After aU, we have to have cows to produce 

revenue,” he smd. “Once we identify an open 
cow, everything that follows is an expense 
with no revenue to go against it until she 
is bred again or sold. The nutrition of that 
female is paramount to getting her bred. Yet, 
feed is one of top three expenses on a ranch 
that also include labor and depredation.

“Those costs tend to move around a bit.
We hear all the time feed is the most ex­
pensive cost. But that’s not necessarily true. 
It’s labor and depredation. A lot of times 
we don’t even coimt or fador in our labor. 
Now, we are paying twice as much as what 
we used to for buUs. Depredation has really 
jumped up in terms of costs.”

With cattle prices already coming down 
from 2015 levds, Bevers said produc­
ers need to continue to watch prices and

expenses.
“Ejqpenses won’t come down as fast as 

commodity prices,” he said. “Cow-calf ex­
penses won’t come down as fast as cow-calf 
prices. 2016 will have lower calf prices but 
not to the extent it will affect these higher 
expenses. During 2017, expenses still will 
not be coming down, where calf prices will 
be in their second year of decline. That’s 
what concerns me.”

Bevers said if ranchers still need things 
done in an operation, such as putting in 
new corrals, new fences, paying down debt 
or buying a new vehide, getting it done as 
quickly as possible is the best time.

“If there is something in the form of a 
capital asset, get it done quickly,” Bevers 
said. “Going into 2017, cash flow could be 
an issue as calf prices are antidpated to 
continue to come down.”

mind and storyteller ex­
traordinaire, he claimed that 
by age 100, he’d “learned 
what he needed, been where 
he pleased and done what 
he wanted.”

He made an understand­
able admission, then, 
though: “Trouble is, I can’t 
remember any of it.”

Denson keenly remem­
bered his first plane ride, 
however, taken at age 89....

Denson remembered help­
ing to lead music in numer­
ous revivals, including late 
greats Dr. George W. Truett, 
longtime pastor of Dallas 
First Baptist Church; J. B. 
Gambrt^, editor of theBap- 
tist Standard and R. C. Buck­
ner, founder of Buckner 
Baptist Benevolences.

Quoting scriptures read­
ily, he often cited the words 
of Jesus: “He that would be 
great iunong you, let him be 
servant of iill.” His favorite 
motto was inspired by a

familiar quotation from 
the pen of Stephen Grellet, 
a French Quaker: “I shall 
pass through this world but 
once. If therefore, there is 
any kindness I can show 
or any good thing I can do, 
let me do it now, for I shall 
not pass this way again.” 
Someone passed this along. 
Age asks, “Now what?” life 
answers: “The next thing.”
J. M. Denson, a lifelong 
Rotarian, had many “next 
things,” and he took care of 
most of them. With his gifts 
and smiles, he also had a 
storehouse of funny stories. 
He said he had no enemies, 
claiming he “outlived all of 
them.”

On J. M. Denson’s dying 
day, that’s really all he really 
needed to do....
