stroUer. She said at the time, 
the dog made no known 
movement towards the man 
or the child.

Officer Just continued on 
her path a short distance

when she noticed the dog 
had moved to an area block­
ing her path. Officer Just 
stopped and the dog moved 
into a position directly in 
front of her and took an 
aggressive stance toward 
her as if ready to pounce on 
her. Just reportedly yelled at 
the dog but the dog did not 
retreat, taking an aggressive 
stance.

When Just reached down 
and picked her dog up the 
pit bull attacked knocking 
her to the ground biting her

on the hand and left arm as 
she attempted to fight the 
dog off.

“The officer was able to 
fight the dog off, only to see 
the pit bulldog attack her 
dog still restrained by its 
leash,” Davis said. “During 
the attack the brown and 
white pit was able to bite 
Officer Just’s dog in the neck 
and started shal^g  her dog 
back and forth in its mouth.”

It has been four months 
since the Wal Mart Express 
closed its doors in Winters 
and now, it appears that 
the Brookshire Grocery 
Company may be seeking 
to move to that location.

Last week, the company 
filed a pubhc notice with 
the Winters Enterprise and 
the Balhnger Ledger, which 
indicated that “BGC doing 
business as Spring Market 
#724 at 1010 N. Main,” is 
applying for a hcense from 
the Texas Alcohohc Bever­
age Commission to sell 
beer and wine.

The company declined 
comment on the possible 
move.

“Due to contractural 
obhgations we do not have 
a pubhc statement at this 
time,” Rebecca Sanders, 
director of pubhc relations 
for Brookshire Grocery 
Company said Friday.

Sanders did say that the 
company would make an 
official statement when the 
time was right.

Local officials declined 
comment as weU.

While no official word 
has been given, the City of 
Winters may soon be home 
to two grocery stores once 
again.

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Just Around the Corner
Thank you for your service

Over the past several 
years veterans have been 
returning home from wars 
in Iraq and Afghani­
stan and in most cases, 
the vets are lauded as he­
roes who have made tme 
sacrifices for their coun­
try. On this Memorial Day, 
I ask that we remember 
aU the heroes, from all of 
the wars that have made 
the ultimate sacrifice and 
those who are still among 
us.

Since the Iraq and Af­
ghanistan conflicts I along 
with many other report­
ers have covered mihtary 
funerals where patriotic 
citizens lined the streets 
and highways waving flags 
and holding signs when 
one of their own gave the 
ultimate sacrifice. A far 
cry from what happened 
after Vietnam and even 
after Korea, as some vets 
will tell you.

I had a flashback when I 
remembered aU of the vet­
erans who returned home 
in 1975 after the Vietnam 
War ended. They were 
battered and war torn and 
in many cases, were not 
heralded by their country 
when they returned home 
from one of the most bru­
tal conflicts ever fought 
by the U.S. where more 
than 65,000 soldiers were 
killed.

I hearken back to Vet­
erans Day 2001, when I 
was covering an event at a 
cemetery in Brownwood. 
There in front were all of 
the World War n and Kore­

an War veterans, standing 
proud and at attention.
But as I panned around to 
look at everyone gathered 
for the somber event, I no­
ticed one lone soldier, in 
the back wearing a black 
T-shirt that said “Vietnam 
Vet.”

I studied him, noting 
that he too was standing 
at attention on the very 
back row, like his brothers 
up front.

I watched as a tear 
rolled down his cheek, 
when “Taps,” was played. 
Like the other veterans, 
the song, which is played 
at mihtary funerals — 
brought raw emotion to 
the front for him.

As the event ended, I 
found myself wanting to 
talk to him, wanting to teU 
his story. I went to him 
and pohtely asked about 
his service and he pohtely 
declined to talk about it, 
saying that people weren’t 
ready to embrace Vietnam 
vets, at the time 26 years 
later.

After the war was over, 
Vietnam vets routinely 
reported beiug spat upon 
and berated in pubhc. As 
a result, many veterans 
made the decision to keep 
their service a secret.

