County officials -
say funding is too
costly

The Runnels County Ag-
ing Program, is on its last
leg and county officials say
it will be terminated via the
budget process.

Runnels County Judge
Barry Hilliard said the

_county has no choice but

to discon-
tinue the
program,
because
the
expense
is more
than the
county
can af-
ford,

due to
expensive
repairs
looming
at the
Runnels
County Courthouse, the
Runnels County Jail and
the Senior Citizens Center.

The program will end
officially Oct. 1 and four
permanent and three part
time employees will lose
their jobs. ;

In the 2015-16 budget
year, the county paid
$204,130.95 in payroll and
benefits for three full time
and four part time employ-
ees. All other expenses,
including food, utilities
and other operating costs
totaled $92,635.

“Our main expense is
personnel,” Hilliard said.

The only alternative to
keep the program going is
for a non-profit organiza-
tion to take it over. Hilliard
has been exploring the
possibility of turning the
program over to a non-
profit organization and
seeking grant and annual
funding from organiza-
tions like the United Way. -

“We could seek United
Way funds to keep the
program going,” Hilliard
suggested.

In fact, Hilliard was
looking at the model of
Meals on Wheels in Odessa,
which is funded through
the United Way and solicits
volunteers to deliver the -
meals and has fund raisers

Just Around the Corner
The clock is ticking

A few weeks ago, after much la-
menting and years of consideration
and penny pinching, Runnels County
Commissioners made the difficult
decision to end a program that hun-
dreds of residents have relled on for
years - the senior meal and home
delivered meals programs.

Judge Barry Hilliard has mulled
over this for many years, and at-
tempted to work with commission-
ers to save the programs for which
the county was footing the bill. A
few weeks back, when commis-
sioners voted to end the programs,
even though the vote, not listed on
the agenda, was not valid, it sent
a strong message, that the county
could no longer pay for this pro-

gram.

Right after that meeting, Judge
Hilliard scrambled to find ways to
save all or parts of the programs. He
sent out an email urging the recipi-
ents to pray about the situation -
saying he had been doing that and
at this point, his “knees were pretty
bloody.” :

“I've tried to think of everything
we can do and we are just going to
have to reach out to the community
for support,” Hilliard told me.

He contacted the West Central
Texas Council of Governments direc-
tor Tom Smith, who offered a waiver
on funding requirements - but that
just wasn’t enough to cover what
has become one of the most costly
programs the county funds annually.

Last summer, I had the privilege to
ride with Tweedy Warren, who deliv-
ers meals for the Ballinger program.
I saw the smiling face of Santos

Pena, who got up
and was perfectly
groomed when she
arrived each day,
wearing his cowboy
had to pick up the
meal at the fence of
his property. It was
X the highlight of his
Celinda

day and it showed,
: as he reached for
Hawkins the lunch and said
PR “thank you,” so
genuinely.
I watched as Lynn De La Cruz

prepared the almost 150 meals that
day at the Senior Citizens Center in
Ballinger. I watched as she packed
the meals for delivery, showing

her dedication to the program that
made sure, seniors had a hot lunch
and that homebound clients did
too. Her days are long and begin at
6 a.m. but she’s there to make sure,
folks in Ballinger, Winters, Miles and
Rowena get a meal, five days a week.

A few weeks ago, I headed over to
the Senior Center in Winters, where
a group of lively folks gather daily
for fellowship and food.

“It’s not just the food, it’s the
community,” Judge Richard Hamil-
ton told me.

And a group of wonderfully dedi-
cated volunteers help at the center
and help deliver the meals daily.

The folks in Winters are actively
seeking a solution - because without
the meals program there, they stand
to lose the use of the community °
center where they meet. Hamilton
had several ideas for fund raising,
including a gun raffle.

“We could raise a lot of money
that way,” he said.

During a Lions Club dinner a few
weeks back, the folks at my table
were discussing what could be done
to save the programs. Fellow Lion
Dolores Guebara was very concerned
saying she would love to help some-
how. She said she even lost sleep -
trying to think of a solution.

“We can’t just let these people go
without,” she said. “They depend on
these meals.”

As I said before, Judge Hilliard has
spent countless hours lamenting
over this situation - he’s looked at
other cities, like Coleman, who sup-
ports their program with fund raiser
luncheons a few times a week. He’s
considered a model like the pro-
grams in Odessa, which are operated
through a non-profit, and funded
through the United Way and special
grants. ;

All of these are options for our
communities. The volunteers are
here - the organizations are here -
we just need to put them together.

There are untapped solutions that

» are available to Runnels County

through the United Way of the Con-
cho Valley. Right now, no non-profit
organization has been identified that
could take on the programs. And
even if that happened, it would take
time to get the funding flowing.

The clock is ticking folks - October
1 will be here before you know it.

It just takes dedicated volunteers
and community support - and it can
be done.