But that might be chang­
ing. On Friday, I was sit­
ting alone in my office and 
a man, who was wearing a 
cap that said United States 
Marines, walked in to ask 
me if I loiew any attorneys 
in the area. After direct­
ing him to either of the

barristers 
on either 
side of 
our build­
ing, he 
told me 
he was a 
veteran, 
which I 
surmised 
after
seemg 
his cap,

which was also adorned 
with many pins.

The man who said he 
hved in Winters, started 
talking about having been 
in Vietnam and that a 
mihtary doctor had once 
told him to talk about his 
experiences or else, they 
would be “bottled up like 
a cork,” and that eventu­
ally he would explode.

So, it appears, he has 
taken to talking about his 
experience — something 
that I have found as a 
journahst that most Viet­
nam veterans are reluctant 
to do.

He began to teU a tale 
that has always hurt 
my heart about when 
he returned home from 
that horrible conflict that 
claimed the hves of about 
65,000 soldiers.

“We were hated,” he 
said.

He said in the early 
2000’s or after the war in 
Iraq, when perfect strang­
ers would tell him “thank 
you for your service,” it 
irritated him a bit, because 
that is not the way it was

when he got home from 
Vietnam 40 years ago.

He told the tale of many 
of his fellow veterans, 
who came home from a 
terrifying conflict where 
many became drug addicts 
and alcohohcs to cope 
with what they had been 
through.

I saw tears well up in 
his eyes when he spoke 
of having to make the 
decision to defend him­
self or his mflitary broth­
ers against the enemy in 
Vietnam, which could be a 
man, woman or a child.

“These memories don’t 
leave you,” he said.

But like many of his 
fellow veterans, he has 
foimd a way to cope and 
as a recovering alcoholic, 
said he was trying to help 
others cope as well.

There are others in our 
midst who are slowly 
opening up about their 
mihtary experience. And, 
we must be gracious 
to all veterans because 
whether they have paid 
the ultimate sacrifice or 
are still among us we owe 
them a great debt - for our 
freedom.

So this weekend, or any 
time you see a veteran, 
say “thank you for your 
service,” that’s the least 
you can do.

Women on the land workshop held

There is something about 
the outdoors that is a natu­
ral teacher. Being immersed 
in an environment free from 
the distractions of everyday 
life awakens the senses. It 
creates a new awareness of 
one’s surroundings and the 
interactions of nature.

This was the ejqierience 
25 women recently had 
during a three-day Women 
on the Land workshop at 
a remote area in northern 
Shackleford County. The 
event was hosted by the 
Texas Wildlife Association 
on the Gear Fork Ranch 
with staff from the USDA 
Natural Resources Conser­
vation Service conducting 
many of the training ses­
sions.

“The goal of this work­
shop was to provide a pro­
fessional avenue for women 
to learn about land stew­
ardship in an environment 
among their peers where 
they are comfortable asking 
questions,” said event orga­
nizer Clint Faas, director of 
conservation programs for 
Texas Wildlife Association.

Women from aU over 
the state traveled to the 
west Texas ranch for the 
training. After they settled 
in on Friday afternoon,
Troy Reinke, NRCS district 
conservationist in Albany, 
had a rainfall simulator set 
up to showcase the impor­

tance of land management 
and soil health. Participants 
were able to see firsthand 
how different forage and 
soil conditions affected 
water quality during rainfall 
events.

Navarro County rancher 
Laure McGee had driven 
four hours to attend the 
event. She and her sister Jan 
Warren manage a sizeable 
farm and ranching opera­
tion near Rice, Texas.

“I take every opportunity I 
can to education myself on 
land management practic­
es,” McGee said. “I see this 
as a great way to take what I 
learn back home and apply 
it on our ranch.”

The ladies were up and 
ready early the next morn­
ing with outdoor sessions 
by Annahese Scoggin, 
wildlife biologist with Texas 
Parks and Wildlife Depart­
ment and Dale RoUtns, 
professor and Extension 
wildlife specialist with Tex­
as A&M AgriLife Extension 
Service. Scoggin explained 
the basics of wildlife habitat 
and how components of an 
ecological system related to 
the quality of life for vari­
ous wildlife species.