When Benedict Hoel-
scher arrived at his home
at around 10 p.m. Friday
June, 10, he asked his wife
Cheryl if he looked differ-
ent. Little did she know, he
had just won a $1 mil-
lion from a Texas Lottery
scratch off ticket.

“My son was visiting

from Lubbock, and when I
got home I walked in and
asked my wife and son if
Ilooked any different, if I
looked like a millionaire.
I gave my wife the ticket
and she couldn’t believe
it,” said Hoelscher when
asked what happened

when he found out he won.

Hoelscher, 71, of Ball-
inger claimed a $1 mil-
lion prize in the Texas
Lottery scratch ticket
game $1,000,000 Instant
Cashout. For selling the
winning $20 scratch off
ticket, Hoelscher Liquor,
which he owns, located
at 120 FM 381 in Rowena,
is eligible for a $10,000
retailer bonus.

“That is what I under-
stand,” Hoelscher said.

Hoelscher said he has
won $1,000 and $500
two other times on the
lottery, but this is abso-
lutely his biggest prize
yet. And, each time he has
won, it has been the 12th
scratch off ticket on the
role - which he considers
his lucky number of sorts.
On his lucky day, he said
his wife of 48 years, was
surprised when he handed
her his winning ticket.

Hoelscher claimed the
sixth and final prize worth
$1 million available in the
game which offers more
than $91.5 million in

game are one in 3.05, in-
cluding break-even prizes.

Hoelscher who has been
farming and ranching
for 53 years, lives about
six miles northwest of
Ballinger on a ranch, said
he plans to help his son
and grandson. He also
plans to replace his 1997
Chevrolet truck and he is
entertaining bids on his
liquor store, located at the
Lowake turnoff on High-
way 67.

“I was planning on
building a shed anyway.
I've also been planning on
selling the store. Maybe I'll
do a little bit of traveling,”
said Hoelscher.”I may also
buy a new pickup.”

He said he was consider-
ing bids for the sale of his
store before he won the
lottery.

The Hoelschers are
the parents of two sons,
Dwayne, 46, and Eric, who
tragically died last year
following a long illness.

Beginning with the first
ticket sold in 1992, the
Texas Lottery has gener-
ated $25 billion in revenue
for the state and distrib-
uted $49 billion in prizes
to lottery players. Since
1997, the Texas Lottery
has contributed $19 billion
to the Foundation School
Fund, which supports pub-
lic education in Texas. As
authorized by the Texas
Legislature, certain Texas
Lottery revenues benefit
state programs including
the Fund for Veterans’
Assistance. Since the first
veterans’ themed scratch
ticket game was launched
in 2009, the Texas Lottery
has contributed more than
$60 million for programs
supporting Texas veterans.

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throughout the year.

Carol Harrison, senior vice president
of the United Way of the Concho Valley,
which serves 14 counties including Run-
nels County, said it is possible.

However, the process is long, she said
and starts in August when the capital
campaign Non profit organizations make
funding requests by December and the
funding is approved in the new year. Funds
start flowing in April she said.

“We would love to have the opportunity
to help our outlying counties,” Harrison
said. “We would love to take a look at this.”

Hilliard said he hopes members of the
community or an organization will emerge
and try to salvage the program.

“I will tell anyone who takes over the
program, not to take a penny from the
state,” he said.

For the past three weeks, since commis-
sioners voted to terminate the program
during a special meeting, Hilliard has
been working behind the scenes in every
attempt to salvage the program that serves
about 150 congregate and delivered lunch-
es five days a week to clients in Ballinger,
Winters, Miles and Rowena.

Runnels County Commissioners voted
unanimously Wednesday, June 1 to shut
down the program by Oct. 1, however, the
item was not listed on the agenda to be

voted on, therefore the action was null and
void. ‘

Hilliard said this time commissioners do
not have to vote on the ending the pro-

gram.

“We just won't fund it during the budget
process,” Hilliard said. ;

Last year, Hilliard asked commissioners
to give him one more year, he said. And in
an effort to keep the program going, each
of the four commissioners put in $20,000
from their funds to help with the costs.

With increased regulations and decreases
in funding, the program has been on life
support for some time. Earlier this month,
Hilliard applied for waivers through the
West Central Texas Council of Govern- ‘
ments, which partially funds the programs.
But even that solution, which would have -
allowed the county to serve compliant :
meals three days a week, was too costly.

The county gets funding from the De-
partment of Aging and Disability Services, -
as'well as from the West Central Texas .-
Council of Governments. In addition, the
cities of Ballinger, Winters and Miles pro-
vide some funding.

Due to financial constraints, the centers
were consolidated almost three years ago
in October.

About 150 meals are prepared five days
a week at the Senior Center in Ballinger
and delivered to centers in Winters and
Miles as well approximately 70 clients who
receive home delivered meals throughout
Runnels County.