RoUins presented facts 
and information about 
quad, as weU as ways to 
manage habitat to encour­
age their population growth. 
He pointed out that range- 
land with a broad diversity 
of plants makes for the 
best neighborhoods for 
the ground nesting birds.

He then led the workshop 
participants in a pledge to 
the common broomweed - 
“and to the cover for which 
it provides, one canopy, 
over quad, continuous, 
providing usable space for 
bobwhites.”

Reinke did a pasture walk 
with the group, identifying 
key plants for both live­
stock and wildlife, as well 
as plants that contribute 
to soil health. He warned 
participants to not be over­
whelmed by aU the knowl­
edge they were receiving, 
but encouraged them to set 
a pace and learn one plant a 
week using plant ID books, 
mobile phone apps and vari­
ous online resources.

Clear Fork Ranch Manager 
Marc Bartoskewitz visited 
with the group about the 
benefits of brush manage­
ment and the importance of 
a maintenance plan for aU

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brush management activi­
ties. He also tied in the land 
management practices that 
benefit quail habitat.

NRCS Zone 5 Soil Scientist 
John Sackett took the group 
creekside on the Clear Fork 
of the Brazos River for a 
lesson on the importance of 
riparian areas and man­
aging for their optimum 
health, “hi addition to areas 
immediately adjacent to 
streams, well managed 
upland areas also contribute 
to overall stream health and 
water quality,” Sackett told 
the group.

While managing for quail 
and deer were discussed 
by (Afferent presenters, of 
particular interest to the 
group was NRCS Soil Con­
servationist Terri Walker’s 
presentation on managing 
for pollinators.

“Monarch butterflies are 
an ideal representation of 
pollinators in the United 
States because they are 
highly visible,” Walker told 
the group of females. “As 
such, I see them as an icon 
for pollinators. We see but­
terflies, we don’t see bees; 
we notice the absence of 
butterflies, not the absence 
of bees.”

“People who love butter­
flies in general and mon- 
archs in particular can get

TEXAS HISTORY MINUTE

Hite - World War n hero

The attack on Pearl 
Harbor in 1941 horri­
fied the American peo­
ple. America wanted 
to strike back hard to 
tell Japan that America 
would not be defeated. 
In spring 1942, Ameri­
ca got that chance with 
Doolittle’s Raid, a feat 
helped in part by Texan 
Robert Hite.

Hite was the son of 
cotton farmers outside 
Odell, Texas, in 1920.

He briefly attended West Texas State 
Teachers College before enlisting in 
the army in 1940. He wanted to serve 
as a pilot but flunked the first physi­
cal. In spite of this setback, he gained 
his certification as an Army Air Force 
pilot the next year.

Doolittle’s Raid was named for Lt.
Col. Jimmy Doolittle, who devised 
a plan to strike back at the heart of 
Japan to avenge their attack on Pearl 
Harbor. Doolittle commanded a 
squadron of sixteen B-25 bombers in a 
surprise raid on Tokyo and other Japa­
nese cities. Word of the impending 
raid had quietly spread among pilots 
who jumped at the chance to strike 
back at Japan. Hite had repeated a 
story for years that men were offering 
him up to $500 to take his place. He 
turned them all down, a patriot de­
termined to do his duty. On April 18, 
1942, they lifted off from the crowded 
deck of the USS Hornet, aiming for 
targets 800 miles away. The daring 
raid was later adapted into the famous 
1944 film “Thirty Seconds Over To­
kyo” starring Spencer Tracy.

While the bombing did little long­
term damage to the Japanese war 
machine, the attack humiliated them. 
They pulled several fighter squadrons 
from forward positions to protect To­
kyo from further attacks. As the war 
raged on, this prevented these units 
form responding to American offen­
sives as Allied forces slowly retook the 
Pacific region. Americans were thrilled 
at the success of the raid.

Of the 80 men on sixteen bombers 
for the mission, thirteen were from 
Texas, including Hite. Other Texans 
included Thadd H. Blanton of Archer 
City, a co-pilot, Kenneth E. Reddy of 
Bowie, also a co-pilot, and John A. Hil- 
ger of Sherman, a pilot.

Hite’s crew hit a fuel depot and a 
factory in Nagoya. Of the aircraft, only 
one landed safely in Allied territory.
The remainder were either shot down . 
or crash-landed in Japanese-occupied

China. Hite's crew was captured and 
spent the remainder of the war in a 
POW camp and tortured for the next 
three years.

After the war ended, he continued to 
serve. He married his first wife Portia 
in 1946, with whom he had a son and 
a daughter. He briefly left the service 
but returned during the Korean War 
era before retiring as a lieutenant colo­
nel. In 1955, Hite moved his family to 
Arkansas where took a job as manager 
of a hotel. Here in 1961, he hosted a 
convention of Doolittle Raid veterans. 
He went on to manage a series of ho­
tels before his retirement in 1984.

In the years since the war as the 
World War II generation faded away, 
their importance to the freedom of 
the world and appreciation for what 
these soldiers accomphshed grew. The 
Doolittle Raiders were presented many 
honors, and Hite himself was inducted 
into the Texas Aviation Halls of Fame 
at the Lone Star Flight Museum in 
Galveston. By March 2015, Hite was 
one of just three men left alive from 
the legendary 1942 raid. A White 
House ceremony was planned for April 
to honor him and his comrades with 
the Congressional Gold Medal.

Days before the ceremony, Hite died 
at the age of 95. He was buried with 
full military honors and surrounded 
by family, friends, and a host of well- 
wishers.

State shows job.growth
Runnels County unemployment down

AUSTIN — Texas employers ex­
panded their payrolls in April with 
the addition of 8,300 seasonally 
adjusted nonfarm jobs. The state 
has added jobs in 12 of the last 13 
months.

“Texas employers added 189,600 
jobs over the past year, creating 
opportunities for workers in a range 
of industries,” said Texas Workforce 
Commissioner (TWC) Chairman 
Andres Alcantar. “Texas offers many 
competitive advantages to employ­
ers who do business in Texas, in­
cluding a highly skilled workforce.”

The unemployment rate for Run­
nels County was reported at 3.6 
percent, up from the same time last 
year when the unemployment rate 
was 3.5 percent. That is down from 
March when the unemployment rate 
in Runnels County was reported at 4 
percent.

The Amarillo Metropolitan Statisti­
cal Area (MSA) recorded the month’s 
lowest unemployment rate among 
Texas MS As with a non-seasonally 
adjusted rate of 2.7 percent, fol­
lowed by the Austin-Round Rock 
and Lubbock MSAs with rates of 
2.9 and 3.0 percent, respectively, in 
April.

Texas’ seasonally adjusted un­
employment rate increased to 4.4 
percent in April, up slightly from 
4.3 percent in March, and remained

below the national average of 5.0 
percent.

“Over the month, private employ­
ers added more than 8,000 jobs, 
strengthening the Texas labor mar­
ket,” said TWC Commissioner Repre­
senting Employers Ruth R. Hughs. 
“The fact that our state has added 
jobs for 12 of the last 13 months is 
a credit to the diversity and resil­
ience of employers in Texas.”

Employment in the Education and 
Health Services industry was up in
April with the addition of 10,900

jobs. Solid growth also continued in 
Professional and Business Services 
which added 6,600 jobs over the 
month and recorded a 1.9 percent 
annual growth rate.

“Texas workers have much to of­
fer and there are resources available 
to find the perfect occupational fit, I 
encourage all job seekers to contact 
their local Workforce Solutions of­
fice for assistance with job training 
and placement,” said TWC Commis­
sioner Representing Labor Julian 
Alvarez.

“We’ve had quite a run 
over the past two years 
with regards to high cattle 
prices,” said Dr. Jason 
Cleere, conference coor­
dinator. “Cattle prices fell 
considerably last fall and 
ranchers are concerned 
with where they will go in 
the future. While a lot of 
folks have enjoyed healthy 
bottom hnes over the past 
few years because of high 
prices, margins are smaller 
this year and producers 
will have to manage costs 
to maintain profitability. 
This year’s short course 
will focus on controlling 
costs while improving pro­
ductivity of the ranch.”

The short course is the 
premier beef educational 
event in Texas, attracting 
more than 1,400 attendees 
annually, Cleere said. It fea­
tures 20 sessions covering 
basic practices, new tech­
nologies and other impor­
tant industry topics. T^ese 
sessions provide partici­
pants with an opportunity 
to choose workshops based 
on their level of production 
experience and the needs 
of their ranch.

“Concurrent workshops 
will feature information 
on forage and beef cattle 
management, nutrition 
and reproduction, record 
keeping, genetics, purebred 
cattle and much more,” he 
said.

In addition to classroom 
Instruction, participants 
can attend one of the 
program’s popular demon­
strations on the morning of 
Aug. 3, Cleere said.

“There will be demon­
strations on brush control, 
chute-side calf working, 
cattle handling, bull fertil­
ity testing, brush manage­
ment and beef carcass 
value determination,”
Cleere said.

“The goal of the short 
course each year is to pro­
vide the most cutting-edge 
information needed by 
beef cattle producers. We 
think we have information 
for everyone to take home 
and apply to theh opera­
tions.”

Participants can earn 
seven Texas Department 
of Agriculture pesticide 
continuing education units 
if they are already licensed, 
Cleere added.

An industry trade show, 
featuring more than 120 
agricultural businesses and 
service exhibits, will be 
held during the event.

“And the famous Texas 
Aggie Prime Rib Dinner is 
always a highlight of the 
short course,” Cleere said.

Registration is $180 per 
person before July 25 and 
$220 afterwards. It in­
cludes educational materi­
als, a copy of the 600-page 
short course proceedings, 
trade show admittance, 
admission to the prime rib 
dinner, lunches, breakfasts 
and daily refreshments.

an already fine group of city and county 
officers,” Yates said. “The fact that he 
is from Winters is encouraging. I hope 
it is evidence of yoimg talent remaining 
closer to home.”

Winters Police Chief Randall Davis 
explained that cadets attending the 
pohce academy are subjected to a regi­
men of rigorous physical agihty tests 
and receive very extensive training in 
enforcing the laws of the State of Texas.

“It is a task that requires great de­
termination and focused attention to 
successfully maintain the pace of the 
academy,” Davis said. “Many people

cannot accomphsh this feat, however 
Officer Martinez attended the police 
academy and graduated, all while work­
ing full time with the City of Winters 
Water Department. This was no easy 
task.”

Davis said Officer Martinez was the 
city’s first choice.

“I feel we are very fortunate to be able 
to bring him on board,” Davis contin­
ued. “The addition of Officer Martinez 
brings the Winters Pohce Department 
to fuU staff with five fuh time officers. 
This is something we have been work­
ing towards for the past months.”

Officer Martinez says he has made 
Winters his home and is looking for­
ward to continuing to be a part of the 
community and serving the people of 
Winters as a police officer.

driving by, stopped and was able to 
get the pit bull to stop attacking Just. 
The dog fled, but was later found in its 
owner’s back yard.

Davis said the female pit buh was 
reportedly in heat and earher in the day 
had jumped through the front window 
of the owner’s home to attack another 
dog^in the area.

“Officers attempted to capture the 
dog, however attempts were unsuccess­
ful due to the dogs dangerous state of 
continued aggression,” Davis said.

The owner of the dog was identified 
and summoned to the home to assist in 
the capture of the pit. It was discovered 
the pit bull was not registered with the 
city and had not been vaccinated for 
rabies.

The two injured dogs were taken to 
Pioneer Vet Clinic where they received 
treatment for injures as a result of the 
attack and Just went to the North Run­
nels Health Clinic where she received 
medical treatment for bites to her left 
hand and left arm.

The pit bulldog was dehvered to the 
Pioneer Vet Clinic where the dog was 
euthanized and its remains were sent to 
Abilene, to undergo testing for rabies.

The owner of the pit bulldog was 
charged with “allowing a dog to run at 
large”, “failure to vaccinate for rabies” 
and “failing to register the dog with the 
city”. The owner of the pit bulldog is 
further being held responsible for all vet 
bills and medical bills incurred by the 
Just.

“Additional investigation into the 
incident is underway to determine if 
further criminal charges of “Keeping a 
Dangerous Dog” will be filed against the 
dog’s owners as a result of the attack,” 
Davis said.

Davis said he is taking the attack very 
seriously and is very thankful for the 
quick response of area neighbors who

by chance were in the right place at the 
right time to stop the dog’s attack and 
prevent further injury.

“I am greatly concerned over this dog 
being observed as what appears to be 
‘stalking’ or at least focusing in on an 
unsuspecting father and child walking 
in the neighborhood,” Davis said. “This 
incident could have easily ended in a 
much more serious event.”

Davis said this this is the second 
incident in a week where officers had to 
react and euthanize pit bulls as a result 
of unprovoked attacks.

“As a result of these recent incidences 
and the overwhelming increase of dogs 
being allowed to run loose in our neigh­
borhoods by their owners, the pohce 
department is now back in the animal 
control business,” Davis said. “We will 
be handling animal control caUs to the 
best of our abilities, prioritizing the 
caUs and handling the more serious 
caUs first. We are asking for the pubhc’s 
assistance and patience as the extra 
animal control caUs will be putting a 
substantial strain on officers trying to 
maintain other duties.

Persons residing within the City Of 
Winters are required by ordinance to 
register all pets and animals in their 
care whether these pets are kept inside 
the home or outside the home. This 
includes cats as weU as other animals 
on the property. All pets are to be re­
strained at all times either by a fenced 
yard or kept on a leash. No household is 
allowed more than five pets at any given 
time.

State law requires all dogs and cats be 
vaccinated for rabies and failing to com­
ply with these laws will likely result in 
hefty fines and penalties for the owners 
as well as costly civil liabilities.

If a pet owner has concerns or ques­
tions as to how to properly house or 
restrain their dogs, or questions regard­
ing the regulations and responsibihties 
of pet ownership, they are welcome to 
ask one of the local pohce officers, or to 
obtain a copy of the ordinances at City 
Hah. , .

Property Owners Can Protest Property Appraisal Values

Property owners who disagree with the Runnels County Appraisal 
District's appraisal of their property for local taxes or for any other 
action that adversely affects them may protest their property value to 
the appraisal district's Appraisal Review Board (ARB).

A property owner must file a written notice o f protest within 30 days 
after the appraisal district mails the taxpayer a notice of appraised 
value. The Appraisal Review Board will begin setting hearing dates 
with the ARB. The ARB is a group of citizens who live within Runnels 
County.

Property owners may protest any o f the following issues to the ARB:

• the appraised or market value of the property;

• unequal appraisal o f the owner's property;

• inclusion o f the property on the appraisal records';

• denial o f a partial exemption, such as a homestead exemption;

• denial o f special appraisal, such as agricultural or timber 
productivity appraisal;

• determination that agricultural or timber land has had a change of 
use and is subject to a rollback tax;

• identification o f the taxing unit or taxing units in which the property 
is located;

• determination that the taxpayer is the owner of the property; or

• any other action of the appraisal district office or ARB that adversely 
affects the owner.

Once the ARB schedules a hearing and sends the protesting property 
owner written notice o f the date, time and place o f the hearing. The 
law contains specific timelines and procedures for both the property 
owner and the ARB throughout the appraisal protest process. These 
are detailed in the Comptroller s publication. Property Taxpayer 
remedies.
